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The year of 2022 was a year of trials and
losses for our country, but at the same time of
unity and solidarity. This year has changed the
country and each of us fundamentally. Ukrainians
made best efforts primarily to fight the enemy
and support our army. Our state was able not only
to endure, but also to continue to work effectively,
both in terms of overcoming threats and solving
vital national tasks. In particular, key changes took
place in the sphere of intellectual property (IP).

Last year, Ukraine continued the active
process of adapting its legislation to the EU law
and actually completed the implementation of
the recommendations of the European Commis-
sion as part of candidate membership. The indi-
cator of the implementation of the provisions of
the Association Agreement between the EU and
Ukraine for the IP sphere in 2022 was one of the
highest in Ukraine and, as a result, that is 94% of
the tasks set for this realm. Ukrainian specialists
of the IP system took active part in performing
these tasks.

The procedure of checking our laws for
compliance with European Union regulations has
also started. This should speed up negotiations
on Ukraine's membership in the EU.

Last year, important changes took place in
the national institutional component of IP sphere.
The Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine transferred
the powers of the National Intellectual Property

The year of 2022 went down in the Ukrainian
history with the full-scale war of the russian fede-
ration, as well as with the heroic rebuff, invincibi-
lity and courage of the Ukrainians. We managed
not only to survive, but could negate the intentions
of the enemy, attract the entire civilized world to
our allies and demonstrate that though the signifi-
cantly outnumbered enemy, victories are possible.

In 2022, the Government delegated powers
in the sphere of intellectual property (IP) to the
State Organization "Ukrainian National Office for
Intellectual Property and Innovations" (UANIPIO).

of culture in this sphere, facilitation of creative
industries and support of innovative ecosystem
of Ukraine are included to the purposes of the
renewed National Intellectual Property Authority.

Despite all the challenges, the year of 2022
was marked by other significant events in the IP
sphere. That is the passing of the draft Law of
Ukraine "On Amendments to Certain Legislative
Acts of Ukraine Regarding Strengthening the Pro-
tection of Intellectual Property Rights" as a basis
and the adoption of the Laws of Ukraine "On Pro-
tection of Interests of Persons in the Intellectual
Property Sphere during Martial Law Imposed in
Connection with the Armed Aggression of the
russian federation against Ukraine" and "On Copy-
right and Related Rights". The adopted amend-
ments related to the copyright and related rights
legislation became the next step of the Euro-inte-
gration course of Ukraine which was granted the
European Union (EU) candidate status.

In 2022, the IP sphere of Ukraine had its
achievements. And this report is a testimony to
the fact that even under the most challenging cir-
cumstances our country continues to improve the
state system of IP legal protection and meets its
international commitments.

I sincerely wish the authors', inventors' and
innovators' community to succeed in the develop-
ment of innovative and creative Ukraine and in
getting our Victory!

In connection with the armed aggression of
the russian federation against Ukraine, in accor-
dance with the Decree of the President of Ukraine
of February 24, 2022, No. 64/2022, martial law
was imposed in Ukraine on February 24, 2022,
from 05:30.

According to Article 9 of the Law of Ukraine
"On the Legal Regime of Martial Law", under the
martial law, the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine,
other state authorities, military command, mili-
tary administrations, the Verkhovna Rada of the
Autonomous Republic of Crimea, the Council of
Ministers of the Autonomous Republic of Crimea,
local self-government bodies exercise powers
granted to them by the Constitution of Ukraine,
this and other laws of Ukraine.

In 2022, NIPA continued to exercise powers
in the field of intellectual property.

In 2022, NIPA received 28,971 applications
for industrial property rights (see table 1.1), inclu-
ding more than 2,700 applications for inventions,
about 2,400 applications for utility models, 819
applications for industrial designs, and 23,014 ap-
plications for trademarks (including 16,095 appli-
cations under the national procedure).

1.1. Inventions

In the reporting year, a total of 2,760 applica-
tions for inventions were filed, decreased by 18.6%
as compared to the previous year (see table 1.3,
figure 1.1).

As a result of the military aggression of the rus-
sia, the activity of resident applicants decreased by
38.7%, foreign applicants — by 6.1%, and PCT appli-
cations — by 4% compared to the previous year.

In 2022, a total of 1,566 patents for inven-
tions were granted, including 630 (40.2%) granted
to resident applicants.

In view of the abovementioned, despite the
difficult situation in the country triggered by
the full-scale russian invasion, documents keep
coming and there is an upward trend in number
of fillings.

1.6. The Functioning as an
International Searching Authority
and International Preliminary
Examining Authority

In 2022, NIPA continued functioning as the
International Searching Authority (ISA) and the
International Preliminary Examining Authority
(IPEA) under the Patent Cooperation Treaty (PCT).

International search and international pre-
liminary examination were carried out on inter-
national applications filed by Ukrainian appli-
cants with NIPA as the receiving Office and with
the IB of WIPO as the receiving Office.

In the reporting year, NIPA received 73
applications as a receiving Office, decreased by
29%, as compared to 2021, which is directly re-
lated to the armed aggression of the russian
federation against Ukraine. At the same time, the
share of applications filed in English increased
(see table 1.9).

NIPA, being delegated certain powers speci-
fied, especially, by the Law of Ukraine "On Copy-
right and Related Rights", continued to work and
ensured, in particular, the following:

— acceptance and processing of applications
for the state registration of author's rights in
works of science, literature and art, as well as for
registration of contracts relating to authors' rights
in works;

— issuance of certificates on registration of
copyright in a work;

— publications in the Official Bulletin on
copyright and related rights;

— informing and providing explanations
regarding implementation of the state policy in
the field of copyright and related rights;

— supporting the continuous operation of
the state system of intellectual property legal
protection.

Due to the partial suspension of work of some
Ukrposhta branches, the receipt and sending of
any NIPA documents by mail was temporally
suspended.

Therefore, in order to prevent threats to life
and health of applicants, owners, and their rep-
resentatives, NIPA introduced the acceptance of
applications for the state registration of copy-
right and contracts concerning author's rights in
a work by e-mail, subject to the availability of a
qualified electronic signature.

In order to inform individuals and legal
entities on issues related to the state registra-
tion of copyright and agreements concerning
author's right in a work, and for the convenience
of applicants, NIPA has published an informa-
tional notice on the organization of work under

2.1. State Registration of
Copyright

In 2022, 5,739 applications for the state
registration of copyright in a work were received,
which is 39.9% less than in the corresponding
period last year.

A total of 4,882 state copyright registrations
were made, 6,346 certificates were issued. Com-
pared to the last year, the number of the state
registrations of copyright in a work decreased by
53.3% (see figure 2.1).

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3.1. Patent Information
Resources

One of the mandatory conditions for high-
quality examination of applications for industrial
property rights is timely support of examination
procedure with complete and reliable informa-
tion.

Patent information support of examination
procedure includes:

= acquisition of the patent information base
for examination purposes;

= creation of conditions for access of exami-
ners to information resources specified (by the
relevant order), primarily electronic.

In the reporting period, examiners used
information resources which were accessible
through the local Intranet network as well as free
and commercial information resources that
provided access to the PCT Minimum Documen-
tation (patent documentation and non-patent
literature) via the Internet.

In 2022, the complex of works was continued
on the acquisition of the patent information base
with national and foreign patent documents as
well as non-patent literature both for examina-
tion purposes and for public needs. The re-
plenishment of electronic information resources
of local access with current foreign patent docu-
ments took place as part of a bilateral interna-
tional exchange with foreign offices, mainly via
FTP servers.

The acquisition of the full-text
non-patent literature database was carried out
mainly by temporarily freely accessible articles,
identified as a result of monitoring and analysis
of foreign scientific and technical information
resources. The abovementioned database was
replenished with over 9,000 documents.

As part of forming of the electronic resource
of normative documents, the works on updating
the electronic information resource the Catalogue
of Normative Documents of Ukraine was in
progress. For this purpose, the current editions of
the information index "Standards" - a publication
of the State Enterprise "Ukrainian Research and
Training Center for Standardization, Certification
and Quality Problems" were processed, as a result
of which the discovered information about changes
and amendments was entered directly into the
electronic Catalogue.

One of the ways of information support of
examiners requests, primarily non-patent litera-
ture, is the system of providing documents through
inter-library loans using the collections of 95 larg-
est national and specialized libraries of Ukraine.

Electronic copies of the requested informa-
tion resources are obtained through the exami-
ners requests for non-patent literature, primarily
of the PCT Minimum Documentation, were also
provided by using the access to foreign commer-
cial Internet resources: ScienceDirect ArticleChoice
service by Elsevier B.V., Content of the IEEE Xplore
Digital Library of the Institute of Electrical and
Electronics Engineers, ACS products of the
American Chemical Society and the Wiley Online
Library by John Wiley & Sons, Inc. In 2022
free access was provided to web portal of Access
to Research for Development and Innovation
(ARDI) program, coordinated by WIPO within
the Researchg4Life project.

Due to effective utilization of the abovemen-
tioned resources in the reporting year, 100%
of queries for articles from the PCT Minimum
Documentation periodicals were complied with.
In total, according to the examiners queries,
504 documents were provided, almost all in elect-
ronic form.

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3.3. WIPO Standards
in the Ukrainian Translation

The creation of modern internationally re-
cognized system of intellectual property legal
protection, its development and improvement is
impossible without harmonization of national
patent documentation in accordance with the
recommendations and experience of patent offic-
es of leading countries as well as international
organizations.

The WIPO Member States implement in
their activities a set of international standards re-
lated to information and documentation in the
intellectual property sphere. The standards re-
flect the best practices of the offices and facilitate
intellectual property information exchange and
distribution.

The standards are applied at all stages of
registration of intellectual property rights (appli-
cation filing, examination, publication, state reg-
istration of rights, etc.), as well as in the process
of creating and updating specialized Internet re-
sources, ensuring machine readability of data in
applications filed in digital format. Due to apply-
ing WIPO Standards, intellectual property offices
around the world have opportunity to work more
quickly and efficiently.

In order to improve the Ukrainian patent
and terminology base, standardization and unifi-
cation of terminology in the intellectual property
sphere, WIPO Standards are translated into
Ukrainian, primarily those that have more prac-
tical value, and their timely updating is provided
according to the current versions, in particular
WIPO Standard ST.3 "Recommended standard
on two-letter codes for the represrentation of
states, other entities and intergovernmental or-
ganizations". WIPO Standard ST.91 "Recomen-
dations on digital three-dimensional (3D) models
and 3D images" was translated into Ukrainian
for the first time.

As of today, 29 WIPO Standards (with no
official status) have been translated and are avai-
lable at the web resource of the state system of
intellectual property legal protection in the WIPO
Standards section.

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4.1. Regulatory and Methodological
Support in the Sphere of Intellectual
Property Rights

In accordance with the Law of Ukraine dated
June 16, 2020, No. 703-IX, NIPA exercises the
powers relating to analysis of the national and
global best practices of enforcement of the law in
the intellectual property sphere, relating to deve-
lopment of proposals to improve legislation in
this field as well as submission of such proposals
to the Ministry of Economy.

In the context of current challenges and in-
creased armed aggression by the russian federa-
tion, over the course of the reporting period, NIPA
implemented set of works to improve the legal
framework of Ukraine in the field of intellectual
property legal protection to regulate relations ari-
sing in connection with acquisition and exercise of
the intellectual property rights, and additional protec-
tion of the interests of applicants, rights holders,
and their representatives for the duration of mar-
tial law in Ukraine.

In particular, to maintain the intellectual
property rights of Ukrainian natural and legal
persons, to ensure the possibility to pay the inter-
national fee to the IB of WIPO for filing the inter-
national applications for trademarks and indus-
trial designs and for implementation of other ac-
tions related to the international registrations, the
proposals on amendments to the Resolution of the
Board of the National Bank of Ukraine "On Opera-
tion of Banking System under Martial Law" dated
February 24, 2022, No. 18, were submitted to the
National Bank of Ukraine.

mended to ensure the implementation of transfers.

In order to inform on the circumstances that
may affect Ukrainian applicants' non-compliance
with the procedural deadlines provided for by the
Regulations under the Protocol Relating to the
Madrid Agreement Concerning the International
Registration of Marks, NIPA addressed the cor-
responding letter to WIPO. In particular, it was
requested, prior to termination or cancellation of
martial law in Ukraine, to take into account any
requests of Ukrainian applicants, IP rights holders
and their representatives in the circumstances
caused by the armed aggression of the russian
federation and the effect of imposition of martial
law in Ukraine with respect to enforcement
of Rule 5 of the Regulations under the Protocol
Relating to the Madrid Agreement Concerning the
International Registration of Marks as well as to
consider the Decrees of the President of Ukraine
regarding the effect of martial law in Ukraine as
sufficient evidence and not to demand the provision
of additional evidence to confirm the circumstan-
ces of non-compliance with deadlines.

In addition, in the course of the reporting
period, the work was carried out on the elabora-
tion of proposals to the draft Law of Ukraine "On
Peculiarities of Regulation of Relations in the In-
tellectual Property Sphere under Martial Law".
A notice was prepared for users of the system on
coordintion of exersising the NIPA powers in the
field of protection of rights to trademarks, industrial
designs, inventions, utility models, geographical
indications under martial law.

On April 13, 2022, the Law of Ukraine "On
Protection of Interests of Persons in the Intellec-
tual Property Sphere during Martial Law Imposed
in Connection with the Armed Aggression of the
russian federation against Ukraine" dated April 1,
2022 No. 2174-IX (hereinafter — the Law No. 2174-
IX) entered into force, which introduced legal
mechanisms for the protection of interests of
persons in the intellectual property sphere and
ensured the prevention of the loss of intellectual
property rights during the period of martial law.

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In particular, Law No. 2174-IX suspends the timelines
related to the intellectual property rights protec-
tion, as well as the terms related to the procedures
on acquiring such rights, determined by the
special laws of Ukraine in the intellectual property
sphere and regulations. To apply correctly the
provisions of the Law No. 2174-IX, NIPA provided
the relevant legal clarifications both to users of the
state system of IP legal protection and to exam-
ination units.

Within the limits of the powers granted by
the special laws of Ukraine in the intellectual
property sphere, in 2022, NIPA was involved in
the implementation of measures aimed at per-
formance of the decisions of the National Secu-
rity and Defense Council of Ukraine (NSDC) to
ensure the effecting of sanctions in the form of
blocking assets, collection of state income assets,
prohibition of transfer of technologies, IP rights,
provided for by the Law of Ukraine "On Sanctions"
dated August 14, 2014 No. 1644-VII.

In addition, NIPA elaborated the proposals
for the draft Resolution of the Cabinet of
Ministers of Ukraine "On Termination of the
Agreement between the Government of Ukraine
and the government of russian federation on
Cooperation in the Field of Industrial Property
Protection", draft submissions and the explanatory
note thereto; a package of documents on the
termination of international agreements in the
field of intellectual property concluded with the
aggressor state was finalized.

On June 12, 2022, the Law of Ukraine "On
Prohibition of Propaganda of the russian Nazi
Totalitarian Regime, Armed Aggression of the
russian federation as a Terrorist State against
Ukraine, Symbols of the Military Invasion of the
russian Nazi Totalitarian Regime in Ukraine"
dated May 22, 2022, No. 2265-IX entered into
force. In this regard, NIPA conducted the analysis
of the application of the provisions of the Law in
the course of examination of applications for
trademarks and industrial designs, and provided
the appropriate legal clarifications to examina-
tion units.

In 2022, the draft Law of Ukraine "On Amend-
ments to Certain Legislative Acts of Ukraine on
Strengthening the Protection of Intellectual Property
Rights" dated December 24, 2021 No. 6464 (herein-
after — the draft Law) was worked out. The draft
Law is aimed at the implementation of the Di-

For this purpose, the draft Law also provides
for amendments to a number of general and sec-
toral legislative acts, in particular the Civil Code
of Ukraine, the Civil Procedure Code of Ukraine,
the Economic Procedure Code of Ukraine, the
laws of Ukraine "On Protection of Rights to In-
dustrial Designs", "On Protection of Rights to Marks
for Goods and Services", "On Protection of Rights
to Inventions and Utility Models", "On Protec-
tion of Rights to Topographies of Semiconductor
Products", "On Legal Protection of Geographical
Indications", "On Copyright and Related Rights".

This draft Law provided for the amend-
ments to paragraph 7 of Article 6(1) of the Law of
Ukraine "On Protection of Rights to Marks for
Goods and Services" and that the collegial body
established by NIPA shall be the competent au-
thority for granting permission to use the official
name and international letter code of the state of
Ukraine in a trademark and/or to include the
imitation of the Small State Emblem of Ukraine
to the image of a trademark.

In 2022, NIPA carried out work on bringing
normative legal acts into compliance with the
Law of Ukraine "On Amendments to Certain
Legislative Acts of Ukraine on Strengthening
the Protection and Enforcement of Rights to
Trademarks and Industrial Designs and Comba-
ting Patent Abuse" dated July 21, 2020, No. 815-IX,
aimed at ensuring the fulfillment of Ukraine's
obligations in the field of European integra-
tion in terms of harmonization of the require-
ments of current legislation of Ukraine on the pro-
tection of the intellectual property rights with the
European Union law. In particular, proposals were
developed and submitted to the Ministry of Economy
of Ukraine for the draft Order "On Approval of Rules
on Drafting, Filing a Trademark Application, Applica-

of European integration and European Union law
(EU acquis), and a table of compliance with sources
of the EU acquis.

On August 4, 2022, the mentioned draft order
was officially published by the Ministry of Economy
of Ukraine for public discussion.

The work was also aimed at methodological
support for examination of applications for the
acquisition of IP rights. In particular, for the elabo-
ration of the draft Guidelines regarding the
examination of applications for industrial designs,
the translation of the Guidelines for Examination
of Registered Community Designs of the European
Union Intellectual Property Office (EUIPO) was
carried out. The draft of the regulatory document
on supplementary protection of inventions and
the draft of the Rules for Drafting, Filing and
Examination of an Application for an Invention
and an Application for a Utility Model were also
finalized.

On July 7, 2022, the Verkhovna Rada of
Ukraine adopted the draft Law No. 5552-1 dated
June 9, 2021 "On Copyright and Related Rights"
as a basis. In this regard, the meetings were held
with the participation of specialists from the
Ministry of Economy and NIPA in order to elabo-
rate proposals for finalizing the norms of the
draft law related to the performance by NIPA of
functions regarding registration of copyright and
contracts relating to the author's right in a work,
in accordance with the Law of Ukraine "On Copy-
right and Related Rights".

The Law of Ukraine "On Copyright and Re-
lated Rights", as well as the draft law No. 5552-1,
provided for that the state registration of copy-
right and contracts relating to the author's right
in a work is carried out by NIPA in accordance
with the procedure approved by the Cabinet of
Ministers of Ukraine.

In 2022, the mandate to deprive the Cabinet
of Ministers of Ukraine of non-proprietary powers
was worked out, therefore, at the meetings held
by NIPA, the issue of providing the creators
of the draft Law No. 5552-1 with proposals to
determin the Ministry of Economy as the respon-
sible body of the executive power for approving
the appropriate procedure for registering copy-
right and contracts was agreed upon in this field.

on Ensuring the Conclusion of an Agreement bet-
ween Ukraine and the European Union on Mutual
Recognition of Qualified Electronic Trust Services
and Implementation of European Union Legisla-
tion in the Field of Electronic Identification" and
the Law of Ukraine "On Sanctions".

5.1. Ensuring the Representation of
the NIPA Interests in Court
Proceedings Related to the Intellectual
Property Rights Enforcement

In 2022, the representatives of the NIPA
Litigation Unit processed a total of 62 statements
of claim received in 2022 and proceedings thereof
were commenced, including;:

20 cases on invalidation of trademark
certificates (international registrations); 3 cases
on invalidation of patents for inventions; 7 cases
on invalidation of patents for utility models; 4
cases on invalidation of patents for industrial
designs; 15 cases on early termination of trade-
mark certificates (international registrations);
7 cases on decisions of NIPA on applications for
registration of intellectual property rights; 3 cases
on invalidation of IP rights assignment agree-
ments; 1 case on invalidation of the certificate on
registration of copyright in a work; 2 cases on other
stated claims related, in particular, to infringe-
ment of IP rights.

According to jurisdictions, the proceedings
initiated on the said cases in 2022, were as fol-
lows:

— in commercial courts — 22 cases;

— in civil courts — 40 cases.

In order to ensure representation of the
NIPA interests, the specialists of the NIPA Liti-
gation Unit prepared 180 service documents
(withdrawals, oppositions, statements, requests,
claims), 65 internal requests for necessary mate-
rials.

A total of 67 decisions of courts of the first
instance, appeals bodies and cassation courts were
processed. The representatives of NIPA took part
in 176 court sessions.

5.2. Ensuring the Compliance
with the Decisions by Courts on
Intellectual Property Issues

In 2022, to comply with the decisions by courts
(decisions on enforcement of claims), actions were
taken to enforce 28 statements of claim, to cancel
enforcement of 9 claims, and to enforce 40 decisi-
ons by courts. A total of 174 documents on the
enforcement of court judgments were sent.

In 2022, according to court decisions, 12
certificates for trademarks, 6 patents for indust-
rial designs were invalidated (see table 5.1).

In 2022, the boards held 222 appeals sessions
and meetings on processing of requests on declara-
tion of a trademark to be well-known in Ukraine,
including 28 sessions held via the video conference
service at the appropriate requests of appellants
and applicants.

In the reporting year, 208 oppositions were
under processing by the Appeals Chamber of NIPA.
Based on the results of processing the oppositions,

As of January 1, 2022, there have been a total
of 29 oppositions against the decisions on applica-

The data presented in table 5.4 shows that,
in 2022, a total number of oppositions against the
decisions on applications decreased significantly
as compared with the previous year. The number
of oppositions filed against inventions and trade-
marks especially decreased (see figure 5.2).

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5.3.2. The Commission for Approval
of Containing the Official Name of the
State "Ukraine" in a Trademark and
Service Mark

The competent authority for granting per-
mission to use the official name and internatio-
nal letter code of the state of Ukraine in a trade-
mark is the collegial body established by NIPA —
the Commission for Approval of Issues on Including
the Designation Containing the Official Name of the
State "Ukraine" in a Trademark and Service Mark.

The Commission acted in accordance with
its Regulations approved by the order of the
Ministry of Education and Science of Ukraine
dated October 7, 2003, No. 677 and the Rules on
Approval of Issues on Including the Designation
Containing the Official Name of the State "Ukraine"
in a Trademark and Service Mark approved by the
order of the Ministry of Education and Science of
Ukraine dated August 4, 2010, No. 790.

In 2022, a total of 38 requests on including
the designation containing the official name of
the state "Ukraine" in a trademark and service
mark were processed by the Commission, inclu-
ding 8 requests filed by individual entrepreneurs
and 30 by legal entities (see figure 5.3).

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According to the special IP legislation, the
authority of NIPA includes, in particular, the im-
plementation of international cooperation in the
field of intellectual property (IP) legal protection
of and representation of Ukraine's interests in
the protection of IP rights in WIPO and other in-
ternational organizations in accordance with the
legislation.

NIPA is involved in the activities of interna-
tional and regional organizations in the field of IP,
submits proposals and promotes the conclusion of
international agreements, international programs
and projects in the field of IP legal protection, etc.

The main purpose of international coopera-
tion in the field of IP and innovation is to unify
approaches to the protection and enforcement of
national interests and rights of applicants.

The synergy of cooperation with foreign
partners and the international IP community al-
lows us to achieve positive results in other strate-
gic areas through international exchange of expe-
rience, involvement of foreign experts on various
issues, technical assistance and implementation of
joint programs.

The full-scale invasion of the russian federa-
tion resulted in a redoubling of international co-
operation efforts to involve the international IP
community in countering the aggressor and
supporting resident applicants. From the early
days of the full-scale invasion, NIPA has receiv-
ed messages of support, sympathy and solidarity
appeals from foreign patent offices. Most of
them finished with the national motto "Glory to
Ukraine!"

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International partners have expressed a clear
position of supporting Ukrainian citizens, NIPA
employees and their families. In the most difficult
month of the battle for Kyiv and the Kyiv region in
March 2022, our sincere friends from the Republic
of Poland, along with the huge support of Ukraine
by the Polish government and the Head of State,
the Patent Office of the Republic of Poland sent two
shipments of humanitarian aid, which contained
extremely necessary things for the civilian popula-
tion and the Armed Forces of Ukraine, namely:
medicines, food products, hygiene products and
communications equipment.

In connection with the military aggression of
the russian federation a great number of foreign
partners have extended the deadline for all actions
regarding the acquisitionand protection of IP rights
of Ukrainian applicants in their institutions. Many
partner offices provide Ukrainian applicants with
free access to paid services, such as access to the
ResearchgLife platform.

International and regional cooperation
continued at the bilateral level, in particular by
holding joint events and consultations with the
Patent Office of the Republic of Poland, the patent
offices of Austria and Slovakia.

The consultations with the representatives of
the Delegation of the European Union to Ukraine
and the U.S. Embassy in Ukraine on supporting the
national IP system and countering the aggressor
country took place, in particular, during the meet-
ing with the IP Attaché at the U.S. Embassy in
Ukraine in December 2022.

In addition, other governmental and non-
governmental organizations in the field of IP, in
particular representatives of foreign associations
of patent attorneys, offered their support. Thus,
in March 2022, a meeting was held with Interna-
tional Federation of IP Attorneys (hereinafter -
FICPI) and the Chartered Institute of Patent At-
torneys (CIPA), which launched an initiative within
the framework of the United Kingdom government
program "Homes for Ukraine" to support patent
attorneys and the NIPA employees, who are cur-
rently abroad.

A significant number of foreign and regional
IP offices, in particular the US Patent and Trademark
Office (hereinafter referred to as USPTO), the
European Patent Office (hereinafter — the EPO),
the European Union Intellectual Property Office
(hereinafter — the EUIPO) have terminated co-
operation with the National Patent Offices of the
russian federation and belarus, as well as suspend

ed cooperation with the Eurasian Patent Organi-
zation and officials of the russian federation.

Based on the national interests of Ukraine regard-
ing international cooperation, in the context of the
ongoing aggression of the russian federation, an
important factor of international cooperation is the
continuation of countering the attempts of the russian
federation to legitimize armed aggression through
the work of standing committees and working groups
of international organizations.

On June 23, 2022, the member states of the
European Union voted to grant Ukraine the status
of a candidate country for membership in the
European Union, which largely actualized the need
to harmonize the practices and approaches of NIPA
with the relevant EU practices, in particular the
approaches of the EPO and the EUIPO.

To a large extent, NIPA's activities are aimed
at adapting legislation and practices in the field
of protection and enforcement of IP rights in Ukraine
to the provisions of the EU law and the provisions
of the Association Agreement between the Euro-
pean Union and Ukraine.

The implementation of Chapter 9 "Intellectual
Property” of Section IV "Trade and Trade-Related
Issues" of the Association Agreement between
Ukraine, of the one part, and the European Union,
the European Atomic Energy Community and their
Member States, of the other part (hereinafter referred
to as the Association Agreement), ratified by the
Law of Ukraine dated 16.09.2014, No. 1678 — VII, in
force on September 1, 2017, is in the final stage.
According to the Report on the Implementation of
the Association Agreement between Ukraine and
the European Union for 2022,! in 2022 alone
33% of measures on adapting Ukrainian legisla-
tion to the EU law were implemented, and now the
Government estimates the overall indicator in
this sphere at 94%.

6.1. Cooperation with
the World Intellectual Property
Organization

In 2022, the Ministry of Economy of Ukraine
and NIPA continued its successful cooperation
with WIPO, despite all the challenges caused by
the full-scale invasion of the russian federation.

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On March 14, 2022, Ukraine gained full member-
ship in the WIPO Central European and Baltic
States (CEBS). The CEBS regional group includes
19 countries (Albania, Bosnia and Herzegovina,
Bulgaria, Croatia, Czechia, Estonia, Georgia, Hungary,
Latvia, Lithuania, Moldova, Montenegro, North
Macedonia, Poland, Romania, Serbia, Slovakia,
Slovenia, and Ukraine).

The decision on Ukraine’s accession to the
CEBS Group was approved by all its member states.
Ukraine's participation in the CEBS Group is further
evidence of the European choice of our state and
contributes to effective international coordination.

Negotiations on Ukraine's accession to the
CEBS Group lasted from 2017 onward.

In the course of 2022, NIPA, in coordina-
tion with the Ministry of Economy of Ukraine, the
Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Ukraine and the
Permanent Mission of Ukraine to the UN and other
international organizations in Geneva, ensured
representation of Ukraine in the work of the WIPO
Committees and Working Groups. About 30 spe-
cialists attended 7 specialized events, in parti-
cular:

e Special Union for the International Patent
Classification (IPC Union) Committee of Experts:

An important step in supporting Ukraine and
condemning the armed aggression of the russian
federation was the adoption of the Decision
"Assistance and Support for Ukraine's Innovation
and Creativity Sector and Intellectual Property
System" dated July 20, 2022, No. A/63/8 at the
Sixty-Third Series of Meetings of the General
Assemblies of the Member States of WIPO.

5. To take appropriate measures to ensure
that intellectual property applicants from Ukraine,
as well as the Ukrainian Intellectual Property
Institute, have access to the full range of WIPO'’s
IP services, including WIPO’s Arbitration and
Mediation Centre services, and are granted ap-
propriate extensions, exemptions and other
remedies as provided for in relevant WIPO trea-
ties, rules and regulations, in connection with
the current circumstances;

6. To report on the assessment, consulta-
tions, implementation and other activities under
items 1-5 above at the next General Assembly."”

At the first stage of the project implementa-
tion in 2022, WIPO involved examiners for evalua-
tion of immediate, medium- and long-term im-
pact of the war upon the Ukrainian innovation
and creative sector and ecosystem, and consulted
Ukraine on direct requests for support.

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IP legal protection, the events defined both in the
Memorandum of Understanding and on plans in-
ternally agreed with WIPO were organized and
conducted, as well asthe events on related topics,
such as the International Conference "IP in the
World of Games" (April 26, 2022), and events to
raise awareness of the role of women and youth
in the IP sphere.

Regular consultations with WIPO were also
conducted on supporting projects in which WIPO
participates or administers, in particular public-
private partnership projects (Accessible Books
Consortium, Access to Specialized Patent Informa-
tion, Research4Life platform, etc.).

6.2. Participation in the
Implementation of International
Projects Coordinated by WIPO

Despite the full-scale invasion, the works on
implementation of international projects coordi-
nated by WIPO continued, in particular, projects
for the establishment of the National Intellectual
Property Training Center (IP Academy), the develop-
ment of the Technology and Innovation Support
Centers network (TISC), etc. Regular communication
with WIPO on the implementation of Memorandum
of Cooperation between the Ministry of Economy
of Ukraine and WIPO takes place.

6.2.1. Implementation of the
Technology and Innovation Support
Centers Project

Technology and Innovation Support
Centers Technology and Innovation Support Center
(TISC) is an international project launched by
WIPO in April 2009. The goal of TISC is to pro-
vide innovative development, access to knowledge
and advice in the sphere of IP rights and patent
information. As of early 2022, the TISC network
has been launched in more than 80 developing
countries. The launch and operation of the
TISC project in a particular country is aimed
at creating a network of Technology and Inno-
vation Support Centers, which, in turn, will ful-
fill the tasks assigned to such a network by a bilat-
eral agreement between WIPO and the central
state authority responsible for IP rights and inno-
vative development.

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In Ukraine, the process of establishing the
TISC network was initiated by the signing on
23.07.2018 of the Memorandum of Understanding
between the Ministry of Economic Development
and Trade of Ukraine and WIPO on the establishment
of Technology and Innovation Support Centers in
Ukraine (hereinafter referred to as the Memoran-
dum). The Draft document of the Memorandum
defined quantitative and qualitative indicators of
the main tasks for creating a national TISC network
by the end of 2020.

As of the end of 2020 — beginning of 2021, the
representatives of WIPO agreed on the successful
achievement of the indicators specified in the
Draft document of the Memorandum, in particular
regarding the number of open centers, completed
distance learning courses and the number of appli-
cants who apply to the network. As a result of
monitoring and evaluation, an automatic exten-
sion of the Memorandum for the next one-year
period, in accordance with Section 8 of the Memo-
randum, was agreed with WIPO representatives.

Regional TISCs are created by signing a
Memorandum of Cooperation and the Agreement
on Participation in the TISC project between the
institution responsible for implementing the pro-
ject in Ukraine. The provisions of the Memorandum
and the Agreement provide for joint participation
in the implementation of tasks defined in the Draft
of the Memorandum.

Project Implementation:

1. As of the beginning of 2022, 17 centers were
opened in 10 regions of Ukraine. Unfortunately, due
to the full-scale invasion of the russian federation,
some of the institutions, on the basis of which TISC
was launched, have suffered significant destruc-
tion or are generally under Temporary Occupation
(centers in Kharkiv and Rubizhne);

2. At the beginning of 2022, the report on the
status of implementation of the Memorandum and
achievement of quantitative indicators for the Draft
document was sent to the WIPO representatives;

3. Specialists of the Centers receive internal
training together with the representatives of the
central TISC, and are granted access to the WIPO
distance learning courses, WIPO and NIPA train-
ing materials are sent out, and participation in
events organized by NIPA is provided, in particu-
lar:

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As part of the training for teachers, the IP
Academy, in cooperation with the WIPO Academy,
in 2022, teachers were trained in the third trai-
ning module "collective management of copy-
right and related rights" (February-March 2022),
which was interrupted due to the full-scale inva-
sion of russia in Ukraine. At the end of 2022, trai-
ning for teachers was resumed in a more flexible
format of recorded lectures.

As of the end of 2022, the IP Academy has
held more than 50 national and international
educational and scientific events, conferences and
trainings on IP. Taking into account the demand
and the need of applicants to continue their studi-
es, NIPA did not stop its activities to participate
in and conduct educational and educational
activities in the field of IP, in particular:

1. International Conference "IP in the World
of Games" (April 26, 2022). NIPA and the National
IP Academy co-organized the International
Conference "IP in the World of Games" together
with the Patent Office of the Republic of Poland
and WIPO on occasion of the World Intellectual
Property Day (IP) - April 26, 2022. The event was held
with the affiliate support of WIPO and EUIPO under
the honorary patronage of the Ministry of Culture
and National Heritage of the Republic of Poland.

2. Webinar "Trademark Registration" (June
29, 2022). The event was held with the support of
the Office for the Development of Creative Industries
under the Ministry of Culture and Information
Policy of Ukraine in partnership with NIPA and with
the support of the USAID program "Competitive
Economy of Ukraine".

3. Remote and offline training for children
and students on IP rights protection. In 2022, the
National IP Academy focused on working with
students of junior and senior classes, conducting
educational and entertainment events. Offline and
online training sessions were conducted for more
than 110 students in educational institutions of
Kyiv and online.

In 2022, collections of training courses and

materials on innovation and IP protection were
systematically published.
As part of the project, with the support of the Min-
istry of Economy and WIPO, a reference library
with foreign and Ukrainian literature in the field
of IP was created — a unique collection of recogniz-
ed bestsellers in the field of IP in English, French
and Ukrainian.

The library contains books of the world lead-
ing legal publications, such as Cambridge University
Press, Oxford University Press, MIT Press, Edward
Elgar Publishing, Sweet & Maxwell, Wolters
Kluwer, publications of the American Bar Associa-
tion, etc.

The books are intended for visitors to edu-
cational programs and events of the National IP
Training Center, and anyone interested in topical
issues of IP protection.

Currently, about 96 copies of current publi-
cations have been sent to the national IP Acade-
my. In the future, by combining the resources of
WIPO, NIPA and the Ministry of Economy, it is
proposed to expand the library and access the public/
participants of trainings and training programs
of the IP Academy to high-quality books and ref-
erence books.

6.2.3. Implementation of the Project on
Alternative Dispute Resolution in the field
of Intellectual Property

In accordance with the Memorandum of
Understanding and Alternative Dispute Resolu-
tion in the field of IP, signed between the Minis-
try of Economic Development and WIPO in 2018,
a project for the development of the Mediation
Center in Ukraine was implemented.

The key component of the Memorandum is
cooperation in providing alternative dispute resolu-
tion services, namely:

e raising awareness of stakeholders in
Ukraine regarding alternative dispute resolution
procedures;

e identification and training of Ukrainian
mediators on IP issues;

e support, if necessary, the development of
Alternative Dispute Resolution policies and proce-
dures;

e conducting mediation seminars and/or
other training programs for stakeholders.

The purpose is to provide services for alter-

WIPO assists member states in establishing
and developing centres for alternative settlement
of IP disputes.

An increasing number of cases are being
initiated at the WIPO Arbitration and Mediation
Center for arbitration, expedited arbitration and
mediation. In 2022, the Center's workload doubled.
The subject of disputes is both contractual rela-
tions (for example, licensing of software and techni-
cal solutions, agreements on the coexistence of
trademarks, agreements on the distribution (disse-
mination) of pharmaceutical products and agreements
on research and development (R&D), and non-
contractual relations (for example, patent infringem-
ent).

After the adoption of the Law of Ukraine "On
Mediation" of 16.11.2021, No. 1875-IX and the begin-
ning of the process of resolving relations in this area,
a gradual increase in demand for alternative dispute
resolution mechanisms, in particular in the field
of intellectual property and innovation, is predicted.
Thus, as of the end of 2022, according to WIPO,
70% of mediation cases and 33% of arbitration cases
in WIPO ended with the settlement of a dispute
between the parties.2

6.3. Cooperation with
the European Patent
Office

NIPA has a rich history of cooperation with
the European Patent Office (EPO), which in par-
ticular was a consequence of European integra-
tion processes and the general harmonization of
practices and the use of EPO information re-
sources. In 2022, from the first days of the full-
scale invasion of the russian federation, the EPO
supported Ukraine and strengthened its coopera-
tion with NTPA.

In March 2022, the EPO decided to termi-
nate any cooperation with the National Patent
Offices of the russian federation and belarus, as
well as cooperation with the Eurasian Patent Or-
ganization.3 At the meeting of the Administrative
Council of the European Patent Organization on
March 22, 2022, the EPO activated the "EPN
Responsive Network" for all members of the Euro-
pean Patent Network (EPN) in order to exchange

and timely manner.

The fundraising campaign initiated by the EPO
and its employees raised more than 415,000
euros. This amount was sent to the Red Cross and
the UN Refugee Agency. The EPO also offered legal
guarantees to Ukrainian applicants and IP repre-
sentatives (patent attorneys) who cannot perform
official actions before the EPO within a certain time
frame.

European IP offices immediately after the
full-scale invasion began systematic consulta-
tions and development of joint programs to sup-
port the Ukrainian sphere of IP and innovation,
in particular in the areas of support for Human
Resources (future internships, research grants,
access to trainings of the EPO Academy), support
for IT infrastructure (access to EPO services and
programs), support for the innovation sector, in
particular cooperation with the PATLIB network
of the EPO.

With the support of EPO, the National IP
Academy has announced a grant for advanced trai-
ning and research in the field of IP at the Universi-
ty of Maastricht (Netherlands) and the University
of Strasbourg (France). The EPO's Solidarity Pro-
gram with Ukraine is designed for Ukrainian re-
searchers and representatives of the scientific com-
munity who live in Ukraine or have been forcibly
displaced to other European countries.

The grant will allow Ukrainian researchers and
scientists in the field of IP (with a focus on patent
law) to complete a research project on a specific top-
ic in the field of IP within 6 months in Maastricht
and Strasbourg.

Applications have been accepted, and the
participants selected by universities are prepa-
ring to participate.

6.4. Cooperation
with the European Union
Intellectual Property Office

On March 9, 2022, the EUIPO, together with
the EU institutions, announced a number of measures
in response to the military aggression of the russian
federation against Ukraine. They complement the
restrictive measures that were gradually introduced
after the illegal annexation of Crimea in 2014.

European offices continue to stand firmly
on the side of democracy and the rule of law. One

EUIPO guarantees that
all data on the addresses of the parties in the
agency's registers reflect the internationally rec-
ognized borders of Ukraine.

EUIPO has established a special Working
Group to analyze and monitor the situation in the
field of IP rights and ensure the effective imple-
mentation of measures taken at the EU level in re-
sponse to the full-scale invasion of the russian fed-
eration.

In 2022, after the start of a full-scale invasion,
EUIPO also introduced an extension of the dead-
line for all parties with a registered place of residence
or office in Ukraine to perform official actions before
EUIPO.

Cooperation with EUIPO also focused on
supporting human resources, infrastructure and
supporting the innovation sector of Ukraine, in
particular within the framework of regional pro-
jects.

We also started considering the possibilities
of integrating NIPA data into TM/Design view
Systems, TM/Design class integration, and the
possibilities of introducing the EUTPO HDB clas-
sification in Ukraine.

In October 2022, Ukraine took part for the
first time in regular liason meetings on EUIPO
interaction. Examiners from EU national offices,
candidate countries and members of the European
Free Trade Association (EFTA), as well as repre-
sentatives of the European Commission and user
associations participate in events aimed at ensu-
ring the development and stability of the Europe-
an Union Intellectual Property Network (EUIPN).
The theme of the events is based on three key areas
of EUIPO's work: international cooperation, trade-
marks and industrial designs. For Ukraine and
Moldova, this meeting was special, because for the
first time the countries participated in the EUTPO
event, already having the status of candidates for
EU membership.

Ukraine is completing the reform of the
state system of intellectual property legal protec-
tion and the powers of NIPA are delegated to a new
authority — the State Organization "Ukrainian
National Office for Intellectual Property and
Innovations" (UANIPIO). Currently, the works
on creation of a new full-fledged website of NIPA
are in progress. At the same time, in order to im-
prove the IP culture, regular informing of society
on current events in the IP sphere, legislative innova-
tions, promotion and educational programs
continued both on the official website of the state
system of IP and on the web resource of UANIPIO
https://nipo.gov.ua/ and pages on social net-
works.

In general, in 2022, there was an ongoing
process of working on improving the functionality
of the official website of the state system of IP le-
gal protection. In the course of the year, over
1400 information items were posted in Ukrainian
and English, including about 300 items belong-
ing to the "News" category. Over 960 photographic
materials and thematic images were published.

The "Industrial Property" Section of the website
contains information on implementation of the NIPA
powers in the field of legal protection of trademarks,
industrial designs, inventions, utility models,
semiconductor product layouts and geographical
indications under martial law, and was regularly
replenished with up-to-date information. Sections
and certain Subsections, useful both for specialists
of the system and for applicants and interested
parties (Industrial Property Rights, WIPO Standards,
"Industrial Property" Bulletin, "Copyright and
Related Rights" Bulletin, Fees and the State Duty,
Appeals Chamber, Patent Information Collections,
For Users of Patent Information, Patent Attorneys,
etc.) were regularly updated with new data.

In 2022, the website attendance ratio exceeded
1 million 703 thousand users (more than 1 million
users), increased by 464 thousand as compared
with the previous year. The total number of the
navigated web-resource pages exceeded 8.1 mil-

The main purpose of the Factory of Ideas
(fabrikaidei.iii.ua) is to identify, support and promote
development of the gifted school, college and
university students, young scientists, inventors
and researchers.

The said Internet resources provide users with
necessary information about partners and investors,
relevant grants, competitions, conferences, research
programs.

As of December 2022, a total of 157 projects
were produced, placed and updated at the Industrial
Property Internet Exchange and 279 projects were
produced, placed and updated at the Factory of Ideas.

As part of the implementation of the interna-
tional project for creation of Technology and
Innovation Support Centers (TISC), information and
educational materials were prepared and posted
on the TISC website of the State Enterprise "Ukrainian
Intellectual Property Institute" (in particular, an
interactive map of the TISC network in Ukraine was
created and posted), as well as on the TISC page
on the Facebook network.

In addition, updating of information of the
Specialized Database (DB) "Inventions (Utility Models)
in Ukraine" and the Shared DB "Information about
Invention Applications Accepted for Examination”,
the IRS "Invention and Utility Model Applications
Prosecution State" and IRS "Information about
Patents of Ukraine for Industrial Designs Deemed
to be Invalid or Expired", was provided.

Four information and reference systems
(IRSs) for the International Classifications are in

7.3. Publications in the Sphere of
Intellectual Property Rights Protection

The information on registration of intellec-
tual property rights is released in the NIPA pub-
lications: the Official Electronic Bulletin “Indus-
trial Property” and the Bulletin “Copyright and
Related Rights”.

Since its inception, the "Industrial Property”
Bulletin has undergone considerable changes.

The first issue of the Bulletin was published on
April 30, 1993.

In 2002, the frequency of publication of the
Bulletin increased from three issues per year to
twelve issues in two volumes.

Since 2005, in accordance with the Order of
the State Department of Intellectual Property “On
the Transition to the Publication of the Official
Bulletin "Industrial Property" Other Patent Informa-
tion Products on Optical Carriers" dated January 27,
2005, No. 7 and, to create favorable conditions for
the international exchange of patent documenta-
tion and to ensure access to a wide range of in-
terested persons to modern information IP re-
sources, the monthly issue of the Official Bulletin
"Industrial Property" was launched (as well as the
"Inventions in Ukraine" CD-ROM and the National
CD-ROM "Marks for Goods and Services Regis-
tered in Ukraine") on optical carriers.

In 2007, there were changes in the periodici-
ty of the Bulletin publication. Since April, 2 regis-
trations of titles of protection per month have
been introduced, that caused 2 Bulletins publica-
tions per month (24 issues per year).

Starting with No. 1 for 2015, the publication of the
Official Bulletin "Industrial Property" is carried out
exclusively on electronic media. Only a mandatory
copy is printed for the Registration Service and
the Reference and Information File for examina-
tion.

the National Intellectual Property Office" dated
October 13, 2020, No. 1267-1r(1), free-of-charge
distribution of the Official Bulletin "Industrial Property"
on electronic media is discontinued, but instead the
Official Ectronic Bulletin "Industrial Property" of
NIPA will be posted on the website of the state
system of IP legal protection.

In 2022, the Bulletin "Industrial Property" (the
NIPA official electronic bulletin) was issued weekly,
consists of two volumes and is available on the website.

The Bulletin "Copyright and Related Rights"
is issued 6 times per year and is available on the
website of the state system of IP legal protection.

Specifications to patents for inventions and
utility models were published on paper from 1993 to
2011 inclusive; since 2005 they have been presented
on optical media as the National CD-ROM "Inven-
tions in Ukraine". Specification to patent (utility
model) is an independent electronic publication.

In table 7.1 a total number of publications on
industrial property rights in the reporting year is
presented.

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7.4. The Public Patent
Documentation Collection

The Public Patent Documentation Collec-
tion (PPDC) functions in order to satisfy public
needs for patent information in Ukraine.

The international exchange of patent docu-
mentation with foreign offices has been the main
source of foreign patent documentation collec-
tion of the PPDC for a long time.

In the reporting period, the acquisition of the
PPDC by national and foreign patent documenta-
tion continued, on 8 optical carriers. As of Decem-
ber 31, 2022, the PPDC collection on optical discs
contained over 34 thousand copies. The PPDC is
also supplied with scientific and technical litera-
ture, methodical, reference-and-information publi-
cations and periodicals.

The PPDC provides patent information ser-
vices to the public both directly in its reading room
and in remote access mode.

Information on the content of the PPDC and
its quarterly updates is published in the appropriate
sections on the website of the state system of
IB legal protection.
