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One of the most significant events of 2023
was the historic decision of the European Union
(EU) leaders to start negotiations on Ukraine's
accession to the EU. Intellectual property and in-
novation play a crucial role on the path to achiev-
ing full membership in the EU.

The 2023 European Commission Report
on Ukraine's Progress under the EU Enlargement
Package, which preceded the historic decision by
EU leaders, stated that Ukraine's intellectual pro-
perty sphere has made significant progress.

This progress was achieved due to the
adoption of European integration legislation, the
deepening of institutional international coopera-
tion in the field of intellectual property, and the
launch of the National Intellectual Property
Authority at the end of 2022 (whose functions
are performed by the State Organization "Ukrainian
National Office for Intellectual Property and
Innovations" (UANIPIO, the IP Office)).

The active process of harmonization of the
national legislation in the field of intellectual
property with EU law began as early as 2014 —
for the implementation of the Association Agree-
ment. Since then, not only laws, but also regula-
tions, rules and procedures have been aligned with
EU standards. However, given Ukraine's new
status as a candidate for EU membership, this
process is taking on new significance and force.

The field of intellectual property must also do its
"homework" efficiently and promptly.

In 2023, the Ukrainian government made
significant efforts to deepen international coope-
ration. In the summer, the Ministry of Economy of
Ukraine signed a Memorandum of Understanding
with the World Intellectual Property Organiza-
tion (WIPO) on cooperation in the field of intel-
lectual property. This cooperation is aimed at
restoring the innovation and creative sectors and
the field of intellectual property, which have been
significantly affected by the war.

In addition, 2023 marked the first year of
full-fledged activity for the national IP Office. In
the reporting period, the IP Office not only restored
the process of issuing titles of protection but also
created new structural units aimed at stimulating
the innovative and creative potential of Ukrainians,
protecting rights, and commercialization. Due to
this work, the activity of inventors and business-
es has increased. According to the statistics of the
IP Office, in 2023 the number of applications for
inventions increased by 5.5%, utility models — by
47.4%, industrial designs — by 34.8%, trademarks —
by more than 55.4%.

Such positive dynamics was achieved due
to the establishment of effective communication
between the IP Office and all stakeholders in the
sphere: state, law enforcement and customs
authorities, lawyers, right holders, creators, in-
novators, scientists and businesses, but most im-
portantly — due to the heroism of the Ukrainian
people and the unity of our society and govern-
ment.

Therefore, the sphere of intellectual property
and innovation paves the way for Ukraine to
Europe, becomes an important element of the
resilience of the national economy and the inno-
vative reconstruction of the country, wounded by
the war.

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What was the year 2023 like for the IP Office?
Ambitious and difficult one. We were going through
the stage of institutional formation in the extreme
wartime paradigm with all the aftermath. Despite
fierce russian resistance we defended the impor-
tance of the IP sphere state of Ukraine on inter-
national platforms. We enhanced internal opera-
tional processes and external communication
between all the IP and innovation ecosystem stake-
holders.

What did we manage to achieve? Briefly about
the most important.

In 2023, a number of landmark legislative
events took place. Firstly, the conceptually new
Law of Ukraine "On Copyright and Related Rights"
entered into force. Secondly, the parliament adop-
ted an important European integration law on
strengthening the protection of intellectual pro-
perty rights. The IP Office worked on the improve-
ment of subordinate legal acts drafts: Regulations
of the Appeals Chamber, Regulations on Patent
Attorneys, Regulations on the "Ukraine" Commis-
sion. Rules for drawing up and filing of applica-
tions for industrial property rights and examina-
tion thereof were developed and discussed with
the professional community.

Furthermore, the Government approved
changes to the Procedure for payment of fees for
actions related to protection of intellectual pro-
perty rights. New fees were intended to support
business and inventors, while, in particular, rising

benefits for filing applications in electronic form
and benefits for scientific and educational spheres
in order to increase their contribution to the
innovative development of Ukraine.

Active work was also carried out to improve
legal acts on copyright issues. In particular, a new
procedure for state registration of copyright
entered into force, which allowed the IP Office to
resume the process of state registration of copy-
right and contracts — in three weeks from the
moment of restoration, almost a thousand applica-
tions were considered. The Government also
adopted the Procedure for acquisition and loss of
the status of orphan works and orphaned related
rights and approved the mechanism for protecting
the personal non-property rights of the author
regarding works that have passed into the public
domain, in the absence of heirs. In September
2023, the Marrakesh Treaty entered into force in
Ukraine, facilitating access to information for
people with visual impairments.

We have significantly strengthened the
organizational structure of the IP Office. The
National IP&Innovations Hub was created as an
element of the innovative infrastructure to reveal
the intellectual and innovative potential of Ukraine.
In order to establish effective cooperation with
representatives of creative industries, a Depart-
ment for the Development of Creative Sectors of
the Economy was created. For the sake of effec-
tive protection of intellectual property rights, the
Mediation Center was created, which focuses on
the development of IP mediation in Ukraine
within the framework of cooperation with WIPO.
In response to the global counterfeiting challenge,
the Intellectual Property Rights Infringement
Monitoring Center was created, which works on
bringing together all interested parties to develop
effective mechanisms to combat counterfeiting
and piracy. The Center for the Development of
Intellectual Property Law was presented as well.
Throughout the year, we actively worked to im-
prove the quality of examination and built a con-
stant dialogue with the professional community
and business, associations and public organiza-
tions. In close cooperation with WIPO, the project
of the Technology and Innovation Support Center
of the National Intellectual Property Training Center
in Ukraine was restarted on the basis of the IP
Office. Thus, being evaluated in terms of annual
indicators, each of these steps has already proved
its effectiveness.

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At the WIPO General Assembly meeting, the
IP Office proved performing the functions of the
International Searching Authority and the Inter-
national Preliminary Examining Authority. In
addition, WIPO made an important decision on
supporting the innovative and creative sectors as
well as intellectual property system of Ukraine,
and also recognized severe repercussions of the
war started by russia.

We have established close cooperation with
leading European IP institutions, in particular,
European Union Intellectual Property Office (EUIPO)
and the European Patent Office (EPO) at the fore-
front. In late October 2023, a delegation of EUTPO
led by Joao Negrao, the newly appointed Executive
Director paid a historic visit to Kyiv — it was his
first visit abroad in this position. Together with
the EUIPO delegation, the heads of the intellectual
property offices of Poland, Lithuania, Latvia,
Estonia and Moldova arrived in Ukraine. Based
on the results of this visit, the Working Plan of
the joint activities for 2024-2025 was signed. In
December, the European Commission and EUTPO
launched the EU Regional Program to support
the IP sphere of Ukraine.

We started vigorous activity in popularizing
IP sphere and improving legal awareness as well
as intellectual property culture in Ukraine and
held numerous events throughout the year. In
particular, only in December, together with the
Ministry of Economy of Ukraine, a two-day National
Forum on Intellectual Property and Innovation
IP LET FORUM was held, with almost 500 re-
presentatives of the IP community attended; also
in December, the IP Office innovation program
of Lab2Market UA was implemented.

In 2023, we not only prepared the national
intellectual property sphere for access to the EU
single market, but also developed the intellectual
and innovative infrastructure. Ukraine certainly
has a lot worth being proud of and fighting for.
And this serves as a role model for the entire
civilized world.

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The development of intellectual property in
Ukraine continues unabated despite the full-
scale russian invasion, and the cooperation and
support of international partners is crucial and
invaluable.

During 2023, the implementation of interna-
tional cooperation in the field of intellectual property
legal protection and the representation of Ukraine's
interests in WIPO and other international orga-
nizations in accordance with the legislation is
not only the subject of the statutory activities, but
also remained a strategic direction of the IP Office
functioning in 2023 to promote Ukraine on the IP
map of the world.

The context of the international cooperation of
the IP Office was marked by the course of Ukraine's
development as an EU candidate country, which
received a qualitatively new boost and level of coope-
ration with European partners, as well as was
directly affected by the negative consequences of
russian aggression. The existing challenges have
actualised the need to attract international support,
technical and expert assistance, and required unifica-
tion of approaches to the protection and enforcement
of national interests and applicants' rights.

A deep understanding of the challenges and
a strategic vision of the goals led to the redoubling
of international cooperation efforts to engage the
international IP community in countering the
aggressor and supporting national applicants.
Among the main support initiatives from the in-
ternational community, it is worth mentioning the
decision taken during the 64th series of meetings
of the WIPO Assemblies of Member States; further

support of the innovation and creative sector and
the intellectual property system of Ukraine in the
conditions of war; the Ukrainian applicants pos-
sibility to participate in the "2023 Ideas Powered
for Business SME Fund" grant program, imple-
mented by the European Commission and the Eu-
ropean Union Intellectual Property Office and provid-
ing for significant reimbursement of the costs for
intellectual property rights legal protection within
EU. The foreign partners continued to provide the
possibility of extending the deadlines for all ac-
tions on acquisition and enforcement of intellectu-
al property rights (IPR) of Ukrainian applicants.
Many partner agencies have continued to provide
Ukrainian applicants with free access to paid ser-
vices, such as access to the Research4Life plat-
form, the ASPI and ARDI public-private partner-
ship programs.

Meetings on supporting the national intel-
lectual property system were held with representa-
tives of the EU Delegation to Ukraine and the US
Embassy in Ukraine, in particular, in September
2023, during a meeting with Dorian Mazurkevich,
IP Attaché at the US Embassy in Ukraine, and
discussed deepening cooperation, training for
experts and initiatives to support the innovation
and creative sectors.

The strengthening of international coopera-
tion was formalised by signing Memorandums of
Understanding between UANIPIO and EUIPO
dated July 5, 2023; between UANIPIO and the Eu-
ropean Patent Office (EPO) on Reinforced technical
and strategic partnership dated July 12, 2023 and
between the Ministry of Economy of Ukraine (the
Ministry of Economy) and WIPO on cooperation in
the field of intellectual property dated July 25, 2023.

Due to close coordination efforts with partner
countries and engaging international support, ac-
tions by russia attempting to influence platforms
of international organizations, including efforts
to legitimize armed aggression through the work
of permanent committees and working groups of
the WIPO, were successfully prevented.

A significant achievement of 2023 was the
confirmation of the status of the International
Searching Authority (ISA) and the International
Preliminary Examining Authority (IPEA) by the IP Of-
fice, which indicates a high level of examination
and the need for further progress in this context.

An important result of the reporting period

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gress in the field of IP by the European Commis-
sion in the Report on Ukraine's Progress under the
EU Enlargement Package 2023. The process of ne-
gotiations on Ukraine's accession to the EU is quite
complex and requires high-quality further commu-
nication with the European side on each stage of
implementation of recommendations and harmo-
nisation of national legislation with the law of the
European Union (EU acquis).

In general, we can state that support of the
Ukrainian intellectual property sphere, which
suffered heavy losses from the war, is reflected
in consistent steps and acts of the United Nations,
WIPO, in the actions of many international or-
ganizations and our foreign partners, and we deeply
appreciate it.

on further assistance and support for Ukraine's in-
novation and creativity sector and IP system. In
particular, Section 7 "Conclusions" of the "Report
on Assistance and Support for Ukraine's Inno-
vation and Creativity Sector and Intellectual Pro-
perty System" (contained in document A/64/8) sta-
tes that: "Following the assessment undertaken,
through empirical, statistical, and unofficial data
from respondents, the war has significantly im-
pacted the innovation and creativity sector and
ecosystem in Ukraine. The International Bu-
reau remains committed to continuing its close
cooperation with Ukraine to ensure its ongoing
support and assistance to creators, innovators,
and other members of the IP community, focus-
ing on mitigating the adverse effects of the war

A commitment was also made to present an
updated report at the next series of Assemblies in
2024, thereby keeping the issue of Ukraine relevant
at WIPO meetings.

In the framework of the Sixty-Fourth Series
of Meetings of the Assemblies of the Member States
of WIPO, a cultural event of the member states
of the Regional Group of the Central European and
Baltic States (CEBS) was held with the slogan "She
Inspires". The event was dedicated to the role
of women in innovation, invention and creative
industries. The event included a fashion show, an
exhibition featuring creatively designed products,
musical performances and a tasting of traditional
dishes of the region. There, Ukraine was impres-
sively represented with dresses by Yuliya Magdych and
Ivona Loban, embroidered shirts with augmented
reality elements by Olena Dats, and Cardiomo, a
unique health monitoring device, by Ksenia Belkina.

Enhanced cooperation in the field of IP with
a focus on overcoming the negative impacts of
the military aggression of the russian federation
on Ukraine's innovation and creativity sector and
ecosystem was consolidated by concluding the
Memorandum of Understanding between
the Ministry of Economy of Ukraine and
WIPO in July of the year covered by this Report.
In particular, the document defines the follow-
ing areas of cooperation between the Ministry of
Economy and WIPO:

— enlistment of international technical
assistance and financial resources to satisfy the
needs of the intellectual property and innovation
sector in Ukraine;

— support of SMEs, explorers and represen-
tatives of the creative sector which have suffered
from war;

— strengthening the potential and providing
support to Ukrainian institutions on access to patent
and non-patent databases;

— adaptation of Ukraine's National Intellectual
Property Strategy in view of the negative effects
of the war on the intellectual property sphere;

— activities on human resources development
in the IP sphere, namely through the activities of
the National Intellectual Property Training Center
with the support of the WIPO Academy and on
implementation of educational, including master's
degree, IP programs;

Active communication and cooperation with
foreign partners were carried out in these areas;
thus, free access to information resources for
Ukrainian institutions within the framework of
the ASPI and ARDI public-private partnership
programs was extended. This support greatly help-
ed engage international experts to participate in the
development of the 2030 National IP Strategy.
The Strategy will outline the priority tasks for
overcoming the devastating effects of the war,
the post-war recovery and reconstruction of the
IP sphere, supporting the sustainable growth of
creative and innovative sectors of the Ukrainian
economy and facilitating Ukraine's EU integra-
tion. Our WIPO colleagues also provided meth-
odological support for the development of the
document and successful examples of interna-
tional best practices.

Over the year, the representatives of the
WIPO Division for Transition and Developed Coun-
tries provided extraordinary support in holding IP
events for the representatives of the Ukrainian IP
community, including the participation of fore-
ign experts in the IP LET Forum, events initiated
within the framework of the TICSs network, nume-
rous online meetings were held on the interna-
tional practice of digitalisation of services, impro-
vement of legal culture in the IP sphere, best practi-
ces of IP rights enforcement, alternative dispute
resolution and unification of approaches to legal
protection of genetic resources, traditional know-
ledge, industrial designs, and crafts. In addition,
the participation of 4 Ukrainian universities in the
WIPO Interregional Project on the exchange of best
practices in IP management in technology parks,
which aims to become one of the most effective
tools for post-war recovery, was ensured.

Another crucial factor of international coopera-
tion with WIPO in 2023 was the support of global
IP services. In particular, the Assembly of the Patent
Cooperation Treaty Union approved amendments
to the Agreement between the Ministry of Economy

Searching Authority and an International
Preliminary Examining Authority under
the PCT. Confirmation of the ISA/IPEA status
allows Ukraine to promote itself on the IP map of
the world in a qualified manner so that Ukraine's
message can be heard and its interests are taken
into account. Currently, only 24 IP Offices in the
world have been granted the status of ISA/IPEA.

In the year under review, Ukraine has rati-
fied the Marrakesh Treaty, which is a part of
the set of international copyright treaties admin-
istered by WIPO. This Treaty entered into force
in Ukraine on September 8, 2023. The document
stipulates several restrictions and exceptions to
copyright and enables the publication of copies of
works in accessible formats for visually impaired
people. The Marrakesh Treaty also allows organisa-
tions, libraries and other authorised persons to
send copies of books in accessible formats for the
visually impaired to 95 countries that have ratified
or acceded to the document. Ukraine's accession to
the Marrakesh Treaty demonstrates our commit-
ment to international IP standards and the protec-
tion of vulnerable groups.

porarily occupied Ukrainian territories as appli-
cants from the russian federation in the interna-
tional registration of intellectual property rights
was raised at WIPO in the framework of the work
of the Committees. This violates flagrantly the
provisions of the United Nations General Assembly
Resolutions on recognition of the territorial
integrity and sovereignty of Ukraine within its in-
ternationally recognised borders, adopted in re-
sponse to the russian federation's aggressive war
against Ukraine. The international community,
including representatives of Group B Member States,
EU and CEBS, supported Ukraine on this issue as
well.

Through international cooperation with WIPO,
UANIPIO supports WIPO's new mission and vi-
sion to promote a balanced and efficient global IP
ecosystem that supports innovation and creativi-
ty for a sustainable future in a dynamic interaction
between law, policy and practice. We highly ap-
preciate the efforts of WIPO and its Member States
in achieving this critical goal.

1.2. Cooperation with the
European institutions and the
promotion of European integration

After Ukraine became a candidate for Euro-
pean Union membership in 2022, the coun-
try's European integration efforts received a sig-
nificant boost. This led to close communication with
European colleagues throughout 2023. Maintain-
ing regular, constructive dialogue with EU Member
States is crucial, since it is essential to support
Ukraine on its path to European integration.

The following steps and critical results of this
enhanced cooperation are a powerful testimony
and demonstration of the European partner states'
support for Ukraine and its national system of IP
legal protection and enforcement:

— signing of the Declaration of Intent of co-
operation in aspects of intellectual property with
the patent offices of Poland, Lithuania, Latvia and
Estonia, March 2023;

— signing of the Memorandum of Under-
standing on bilateral cooperation with the Euro-
pean Union Intellectual Property Office, July 5, 2023;

— the participation of UANIPIO representati-
ves in meetings of the annual Dialogue on Intel-
lectual Property Rights between Ukraine and the
EU (link in Ukrainian). This Dialogue is part of a
more comprehensive cooperation between the
European Commission and Ukraine.

In October 2023, the visit of the European
delegation to Kyiv marked the beginning of a new
round of cooperation between UANIPIO and the
European authorities. Headed by Joao Negrao, Ex-
ecutive Director of EUIPO — for whom this was
the first official visit outside of the EU — the dele-
gation was made up of the heads of national IP offices
of Poland, Estonia, Lithuania, Latvia and Moldova
as well as the representatives of the Delegation of the
European Union to Ukraine. During the visit, the
parties discussed the ways to strengthen the multi-
lateral cooperation between the EUTPO, the national
IP offices of the EU countries, AGEPI and UANIPIO.
In addition, the participants exchanged their views
on promoting the UANIPIO's initiatives and the
Ukrainian IP community aimed at bringing Ukraine
closer to joining the EU and accessing the European
Union IP Network (EUIPN) — a network consisting
of EUIPO and EU national IP offices. The discussion
showed a high level of support for Ukraine by
our international partners. During the October visit,
a round table, "Creating today a sustainable IP plat-
form for tomorrow", was held. It became an excel-

lent opportunity for foreign partners and representa-
tives of the national education, science, business and
government sectors to hold sectoral discussions on
running challenges and learn the best practices from
European colleagues.

The meeting resulted in several measures be-
ing developed to support Ukraine's integration into
the EU. This cooperation was consolidated in sign-
ing the 2024-2025 Work Plan, streamlining
the implementation of the Memorandum
of Understanding on bilateral cooperation,
signed between UANIPIO and the EUIPO in
Geneva in July 2023. The 2024-2025 Work Plan
will allow the Ukrainian IP Office to benefit from
EU support in areas related to the management of
intellectual property rights: tools for examination
purposes, support in harmonising the practice of
registration and examination of applications for
trademarks and industrial designs with EU prac-
tice, opportunities for training personnel and
cooperation. The Plan also includes measures such
as the mutual exchange of information on research
related to the impact of intellectual property on the
economy, as well as law enforcement and the fight
against fraud. In addition, it opens the possibility of
including data on Ukrainian trademarks and indus-
trial designs in EUIPO databases.

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In June 2023, the EUIPO and European Com-
mission expanded the support provided through
the SME Fund to benefit Ukrainian businesses. These
businesses can now receive funding to apply for
intellectual property rights, including trademarks,
industrial designs, inventions and utility models.

Holding the annual "Dialogue on Intellectual
Property Rights" is critical to the extended coopera-
tion between the European Commission and
Ukraine. This year, UANIPIO representatives par-
ticipated in the work of the meeting. They focused
on the progress of reforming Ukraine's intellectual
property legislation, its harmonisation with the EU
acquis, various current issues of domestic copy-
right and patent law, protection for pharmaceuti-
cal products, enforcement of IP rights and tech-
nical assistance that the EU can provide. The meet-
ing outlined that strengthening the institutional ca-
pacity of the national IP office and cooperation with
businesses to develop intellectual and innovative in-
frastructure remains a priority. It was also found that
Ukraine needs the development of new tools for uni-
versities and research institutions, support for small
and medium-sized businesses affected by the war,
and expansion of the possibilities of effective protec-
tion and commercialisation of IP rights of represent-
atives of creative industries.

Ukraine made significant progress in intel-
lectual property during the year covered in this
Report. This is explicitly stated in the European
Commission's historical report on Ukraine's
progress within the Enlargement Package's
framework, published on November 8, 2023.
The European Commission recommended that the
Council of the EU start negotiations on Ukraine's
accession to the European Union. A separate chapter
in the Report of the European Commission (Ukraine
2023 Report) is devoted to intellectual property,
which emphasises the need for further work with the
legislation of Ukraine on trademarks, industrial
designs, the issue of protection of intellectual property
rights — in particular, regarding the fight against pi-
racy and counterfeit products, the creation of the
Higher Court on Intellectual Property (IP Court).

On December 14, 2023, EU leaders made a
historic decision to start negotiations with Ukraine
on joining the European Union. The European
Commission, without further delay, began prepar-
ing the technical aspects of the negotiations with
Ukraine regarding EU membership (the so-called
negotiation framework).

To facilitate Ukraine's transition to European
standards of intellectual property rights protection,
the European Commission and EUIPO launched the
EU regional program to support the IP sphere of
Ukraine. The European Commission and the Euro-
pean Union Intellectual Property Office signed an agre-
ement on implementing the EU Regional Program for
Intellectual Property Support of Ukraine, the Republic
of Moldova and Georgia (hereinafter referred to as
EU4IP). The program is aimed at strengthening
the innovation ecosystem, enhancing the protection
and enforcement of intellectual property rights, and
creating a favourable environment for the develop-
ment of innovation, creativity, and competition,
given the European integration vector for the develop-
ment of these countries. The program is designed for
four years and is jointly financed by the European
Commission for 2.8 million euros and the EUIPO
for 1.2 million euros, for a total of 4 million euros.
Ukraine's participation in the program will open up
new perspectives and speed up movement on the
path of legal alignment with the policy and legal sys-
tem of the EU acquis, which will ensure the creation
of reliable tools and mechanisms for the protection
of intellectual property rights and improvement of
the business environment. As part of the Program's
implementation, professional training activities are
planned — particularly for Ukrainian judges to strengthen
justice in the field of intellectual property — and
providing grant support.

On July 12, 2023, the Ukrainian IP Office and
the EPO signed the Memorandum on Enhanced
Technical and Strategic Partnership. This Memo-
randum establishes the grounds for enhanced coop-
eration in strategic and technical areas and the ex-
change of best practices between the Offices. The
strengthened partnership with the EPO promotes the
development of mutually beneficial long-term coop-
eration between the Offices in strategic and technical
areas, such as:

— technical assistance to the EPO for efficient
processing of national patent applications and support
of the national IP system;

— support of infrastructure, personnel,;

— exchange of legal data and patent information;

— raising awareness and legal culture in the
field of IP;

— exchange of best practices in patent examina-
tion and administration;

— access and use of EPO search and examina-
tion in the process of patent examination.

1.3. Regional and bilateral

In 2023, UANIPIO intensified regional co-
operation within the framework of Ukraine's par-
ticipation in the CEBS Regional Group, imple-
mentation of activities within the framework of
the Declaration of Intent on Intellectual Property
signed with European patent offices of Poland,
Lithuania, Latvia, Estonia, joint events organised with
the support of the U.S. Commercial Law Develop-
ment Program (CLDP), the International Trademark
Association (INTA), and the German federal
company Deutsche Gesellschaft fiir Internationale
Zusammenarbeit GmbH (GIZ). The cooperation
was aimed at harmonising legislation, adopting best
practices and processes in IP offices; developing
tools to support innovators and businesses as part
of Ukraine's recovery plan, conducting training,
educational and promotional activities, and sup-
porting small and medium-sized businesses to boost
the country's economic development, increase the

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country's investment attractiveness and accelerate
post-war reconstruction.

During the year, the activities within the frame-
work of the CEBS Group were intensified. In parti-
cular, a significant number of meetings were held with
the group members to formulate a common posi-
tion and prepare statements delivered during the
work of WIPO committees, which allowed Ukraine
to be heard in the international arena and to pre-
vent attempts of the russian federation to legitimise
its actions through the work of WIPO. The experience
of preparing quarterly issues of the CEBS Newslet-
ter by each of the member countries is also ext-
remely positive. The following topics were in focus:
women in IP, the development of creative indust-
ries in the region, and opportunities for young peo-
ple through the prism of IP. This initiative provided
an opportunity to have a deeper understanding of
the state of the issues, to adopt positive experiences
and generally contribute to raising the legal culture
and awareness of the population in the field of IP.

The joint cultural event "She Inspires",
organized by representatives of the CEBS Group
within the framework of the WIPO General As-
sembly, provided a unique opportunity to illus-
trate the CEBS countries' commitment to protect-
ing and preserving local, unique, and authentic
traditions characteristic of the region's culture.

During the year, productive meetings were
also held with the management of INTA to discuss
the issues of deepening cooperation, raising the
level of qualification of Ukrainian experts and joint
activities to promote IP knowledge and culture.

The COMMON FUTURE Congress of Ukraine's
Reconstruction held on September 21-22, 2023
at the Poznan International Fair, brought together
entrepreneurs from Poland and Ukraine, repre-
sentatives of state authorities, local self-govern-
ment and government to explore the needs of the
Ukrainian economy and the possibilities of coop-
eration with Polish partners. Top managers of
UANIPIO were also invited to the International
Congress on Intellectual Property, organised by
the Patent Office of the Republic of Poland in
honour of the 105th anniversary of the office,
which was attended by the heads of WIPO, EUIPO
and EPO.

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UANIPIO also strengthened its cooperation
with the United States Patent and Trademark Of-
fice (USPTO) by holding a series of meetings with
the Intellectual Property Attaché at the US Embassy
in Ukraine. In the course of cooperation, we fo-
cused on improving the skills and training of our
experts, studying the best practices of the ISA/IPEA
functioning, implementing joint international pro-
jects, and exchanging experiences.

Ukrainian specialists also took part in the
3rd meeting of the Regional Working Group on
Intellectual Property and the seminar on capacity
building in the field of intellectual property held in
the Republic of Moldova with the support of the
U.S. Commercial Law Development Program (CLDP,
an initiative of the U.S. Department of Commer-
ce and the State Agency for Intellectual Property
of the Republic of Moldova (AGEPI). The meet-
ing was devoted to common challenges in detect-
ing and combating counterfeit products at the
borders to develop joint solutions and sharing
experiences and best practices between the coun-
tries.

Another project of regional cooperation to
raise legal culture and IP awareness among young
people was the publication of a series of comics,
"METAVERSE TRAVELLERS", consisting of 5
issues developed within the framework of the
ReACT4UA cooperation project "Application and
Implementation of the EU-Ukraine Association
Agreement in the field of Trade", funded by the
German government and implemented by the
German federal company Deutsche Gesellschaft

2.5. Geographical Indications

Geographical indication is the name of a
place that identifies a product as originating from
a specific geographical location and possessing
special qualities, reputation, or other characteris-
tics primarily attributable to that geographical
origin, where at least one stage of production
(making, extraction and/or processing, and/or
preparation) takes place in the defined geographi-
cal area.

The State Register of Ukraine contains in-
formation on the 24 geographical indications for
goods originating from the territory of Ukraine.
These are 8 geographical indications for mineral
water, 11 for wine, 2 for cheeses, 2 for handi-
crafts, and 1 for sweet cherry.

During the year of the report, UANIPIO
granted protection for 4 Ukrainian geographical
indications for wine: CHABAG, ACHA-ABAG,
YALPUH and PRYDUNAISKA BESSARABIA
(Table 2.8, Figure 2.21).

In 2023, UANIPIO continued functioning as
ISA and IPEA under the Patent Cooperation
Treaty.

International search and international pre-
liminary examination were carried out on inter-
national applications filed by Ukrainian appli-
cants with UANIPIO as the receiving Office and
with the IB of WIPO as the receiving Office. In
the reporting year 2023, UANIPIO received 65
applications as a receiving Office, decreased by
10,96%, as compared to 2022, which is directly
related to the armed aggression of the russian
federation against Ukraine (Table 2.9). At the same
time, the share of applications filed in English in-
creased.

According to the current challenges and in-
tensified military aggression by the Russian Fed-
eration, during the reporting period, NIPA worked
on improving the regulatory framework of
Ukraine in the field of intellectual property legal
protection to regulate relations arising from the
acquisition and exercise of intellectual property
rights and to further protect the interests of ap-
plicants, right holders and their representatives
during the period of martial law in Ukraine.

In order to improve the protection of intel-
lectual property interests and prevent the loss of
intellectual property rights during the period of
martial law, UANIPIO developed and submitted
to the deputies proposals to the draft Law on
Amendments to the Law of Ukraine "On Protec-
tion of Intellectual Property Interests during Martial
Law Imposed in Connection with the Armed Ag-
gression of the Russian Federation against Ukraine"
No. 2174-IX dated April 1, 2022 (hereinafter —
the Law No. 2174-1X), which proposes, in partic-
ular, to cancel the suspension of certain proce-
dural deadlines for the registration of intellectual
property rights introduced by Law No. 2174-IX,
as well as to improve the provisions on the validi-
ty of patents for inventions and utility models
during martial law.

Also, in order to provide methodological sup-
port in the field of industrial property in 2023,
clarifications were prepared on the peculiarities
of application by UANIPIO of the Cabinet of
Ministers of Ukraine dated March 3, 2022, No. 187
"On Ensuring Protection of National Interests in
Future Claims of the State of Ukraine in Connec-
tion with the Military Aggression of the Russian

defined by the laws of Ukraine in the field of in-
tellectual property.

In order to protect the rights, freedoms and
legitimate interests of Ukrainian citizens, society
and the state, UANIPIO submitted to the Ministry
of Economy proposals to supplement the Resolu-
tion of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine No.
187, namely to provide a mechanism for prevent-
ing the granting of legal protection to intellectu-
al property rights and their registration in the
names of persons associated with the Russian
Federation, as well as to extend the moratorium
on the disposal of intellectual property rights and
other actions related to the protection of intellec-
tual property rights established by the Resolu-
tion.

Within the powers granted by the special
laws of Ukraine in the field of intellectual property,
in 2023, UANIPIO was involved in the imple-
mentation of measures aimed at implementing the
decisions of the National Security and Defense
Council of Ukraine (NSDC) to ensure the imple-
mentation of sanctions in the form of blocking assets,
seizure of assets, prohibition of transfer of tech-
nologies, rights to intellectual property rights, pro-
vided for by the Law of Ukraine "On Sanctions"
dated August 14, 2014 No. 1644-VIL. In order to
ensure the implementation of the NSDC decisions
and the implementation of the sanctions imposed,
the National Security and Defense Council sub-
mitted proposals to amend the Law of Ukraine
"On Sanctions" in terms of defining the concept of
assets and clarifying the list of types of sanctions.

As part of the work to harmonise regulatory
legal acts with the Law of Ukraine No. 815-IX dated
July 21, 2020 "On Amendments to Certain Legislative
Acts of Ukraine on Strengthening the Protection
and Enforcement of Rights to Trademarks and
Industrial Designs and Combating Patent Abuse"
aimed at ensuring the fulfillment of Ukraine's
obligations in the field of European integration
in terms of harmonizing the requirements of the
current legislation of Ukraine on the protection
of intellectual property rights with the law of the
European Union in 2023, UANIPIO submitted to
the Ministry of Economy proposals on the draft

After the publication of the Zoom conference
on the official website of the Ministry of Economy,
UANIPIO took part in an open discussion with
the Ministry of Economy on the provisions of the
draft Rules for Filing and Examination of Industrial
Design Applications and International Registra-
tion of Industrial Designs, which took place at the
Ministry of Economy.

An initial assessment of the state of imple-
mentation of the EU acquis was carried out pur
suant to the Resolution of the Cabinet of Ministers
of Ukraine No. 189 "On Approval of the Procedure
for Conducting an Initial Assessment of the State
of Implementation of the EU Acquis" dated
February 28, 2023 and proposals for an initial
assessment of the state of implementation of the
EU acquis in the field of intellectual property and
tables containing an article-by-article analysis
of compliance with 23 EU acquis.

Based on the results of the initial assessment
of the state of implementation of the EU acquis, a
draft report on the compliance of Ukrainian leg-
islation with the EU acquis for each EU acquis
subject to implementation was prepared.

On behalf of the Ministry of Economy, in the
reporting period, UANIPIO conducted a termi-
nological check of the translations of the EU acquis
acts and provided relevant proposals.

In accordance with the Methodology for Tracking
the Effectiveness of a Regulatory Act, approved by
the Resolution of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine
dated March 11, 2004 No. 308, prepared reports on
the re-tracking of the effectiveness of the orders of
the Ministry of Economy: "On Approval of the Rules
of Procedure of the Appeals Chamber of the
National Intellectual Property Authority" dated
March 2, 2021, No. 433, registered with the Ministry
of Justice of Ukraine on May 7, 2021 under
No. 610/36232, and "On Approval of the Rules
for Preparation, Filing and Examination of Applica-
tions for Registration of Geographical Indications"
dated March 12, 2021, No. 536, registered with the
Ministry of Justice of Ukraine on May 18, 2021
under No. 649/36271.

Development of Copyright and Related Rights

4.1. Regulatory and Methodological
Support of Copyright and Related
Rights Sphere

In 2023, UANIPIO continued to exercise the
powers delegated by the Law of Ukraine "On Copy-
right and Related Rights":

1) acceptance and processing of applications
in electronic and/or paper form for the state re-
gistration of author's rights in works of science,
literature and art, as well as for registration of
contracts in electronic and/or paper form relat-
ing to authors' rights in works;

2) maintenance in electronic form of the State
Register of Certificates on registration of copyright
in a work;

3) maintenance in electronic form of the State
Register of Contracts relating to the author's rights
in a work;

4) issuance of certificates on registration of
copyright in a work in electronic and/or paper form;

5) publications in the official electronic bul-
letin on copyright and related rights;

6) implementation of international coopera-
tion in the field of intellectual property legal pro-
tection and representation of Ukraine's interests
in copyright and related rights in the World In-
tellectual Property Organisation and other inter-
national organisations in accordance with the
legislation;

7) informing and providing explanations re-
garding implementation of the state policy in the
field of copyright and related rights.

In 2023, UANIPIO actively cooperated with
the Ministry of Economy and other government
authorities.

Thus, pursuant to the Resolution of the Cabinet
of Ministers of Ukraine dated February 28, 2023,
No. 189 "On Approval of the Procedure for Conduct-
ing the Initial Assessment of the Implementation
of the European Union (EU) Acquis" UANIPIO pro-
vided the Ministry of Economy with proposals for
the initial assessment of the state of implementa-
tion of the European Union acquis in the field of co-
pyright and tables containing an article-by-ar-
ticle analysis of the implementation of the rele-
vant European Union acquis.

In the framework of cooperation with the
Ministry of Economy, proposals were submitted
for the terminological proofreading of the trans-
lation of a number of EU directives and regula-
tions, in particular Directive 2019/789 of the
European Parliament and of the Council dated
April 17, 2019 laying down rules on the exercise
of copyright and related rights applicable to cer-
tain online transmissions of broadcasting organi-
sations and retransmissions of television and ra-
dio programmes, and amending Council Directive
93/83/EEC, Directive 2011/77/EU of the European
Parliament and of the Council of September 27,
2011 amending Directive 2006/116/EC on the term
of protection of copyright and certain related rights,
Directive 2004/48/EC of the European Parliament
and of the Council of April 29, 2004 on the enforce-
ment of intellectual property rights.

UANIPIO also contributed to the preparation
of the Statement of Compliance with Ukraine's ob-
ligations in the field of European integration and
the European Union acquis (EU acquis) of the
Draft Law of Ukraine "On amendments to certain
legislative acts of Ukraine in the field of intellectual
property legal protection" and the table annexed
thereto on a detailed analysis of compliance with
the provisions of the draft EU acquis.

On January 1, 2023, the Law of Ukraine "On
Copyright and Related Rights" dated 01.12.2022,
No. 2811-IX (hereinafter — Law No. 2811-IX) came
into force. In particular, the Law No. 2811-IX pro-
vides that the state registration of copyright and
agreements relating to proprietary rights in a work
is carried out by UANIPIO in accordance with

4.2. Informing and Providing
Explanations Regarding the
Implementation of the State
Policy in the Field of Copyright
and Related Rights

During 2023 information and explanations
regarding the implementation of state policy in
the field of copyright and related rights were car-
ried out within the framework of the delegated
powers of UANIPIO.

UANIPIO constantly provided clarifications
at the request of individuals and legal entities re-
garding the implementation of the state policy in
the field of copyright and related rights. During
2023 more than 200 appeals were considered and
answered.

UANIPIO conducted searches and provided
the information at the request of law enforcement
and controlling state bodies, notaries, lawyers,
and other interested persons. Thus, during 2023
almost 2,000 searches were conducted and more
than 200 informative answers were provided by
UANTIPIO.

By telephone and e-mail, systematic infor-
mation and consultation were provided to copy-
right holders and other interested parties regard-
ing the procedure for state registration of copyright
and contracts related to proprietary rights in a work,
and submission of applications.

In order to inform the copyright holders
and other interested parties about the entry into
force of the Order of the Ministry of Economy
dated August 16, 2023 No. 11319 "On Approval of
the Procedure for State Registration of Copyright
and Contracts Concerning Proprietary Rights
in Copyright Works", the "Copyright" section has
been updated on the official web resources of
UANIPIO, namely:

4.3. State Registration of the
Author's Right in a Work

8,580 applications for the state registration
of copyright in a work were received in 2023. This
number exceeded the number of applications filed
in 2022 by almost 50%.

The number of state registrations of the
author's right in a work in 2023 amounted to
6,908 registrations, which is more than 40% higher
than in 2022.

The positive trend was also supported by
the introduction of the possibility to file applica-
tions for state registration in electronic form.

Thus, in order to provide applicants with
a high-quality service for filing application documents
for state registration of copyright and contracts
relating to proprietary rights in a work, UANIPIO
has opened the possibility for submitting applica-
tion documents, documents relating to the prose-
cution of applications and receiving electronic
certificates of copyright registration and decisions
on the registration of contracts related to the
author's right in a work, through the Electronic
Interaction System of the Expertise Institution
(EIS EI).

Filing of applications in electronic form has
contributed to reducing time spent in interaction
with UANIPIO, simplifying the processes of crea-
ting, submitting, receiving and storing docu-
ments and expediting the process of state regis-
tration.

4.4. State Registration
of Contracts Relating to the
Author's Right in a Work

In 2023, 422 applications were received for
the state registration of contracts relating to the
author's right in a work, which also exceeds the
number of applications received in 2022 by more
than 65%.

315 state registrations of contracts relating
to the author's right in a work were made. This
indicator is more than 80% higher than in 2022.

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4.5. Monitoring the Activities
of Collective Management
Organizations

Pursuant to Article 10 of the Law of Ukraine
"On Efficient Management of Proprietary Rights
of Right Holders in the Sphere of Copyright and/or
Related Rights" No. 2415-VIII (hereinafter — Law
No. 2415-VIII) of May 15, 2018, collective manage-
ment organizations (CMOs) are obliged to pub-
lish and keep up-to-date information about their
activities on their websites.

Monitoring the activities of collective ma-
nagement organizations involves analyzing infor-
mation about the activities of collective manage-
ment organizations available on their official web-
sites and other open sources.

In 2023, 12 collective management organi-
zations out of 19 listed in the Register of Collective
Management Organizations had functional web-
sites and 6 of them kept the information posted
on their websites up to date.

At the beginning of 2023, the three-year
accreditation period in the field of the resale right
in respect to the works of fine arts, as provided
for by the Law No. 2415-VIII, expired. Thus, there
are no accredited CMOs left in the areas of ex-
tended and mandatory collective management.

It should be noted that the provisions of the
Law No. 2415-VIII (as amended by the Law
No. 1960) are currently in force, which stipulate
that for the period of martial law, in all 4 areas
of extended collective management, collective
management organizations included in the
Register of Collective Management Organizations
have the right to temporarily exercise voluntary
collective management on the basis of proprietary
rights granted to them by the right holders, by
concluding an agreement with users, in respect of
works included in the catalog of these collective
management organizations.

Considering the provisions of the Law of
Ukraine "On Protection of Interests of Reporting
Entities and Other Documents during the Period
of Martial Law or State of War", which entered
into force on March 07, 2022, reporting infor-
mation by business entities, including collective
management organizations and broadcasting
organizations, may not be submitted until the ter-
mination of martial law.

This greatly complicates the timely collec-
tion, distribution and payment of remuneration
for the respective uses, as well as the effective moni-
toring of CMOs' activities.

Annual reports on the organization's activi-
ties for 2022 were published on their websites by
6 out of 19 collective management organizations,
and for 2023 — by 5 out of 19.

At the request of UANIPIO to provide in-
formation on the total amount of remuneration
collected, distributed and paid to rights holders
in 2022 and 2023, 7 collective management organiza-
tions provided relevant information. In total, in
2022, rights income was collected in the amount
of 60,322,835.88 UAH, distributed in the amount
of 34,291,992.75 UAH, and paid out in the amount
of 19,760,672.09 UAH. In 2023, 84,849,781.22
UAH was collected from the rights, 72,494,171.22
UAH was distributed, and 54,284,868.01 UAH
was paid out.

In order to ensure representation of UANIPIO
interests, the representatives of UANIPIO prepared
592 written pleadings (responses, statements
of defence, explanations, petitions, complaints), 139
internal requests for necessary materials for court
proceedings.

In total, 154 decisions of the courts of first,
appeal and cassation instances were processed.

It took part in 444 court hearings.

5.2. Enforcement of court decisions
on intellectual property issues

In 2023, in order to ensure the enforcement
of court decisions (rulings), the following measures
were taken: enforcement of claims — 90, cancella-
tion of security of claims - 35, and enforcement of
court decisions — 33. In total, 259 documents
related to the enforcement of court decisions were
prepared.

In total, 171 letters to individuals and legal
entities in connection with processing court cases
and the enforcement of court decisions were
prepared.

In 2023, according to court decisions: 22 trade-
mark certificates, 2 patents/utility model rights were
invalidated (Table 5.1).

In 2023, the IP Office developed proposals
for updating the Regulations of the Appeals Chamber
of the National Intellectual Property Body, the new
version of which was approved by the Ministry
of Economy of Ukraine by Order No. 17768 of
November 23, 2023.

As of January 1, 2023, the Appeals Chamber
of NIPA was considering 61 objections to deci-
sions on applications, 40 objections to decisions
on trademark applications filed in accordance
with the paragraph 2 of Article 15 (1) of the Law
of Ukraine "On Protection of Rights to Marks for
Goods and Services" (objection by third parties),
12 requests on declaration of a trademark to be
well-known in Ukraine, 4 appeal applications for
invalidation of utility model rights and 2 appeal
applications for invalidation of industrial design
rights, the review of which was not completed in
the previous period.

During the reporting period, the Appeals
Chamber received 41 objections and 1 appeal state-
ment regarding the invalidation of rights to an
industrial design, which were distributed by objects
of industrial property as follows: inventions — 2.4%,
industrial designs — 2.4%, trademarks — 95.2%
(Table 5.2).

Ensuring the activities of the
Commission on granting permission to

In accordance with the Order of the Cabinet
of Ministers of Ukraine No. 943-r dated 28.10.2022
"Some Issues of the National Intellectual Property
Authority", UANIPIO performs the functions of
the National Intellectual Property Authority.

The Law of Ukraine No. 2974-IX dated
20.03.2023 "On Amendments to Certain Legislative
Acts of Ukraine on Strengthening the Protection of
Intellectual Property Rights" amended the Law of
Ukraine "On Protection of Rights to Trademarks"
and determined that the competent authority to
grant permission to use the official name and
international letter code of the state of Ukraine in
a trademark and/or to include an imitation of the
small State Emblem of Ukraine in the trademark
image is a collegial body established by NIPA.

In order to take into account the changes in
the legislation on trademark protection, UANIPIO
developed proposals for the draft Order "On Ap-
proval of the Regulations on the Commission for
Granting Permission to Use the Official Name and
International Letter Code of the State of Ukraine
and/or to Include the Imitation of the Small State
Emblem of Ukraine in the Trademark Image".

On December 20, 2023, the Ministry of
Economy of Ukraine approved Order No. 19944
"On Approval of the Regulations on the Commis-
sion for Granting Permission to Use the Official
Name and International Letter Code of the State
of Ukraine in a Trademark and/or to Include an
Imitation of the Small State Emblem of Ukraine
in the Trademark Image".

As of January 1, 2023, the Commission had
21 applications pending. In total, by the end of 2023,
the Commission had 48 applications pending,
including: 11 were filed by individual entrepreneurs,
37 by legal entities (Figure 5.2).

The main objectives of the Mediation Centre
are to raise awareness about mediation in Ukraine
as an effective way to resolve disputes in the sphere
of intellectual property, support the development
of mediation procedures, facilitate the organisa-
tion of mediation processes in dispute resolution,
assist in organising training programmes for me-
diators on mediation standards and procedures,
and international cooperation on mediation
with the WIPO, other organisations and national
authorities of foreign countries.

In order to establish professional quality
standards for the provision of services to ensure
the preparation and conduct of mediation in the
resolution of intellectual property disputes on the
basis of UANIPIO, as well as to determine the ethi-
cal principles of conduct of mediators involved in

The
Register contains profiles of mediators, each of
which contains detailed information on the edu-
cation and specialisation of mediators. In 2023, 7
mediators joined the Register.

The Register is maintained in Ukrainian and
English. The content and maintenance of the Register
is carried out by the Mediation Centre. The
Mediation Centre's functions in terms of admin-
istering the Register include: entering informa-
tion about mediators into the Register; making
changes to the Register; correcting technical and
obvious errors in the Register; blocking mediators'
profiles for display in the public part of the Reg-
ister on the official website of UANIPIO in cases pro-
vided for in clause 11 of Regulations on the Regis-
ter of Mediators Involved in Intellectual Property
Dispute Resolution; deleting information about
mediators from the Register; providing informa-
tion from the Register upon request of interested
parties; protecting personal data of mediators.

In order to promote the use of the alternative
dispute resolution mechanism related to the protec-
tion of intellectual property rights, the Mediation
Centre, in particular, carries out educational ac-
tivities, provides consulting and methodological
support to participants in relations in the sphere
of intellectual property on the use of the mediation
procedure, organises and conducts various edu-
cational events on mediation, cooperates with the
media and public organisations on the implemen-
tation of alternative dispute resolution mecha-
nisms.

In 2023, the Mediation Center conducted a
series of low-profile educational events to raise awa-
reness among stakeholders about mediation in the
field of intellectual property. Specifically, on March
14, 2023, the Mediation Center organized a training
session titled "IP Disputes and Alternative Methods
of Resolution" to enhance awareness about media-
tion in intellectual property disputes. The Harvard
Negotiation Model" for 10th grade students of the
Natural Science Lyceum No. 145 in Kyiv.

On May 30, 2023, to initiate effective dia-
logue with the professional community of media-
tors, the Center organized a roundtable titled "First
Steps towards Implementing IP Mediation". Par-
ticipants of the event endorsed UANIPIO initia-
tive for introducing mediation services in the field
of intellectual property, highlighting the transpa-
rency of the process, professionalism, and thorough-
ness in developing appropriate mechanisms.

In order to develop the institution of media-
tion in Ukraine, the IP office has strengthened
cooperation with the National Association of
Mediators of Ukraine (NAMU). The cooperation
aims to conduct webinars, trainings, and/or other
educational programs on IP mediation, as well as to
raise awareness about alternative dispute resolu-
tion methods.

products, the development of special training pro-
grams and training of all interested parties, foster-
ing respect for intellectual property rights, creating
the tools necessary for the successful protection of
intellectual property rights and aimed at coordinat-
ing joint actions in the implementation of a unified
state policy in the field of intellectual property rights
protection.

In order to implement these goals, on June 05,
2023, following the results of the event "Ukrainians
Against Counterfeiting", organized by UANIPIO
together with the Ukrainian Alliance Against
Counterfeiting and Piracy, a resolution was adopted
on the establishment of the Monitoring Center for
Intellectual Property Rights Infringement (here-
inafter — the Monitoring Center) as a specialized
platform for professional communication on coun-
terfeiting by analogy with the European Observa-
tory on Intellectual Property Rights Infringement.

The Monitoring Center was approved in the
organizational structure of UANIPIO on September 29,
2023.

The main tasks of the Monitoring Center are:
cooperation with national, European and interna-
tional institutions to exchange experience and con-
solidate efforts to protect and enforce intellectual
property rights; monitoring of legislative processes,
court practice and statistics in the field of intel-
lectual property in Ukraine and abroad; raising
public awareness of intellectual property rights,
their importance for the economy and the negative
consequences of their violation for the state, health,
safety and protection of society; collecting and analyz-
ing information on intellectual property legisla-
tion in different countries, adopting legislative changes
and their further implementation in national
legislation.

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For the purpose of enhancing the protection
of rights, on June 16, 2023, a memorandum was
signed between UANIPIO and the Ukrainian Alli-
ance Against Counterfeiting and Piracy (UACCP),
which provides for cooperation in developing the
system of intellectual property rights protection,
raising public awareness and improving legisla-
tion in this area.

UANIPIO participates in working groups,
seminars and conferences with international part-
ners. In particular, on the issues of strengthening
IP rights enforcement, representatives of the
Monitoring Center, as well as representatives of
the BES and the State Customs Service of Ukraine,
with the support of UANIPIO, took part in the
meetings of the South Caucasus and Eastern Eu-
rope Expert Group on Intellectual Property Rights
and the Seminar on Intellectual Property Rights
Enforcement, held on December 16-20, 2023 in
Chisinau, Republic of Moldova, under the auspi-
ces of the Commercial Law Development Program,
an initiative of the U.S. Department of Commerce
and supported by the State Intellectual Property
Agency of Moldova. During the meeting of the
Working Expert Group, the directions of work of
UANIPIO on the topic "Effective Intellectual Property
Rights Enforcement" were presented, which includ-
ed statistical data and emphasized the main activi-
ties of the Monitoring Center.

In particular, it was noted that the purpose
of the Monitoring Center is to create a communica-
tion platform for customs authorities, police, right
holders, national and international public organ-
izations, experts to exchange experience, consider
the most urgent issues and ways to solve them. In
addition, special attention is paid to the need and
provision of statistical information in this context,
along with analytical data on intellectual property
rights infringement.

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5.6. Participation in the
implementation of intellectual
property sanctions policy

The implementation of intellectual property
sanctions policy by UANIPIO is carried out in
accordance with the requirements of the Law of
Ukraine "On Sanctions", on the basis of relevant
decisions of NSDC on the application and intro-
duction of changes to personal or sectoral spe-
cial economic and other restrictive measures
(sanctions), put into effect by decrees of the
President of Ukraine and approved by resolutions
of the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine (for sectoral
sanctions).

Thus, during 2023, by decrees of the President
of Ukraine, the following were put into effect:

38 decisions of the NSDC of Ukraine "On the
Application and Introduction of Changes to Personal
Special Economic and Other Restrictive Measures
(Sanctions)" with the corresponding lists of sanc-
tioned persons;

1 decision of the NSDC of Ukraine "On the
Application of Sectoral Special Economic and Other
Restrictive Measures (Sanctions) to the financial
institutions of the Russian Federation", approved
by the Resolution of the Verkhovna Rada of
Ukraine dated February 23, 2023, N2 2924-1X;

In order to ensure the proper and timely
application of special economic and other restric-
tive measures (sanctions), UANIPIO had created
and replenished a data array of sanctioned in-
dividuals, which has been integrated into UANIPIO's
specialized information systems.

In particular, in 2023, data on 4,060 indivi-
duals and 3,958 legal entities were processed and
added to the specified array, allowing for the auto-
mated detection and subsequent identification of

Depending on the type of sanction applied,
UANIPIO suspends the examination of applica-
tions for intellectual property rights, the intro-
duction of changes to applications related to the
change of the applicant based on agreements on
the transfer of rights to obtain titles of protection,
the registration of agreements on the disposition
of intellectual property rights, the entry of other
changes related to the change of the owner into
the relevant registers, or participates in measures
to collect intellectual property rights in favor of
the state in accordance with court decisions, etc.

Thus, in 2023, UANIPIO identified and
blocked 411 applications for the registration of
intellectual property rights and 474 titles of protec-
tion related to 105 legal entities and 52 individuals.

Regarding the applied restrictions (sanc-
tions), UANIPIO, in accordance with the resolu-
tion of the Prime Minister of Ukraine dated April
18, 2023, informed the NSDC of Ukraine and the
Ministry of Economy (34 notifications were sent
in 2023).

Digital Transformation

6.1. Extensive Digitalization
of Providing IP services

At the beginning of 2023, the information and
telecommunications complex (ITC) of UANIPIO
was brought into compliance with the require-
ments of national legislation, pursuant the Order
of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine "Certain
Issues of the National Intellectual Property Office"
dated October 28, 2022 No. 943-r. The above-
mentioned ITC is a complex integrated automated
system, which components are a set of specialized
computer automated systems (AS) with profiled
automated workplaces (AWP) of UANIPIO
specialists and a number of relevant technological
as well as specialized databases (DB).

All the ASs and DBs of UANIPIO as part of
ITC ensure the automated implementation of
procedures (functions, actions), which are provided
for by the national legislation of Ukraine in the
field of intellectual property legal protection, as
well as by the Statute of UANIPIO. Such procedures
(functions, actions) are:

— receipt of incoming documents (in particular,
electronic applications for intellectual property
rights) and timely application processing;

— generation and dispatch of relevant out-
coming documents (requests, opinions, examina-
tion reports, responses to incoming correspondence,
etc.) to addressees;

— digitization of documents on paper;

— reliable storage of documents in paper and
electronic forms;

— quick search for necessary information in
the databases;

— accounting and operational control of fees;

—generating data and its entry to the State
Registers of titles of protection on the industrial
property rights;

— drafting of original layouts of official bul-
letins and publication thereof;

UANTIPIO ITC is a powerful center of data
processing where information is processed in the
course of proceedings on applications for intellec-
tual property rights and services to users are pro-
vided (individuals and legal entities) through the
use of databases, computer systems, relevant data
repositories and information and search systems.

The functionality of the AS, characteristics and
structure of the DBs is constantly updated, both on
the basis of changes made to the national legisla-
tion of Ukraine, and on the basis of the search for new
technical solutions to current challenges.

The measures implemented for the introduc-
tion and development of information technologies
in UANIPIO contribute to the improvement of the
quality of the examination of applications for
intellectual property rights, the improvement of
the working conditions of the personnel, the re-
duction of material and labor costs in the processes
of record keeping, publication of the official publica-
tions, and information exchange.

6.2. Online Services and Development
of a Digital Platform for IP spheres
Communication

The activity of online services used to file
applications for the registration of intellectual
property rights, secondary documents on paper,
through the electronic application filing system
(EAFS)t and through the Electronic Interaction
System of the Examining Authority (EISEA) for 5
years, in particular for the reporting period, is shown
in Figure 6.

The downward trend in the share of documents
filed on paper is shown on Chart in Figure 6. However,
the share of documents filed through EAFS and
EISEA has tendency to increase considering the
effect of the full-scale invasion of the Russian
Federation on February 24, 2022.

Taking into account the increase in number
of applications filed electronically, modernization
of existing services through building up the func-
tionality of electronic document management-
oriented systems was carried out by UANIPIO.

In 2023, the list of functions of EISEA was
expanded, namely the following was carried out:

— filing of electronic applications for the registra-
tion of copyright in a work;

—filing of electronic applications for the
registration of contracts relating to author's right in
awork;

— filing of a set of documents to the Appeals
Chamber;

— filing of documents to the Commission for
granting permission to use the official name and
international letter code of the state of Ukraine in
a trademark and/or to include the imitation of
the Small State Emblem of Ukraine to the image
of a trademark.

In the course of 2023, both modernization
and operational support of the EAFS in a working
condition were provided relevant to the national
legislation.

The ITC of UANIPIO also includes web-
oriented systems performing the functions of
information and reference systems (IRS).

Designs (Locarno Classification).

An important component of UANIPIO's ITC
is a search system with a universal search inter-
face — the Special Information System. Through
the SIS using various query modes the user can
search both among published applications and in
the data sets of all registered intellectual property
rights. The aim of SIS is to ensure publication of
information in accordance with the requirements
of the national legislation and international treaties
to which Ukraine is a party. The SIS also allows
for the simplified and advanced searches of ap-
plications and titles of protection for intellectual
property rights.

According to the search results, SIS users have
the opportunity to see the bibliographic data of
publications, monitor the prosecution state and
the legal status of intellectual property rights. On
condition of user authorization is carried out with
a personal certificate for EDS (electronic digital
signature) applying, the possibility to review docu-
ments to which the user is directly related is pro-
vided.

In 2023, a feature to receive information from
technological automated systems and publish in-
formation on applications for trademark registra-
tion submitted before the application filing date
is set, was added to the SIS. The SIS also received
the function of displaying the status of intellectu-
al property rights registered in the state registers,
namely:

— imposition of sanctions;

— imposition of arrest;

— transfer of assets and cancellation of the
transfer of assets to Asset Recovery and Manage-
ment Agency or ARMA.

In 2023, a number of special functions was
added to SIS, namely:

— generation of DOCX reports;

— display of applications for geographical
indications;

— censoring of trademark images.

7.1. Internet resources of the state
system of intellectual property
legal protection

In 2023, the IP Office focused special atten-
tion on the development of internet resources,
which were used to establish effective communica-
tion with the professional community, innova-
tors, creators, businesses, the public and the media.

The main communication platforms of
the IP Office in 2023 were the websites of the
state system of intellectual property legal protec-
tion, Facebook pages and YouTube channel. The
the IP Office also actively interacted with the
professional community and the media through
the organization of various events and the publica-
tion of external materials.

Websites

The official website of the IP Office nipo.gov.ua
was created in February 2023. Google Analytics
started indexing this website on May 28, 2023.

During 7 months of 2023 (from June to De-
cember), the website was visited by 26,000 users
who made 111,000 page views and performed
291,000 actions (in addition to page views, this
includes downloading files, photos, presenta-
tions, and other actions on the website).

The average session duration (the time a
user spends on the website after logging in) is
more than 3.5 minutes, which is almost twice as
long as the similar indicator on Ukrainian news
websites (1.5-2 minutes).

the dynamics had changed: Organic Search (search,
mainly Google) had become the leading source
followed by Direct (direct entrances to the website
from user tabs).

This means that the website has become ef-
fectively indexed in search engines, and the core
of our target audience has retained the web re-
source and actively using it directly.

In 2023, 574 news items were published
on the website nipo.gov.ua (500 in Ukrainian
and 74 in English). The average number of
news posted per month: 42 in Ukrainian and 6
in English.

In addition, 329 content updates were made
(posting static information materials, making
changes, additions, replacing already posted ma-
terials).

More than 1,200 images were posted to
illustrate information materials. At the same
time, the monthly average was 102 images.

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In the reporting period, the National Train-
ing Centre for Intellectual Property in Ukraine
(IP Academy) and Technology and Innovation
Support Centre (TISC) also actively maintained
their Facebook pages.

Since the creation and until December 31,
2023, the total number of subscribers of the IP
Academy Facebook page reached 426. In 2023,
more than 400 posts were published, reaching an
audience of almost 26,000 people.

In 2023, the TISC's Facebook page gained
128 new subscribers, bringing the total to 860 at
the end of the reporting period. 135 posts were
published, reaching an audience of over 6,000
people.

YouTube channel

To improve public relations and reach
a wider audience, on May 31, 2023, the IP Office
launched a channel on the video hosting platform
YouTube. From the creation of the channel and
until December 31, 2023, the total number of
subscribers reached 365; 34 videos were pub-
lished, which were viewed by the audience 8,200
times.

The video Forum "IP&I management: How
to commercialize innovative product and make
money?" received the most views in 2023 — it was
broadcasted on October 13, 2023 and received

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The total duration of viewing the channel's
content in 2023 approached 2,000 hours. The
most watched broadcast in the reporting period
was the first day of the II National Forum on In-
tellectual Property and Innovation "IP LET FO-
RUM".

In 2023, live broadcasts of events received
the largest number of views (54%), while videos
were watched slightly less frequently (45%). In
October 2023, the IP Office also started publish-
ing short videos (YouTube Shorts).

In 2023, the IP Office's YouTube channel
was most frequently visited by viewers from Ukraine,
Spain and Poland. Almost half of the channel's
viewers were aged from 35 to 44.

The largest number of visitors in 2023 was
recorded on December 1 (the first day of IP LET
FORUM) - 518 guests from Kyiv.

Communication with the media

One of the priority areas of the IP Office's
communication activities is interaction with
national and foreign media.

The top management and representatives
of the IP Office also write personal blogs and
author's columns in both legal and social-politi-
cal media, and regularly give comments and inter-
views to media and TV channels.

Event organization

To ensure quick and effective communica-
tion with the IP professional community, the IP
Office organized meetings in online and offline
formats to discuss draft regulations, legislative
acts and pressing issues in the IP field. In 2023,
13 meetings and discussions with the profession-
al community were organized.

In addition, to disseminate knowledge about
intellectual property, the IP Office organized
major events involving the widest possible range
of speakers and participants.

At the end of April 2023, a two-day IP&I
marathon was held, exploring ways to successfully
commercialize IP objects. In October 2023, the
IP&I management forum took place, focusing on
the reconstruction of Ukraine, commercializa-
tion of intellectual property and acceleration for
scientists.

In early December 2023, the IP Office orga-

In mid-December, the IP&I for Science and
Business event focused on the synergy of science
and business, development of innovations and
commercialization of intellectual property rights.

7.2. Publications in the sphere of
intellectual property rights
protection

In order to fulfill its statutory tasks regard-
ing the execution of delegated powers, UANIPIO
publishes official information on intellectual
property rights in the official electronic bulletins
"Industrial Property” and "Copyright and Related
Rights", provides full specifications to patents,
and other specialized publications by reproduc-
ing and distributing them in various formats.

In 2023, UANIPIO fully and timely publish-
ed 52 issues of the official electronic bulletin
"Industrial Property" and 6 issues of the bulletin
"Copyright and Related Rights" on its official web-
site. Additionally, concurrently with the release
of each issue of the "Industrial Property" bulletin,
specifications to patents for inventions and utility
models were published, which are independent
official online electronic publications.

To improve the procedure for publishing in-
formation about intellectual property rights,
since May of the reporting year, the following
changes were made to the "Information on Ap-
plications for State Registration of Inventions"
section of the "Industrial Property" bulletin: the
bibliographic information of the published ap-
plications now includes the formula and the main
drawing.

To provide more comprehensive informa-
tion to applicants and the public about legislative
changes in the field of copyright and related
rights, the last issue of the "Copyright and Related
Rights" bulletin of the reporting year included

Among other specialized publications, it is
worth noting the Annual Report presented to
your attention — a publication that provides a
detailed analysis of activities in the field of intel-
lectual property in Ukraine, contributes to increas-
ing the transparency of UANIPIO work, and high-
lights the achievements and initiatives imple-
mented throughout the year. Based on the results of
the report, it is possible to identify key challenges
and accomplishments, allowing for the develop-
ment of effective strategies to support innova-
tion and protect intellectual property rights in
Ukraine.

The booklet "Intellectual property in figures"
and the Information Dashboard "IP Office activi-
ty indicators for 2023" are valuable resources for
analysts and researchers who can use the provided
data for further research and strategy develop-
ment in the field of intellectual property in Ukraine.
These publications also help professionals and
businesses analyze trends and changes in the field
of intellectual property.

The implementation of measures aimed at
information support for the examination process,
primarily access to the PCT Minimum Documen-
tation, which is a mandatory condition in the
context of UANIPIO performing the functions of
the ISA and IPEA, includes:

— acquisition the patent information base
for examination purposes;

— creation of conditions for access of exami-
ners to information resources specified (by the
relevant order), primarily electronic.

In 2023, examiners used information re-
sources, which were accessible through the local
network, as well as free and commercial infor-
mation resources that provided access to the
PCT Minimum Documentation (patent documen-
tation and non-patent literature) via the Inter-
net.

During the reporting period, work continu-
ed on completing the patent information base
with national and foreign patent documentation
and non-patent literature for both examination
purposes and public needs. The formation of
electronic information resources of local access
with current foreign patent documents took place
as part of a bilateral international exchange with
foreign offices, mainly via FTP servers. In 2023,
the patent information base was replenished with
patent documentation from five foreign offices.
The compilation of a full-text database of non-
patent literature was carried out through digitiz-
ing printed publications from our own collections
and other informational sources, and providing
exports of links to articles identified through
monitoring and analysis of foreign scientific and
technical information resources. During this pe-
riod, the database was replenished with about
1,500 documents. In addition, the resources of
the Network Electronic Catalogue information
and search system were replenished with 450
documents added.

In 2023, a complex of works was continued
to ensure guaranteed access to foreign commer-
cial information Internet resources, the use of which
is desirable for conducting a complete and high-
quality search, as it provides guaranteed access to
the PCT Minimum Documentation:

— was provided access to the ANSERA search
system ANSERA/SEARCH Tool, which allows
searching for patent information;

— within the framework of cooperation be-
tween UANIPIO and the WIPO, in cooperation
with the patent information provider Questel
under the Access to Specialized Patent Informa-
tion (ASPI) programme on access to information
services provided by it, an Institution User License
was signed to provide UANIPIO with free access
to the commercial electronic resource — the Orbit
Intelligence patent database;

— was concluded an agreement with Elsevier
B.V. (Netherlands) for the use of the commercial
databases Reaxys and Reaxys Target and Bio-
activity.

Access to these information resources was
provided under the concluded agreements or free
of charge as part of the support UANIPIO under
martial law.

The examiners requests for non-patent
literature, primarily the PCT Minimum Docu-
mentation, were provided through the use of
full-text electronic resources of the world's
leading publishers of scientific literature, such
as: Elsevier, Cambridge University Press, De
Gruyter, John Wiley & Sons, American Chemical
Society, Oxford University Press, Springer Nature,
Wolters Kluwer, etc. Free of charge access to
which was provided within the framework of
the ResearchgLife project and the RapidILL inter-
national subscription system (access to which is
provided through the largest libraries in Kyiv).

An important part of the information sup-

specialized libraries in Ukraine. Copies of the
ordered information sources are received mainly
through electronic document delivery.

Due to effective utilization of the above-
mentioned resources in the reporting year,
100% of queries for articles from the PCT
Minimum Documentation periodicals were com-
plied with. In total, according to the examiners
queries, 578 documents were provided, all in elec-
tronic form.

Monitoring and research of the commercial
and free-of-charge Internet resources of non-
patent literature was permanently carried out for
the purpose of expansion of the list of free-of-
charge databases and analysis of foreign com-
mercial Internet resources for the availability of
non-patent literature, those of the PCT Minimum
Documentation items in the first place.

To provide access to a wide range of the
public to patent documentation and non-patent
literature in the process of creation, legal protec-
tion, and use of industrial property objects, quar-
terly updates were carried out in 2023 for the fol-
lowing: "List of Databases of Industrial Property
Objects of Foreign Patent Offices with Free Access
on the Internet," which provides links to the
databases of 54 patent offices from around the
world and 4 international and regional intellectual
property organizations; "List of Scientific and
Technical Databases and Reference Resources
with Free Access on the Internet"; "List of Publicly
Accessible Information Resources of Patent Docu-
mentation," posted on the web resource of the
state system for the legal protection of intellect-
ual property in the "Patent Information Users"
section.

Additionally, to meet the public's needs for
patent information, the Public Patent Documen-
tation Collection (PPDC) operates.

During the reporting period, the acquisition
of the PPDC by national and foreign patent doc-
umentation continued. The international exchange
of patent documentation with foreign offices has
been the main source of foreign patent documen-
tation collection of the PPDC.

Due to this international cooperation, signi-
ficant collections of both current and retrospec-
tive foreign patent documentation have been ac-
cumulated in the state system of intellectual
property legal protection.

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The PPDC contains national and foreign
patent documentation from 65 countries and 4
international and regional organizations, avail-
able in both paper and electronic formats. In
2023, the PPDC updated with 10 optical discs
containing current foreign patent documenta-
tion. As of December 31, 2023, the PPDC's
collection of optical discs contained over 34,450
copies.

In modern conditions, the PPDC provides
patent information services in remote access
mode.

Since April 2017, the WIPO Depository Library
has been operating in Ukraine, containing about
100 documents. Access to these documents is
provided free of charge.

In line with the strategy and practice adopt-
ed by WIPO, in order to provide the use of inter-
national classifications in the Ukrainian transla-
tion in the process of applications examination
and their use by applicants and general public

international classifications acceded by Ukraine,
the works on updating the Ukrainian translations
of the international classifications were in prog-
ress.

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7.5. WIPO Standards in the
Ukrainian Translation

The creation of a modern internationally
recognized system of intellectual property legal
protection in Ukraine, its development and im-
provement is impossible without harmonization
of national patent documentation in accordance
with the recommendations and experience of
patent offices of the leading countries of the world
as well as international organizations.

The standards of WIPO provide a frame-
work for working with information in intellectual
property documents. They cover inventions (utility
models), trademarks, industrial designs and copy-
right. The standards are used at all stages of
prosecution (filing, examination, publication, grant,
etc.), and also significantly simplify international
cooperation and the use of information about intel-
lectual property by a wide audience. WIPO stan-
dards promote more efficient, harmonious and
timely way of work for intellectual property offices
(IPOs) around the world. The implementation and
use of agreed terminology and information formats
contribute to make IP systems effective, simplify
the work of IPOs, and promote international
cooperation.

The Committee on WIPO Standards (CWS)
is the general international forum for the discus-
sion and development of WIPO standards as well
as the study of other matters relating to informa-
tion and documentation in the field of intellectual
property.

In order to get up-to-date information on
the latest trends in the field of standardization of
intellectual property information, the specialists
of the information and documentation support
department participated in sessions of CWS and
CWS Task Forces on specific issues, including
revision of the following WIPO standards:

In order to improve the Ukrainian patent
and terminology base, standardization and unifi-
cation of terminology in the intellectual property
sphere, WIPO Standards, are translated into
Ukrainian, primarily those that have more
practical value and their timely updating is pro-
vided according to the current versions as well
as terminology of the current legislation of
Ukraine.

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8.1. Developing Ukraine's

Commercialization of Intellectual
Property, and Technology
Transfer

In today's world, innovation and technologi-
cal progress are key factors in ensuring economic
growth and enhancing the competitiveness of
countries. Ukraine, possessing significant scien-
tific and technical potential, aims to develop its
innovation ecosystem, commercialize intellectual
property, and technology transfer.

To achieve this, the National IP&Innovations
Hub (IP&IHub) was established in coordination
with the Ministry of Economy within UANIPIO
to facilitate the construction and development of
an effective national innovation ecosystem,
develop proposals aimed at improving the legis-
lative regulation of intellectual property and inno-
vative activities, ensure the creation and promote
the development of innovative infrastructure, which
facilitates the commercialization of intellectual
property, and participate in the development
and functioning of the national network of Tech-
nology and Innovation Support Centers.

To promote the development of Ukraine's
innovation ecosystem, a Roadmap for the National
IP&Innovations Hub was developed and presented
on October 15, 2023, outlining its mission, vision,
activities, and tasks.

Within the activities of IP&IHub, the annual
Lab2Market UA program was initiated, an adapted

knowledge necessary for the successful commercia-
lization of scientific research results and their in-
troduction to the market.

Moreover, the Lab2Market UA program
addresses issues related to the development of
human capital in the field of intellectual property
and innovation, specifically: the lack of interac-
tion between science and business; a shortage of
knowledge and skills regarding the commercializa-
tion of scientific developments and the absence of
experience in creating deep-tech startups; the lack
of entrepreneurial thinking.

The implementation of the Lab2Market UA
program facilitates the exploration of the com-
mercial potential of laboratory developments; the
development of entrepreneurial skills among scien-
tists, researchers, inventors, and academics; and
provides managers with technology transfer skills
to market laboratory developments.

Overall, in 2023, the Lab2Market UA program
lasted 8 weeks and consisted of 22 lectures,
including work with mentors and practical ses-
sions. As a result of the intensive training, 13
startup projects (about 39 participants) gained
the key knowledge and skills necessary for ef-
fective transition from the laboratory to the
market.

In order to promote the development of a
national innovation ecosystem that will ensure
the creation and commercialization of innovative
activity results, nationwide events for the interac-
tion of participants in the innovation ecosystem
were conducted:

1) The IP LET FORUM "INTELLECTUAL
PROPERTY: LAW, ECONOMY, TECHNOLOGY"
was held, an event that brought together repre-
sentatives of the government, the international
community, and professionals in the fields of in-
tellectual property, law, economics, business, and
creative industries. Emphasizing the importance
of international cooperation and European integ-
ration processes, WIPO Director General Daren Tang
addressed the participants with a video message.

The main topics of the forum included issues
related to intellectual property and innovation in
Ukraine; the impact of war on the field of intel-
lectual property and innovation; key development
trends and support tools for creative industries;
the activities of the National IP & Innovations
Hub; and the protection of intellectual property

The event included: a discussion panel Science
and Business; the Lab2Market UA final; a network-
ing session TISC talk; a discussion panel about the
development of the TISC network.

5) A strategic online session "IP&I: How to
commercialize intellectual property” was held for
technology transfer managers. The session was
attended by 55 participants and 3 mentors, and
topics discussed included the vision for technology
transfer; the relationship of technology transfer
with the mission of universities and research
institutions; and building a technology transfer
development strategy for universities and research
institutions.

To enhance knowledge transfer, support
the activities of researchers and institutions,
Methodological Guidelines on intellectual pro-
perty for higher education institutions and re-
search organizations (hereinafter — Methodologi-
cal Guidelines) have been developed and approv-
ed. These guidelines contain general provisions
that should be considered when developing local
acts related to intellectual property and innovative
activities for universities and research institu-
tions.

The Methodological Guidelines define, among
other things, the ownership of intellectual property
rights, the procedures for their identification,
acquisition, valuation, protection, and further
commercialization, as well as the distribution of
income from the commercialization of intellec-
tual property among employees, higher educa-
tion seekers, researchers, inventors, innovators, and
other participants in the innovation process of
higher education institutions and research or-
ganizations.

Overall, Methodological Guidelines are in-
tended to strengthen the capacity and ensure the
development of new business tools for universi-
ties and research institutes.

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86 educational events were conducted, including
58 TISC events with approximately 4,385 partici-
pants.

Additionally, to facilitate the exchange and
synthesis of information regarding the com-
mercialization of intellectual property rights,
technology transfer, and innovative activities, 78
meetings with stakeholders were held, gathering
nearly 715 participants. Also, during the report-
ing period, participation was noted as jury
members in ideathons, hackathons, and startup
competitions.

8.2. Promoting the Development
of Intellectual Property Law and
Innovations in the Field of Security
and Defense

The IP&IHub pays special attention to pro-
moting the development of intellectual property
law and innovations in the field of security and
defense. Since October 2023, a separate structural
subdivision has been created and organized in
this area, which in a short period of time has
established effective systematic cooperation with
key government agencies in the security and
defense sector. The Memorandum of cooperation
and interaction was signed between UANIPIO
and the Joint Stock Company "Ukrainian Defense
Industry".

The separate online webinar for the enter-
prises of the Joint Stock Company "Ukrainian
Defense Industry", as well as a training with inven-
tors and other representatives of the Defense Tech
development support cluster in Ukraine BRAVE 1
on topical issues of intellectual property in the
defense industry of Ukraine were organized on the
basis of UANIPIO.

During the IT National Forum on Intellectual
Property and Innovation "IP LET FORUM", held
on December 1-2, 2023, a separate session was
devoted to the impact of war on the field of intel-
lectual property and innovations.

Participation of UANIPIO in the Round table
"The State of the Intellectual Property Protection
System in the Defense Sphere. Structural Changes
to be Implemented"”, organized by the Association
of Lawyers of Ukraine jointly with the Ministry of
Defense, which entailed a critical look at the issues
of managing the results of intellectual and creative

On a systematic basis, an analysis of infor-
mation is carried out regarding enterprises, insti-
tutions and organizations that conduct economic
activities in the development, production, moder-
nization and supply of weapons, military and special
equipment, in relation to their state registration
of intellectual property rights.

Researches are constantly conducted on
the national legislation regulating intellectual
property and innovation in the defense industry
of Ukraine, as well as international practices for
stimulating innovation and managing the results
of intellectual and creative activities (scien-
tific, technical (applied) results) in the specified
area.

8.3. Expansion of the TISC Network
and Support of Regional Projects
of the TISC Network

TISC is an international project to support
invention, innovation and start-up projects launched
by WIPO and implemented in Ukraine by the
Ministry of Economy and UANIPIO. Coopera-
tion with WIPO and the use of opportunities
offered by WIPO through the TISC network are
of great importance for Ukraine on the way to
strengthening its innovation potential and the
development of innovative infrastructure, especial-
ly considering the challenges of the ongoing war.

TISC — is a strategic initiative to bring inno-
vation to a new level in Ukraine, actively promot-
ing global cooperation, management of innova-
tive projects, information and advisory partner-
ships, and educational activities. The TISC network
is a key component of the national innovation in-
frastructure that supports the entire innovation
chain — from idea generation to commercializa-
tion of intellectual property rights.

During 2023, the international TISC project
in Ukraine actively developed, ensuring further
development of the TISC network in Ukraine and
expanding its capabilities, which was repeatedly
noted by Andrew Czajkowski, Director of the
Technology and Innovation Support Division of
WIPO. Andrew Czajkowski clearly emphasized
the key role played by TISCs in encouraging
innovation and further supporting innovators,

It is especially impor-
tant that WIPO continues to support the TISC
network in Ukraine by providing free access to
WIPO ARDI and ASPI databases.

As part of the implementation of the TISC
project in Ukraine, throughout 2023, UANIPIO
continued to open TISCs on the basis of higher
education institutions and research institu-
tions. However, it is important to note that in
accordance with the implementation of the stra-
tegic goals of the TISC network development in
Ukraine, as of 2023, the TISC network partici-
pants were to be expanded by establishing regional
TISCs also on the basis of libraries, scientific and
technical information centers, regional chambers
of commerce and industry, innovation and tech-
nology centers, technology transfer centers,
scientific and industrial parks, intellectual
property centers, design bureaus, and public
organizations. In particular, in 2023, for the first
time in Ukraine, a TISC was established on the
basis of the Vinnytsia Chamber of Commerce
and Industry and the Public organization "Institute
for Sustainable Regional Development" by signing
a Memorandum of Cooperation and an Agree-
ment on the establishment and further function-
ing of the Technology and Innovation Support
Center on the basis of such subjects of innovation
activities.

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During 2023, the Head Office of TISC UANIPIO
provided 22 consultations on the development of
innovation, creation of innovative projects, com-
mercialization of intellectual property rights, and
technology transfer, which demonstrates the com-
munity's interest in the development of innova-
tion.

According to the monitoring of the Head
Office of TISC UANIPIO, in 2023, the regional
TISCs of Ukraine provided 704 responses to
users' requests, including: assistance in using the
WIPO ARDI and ASPI databases — 23; provision
of general information on matters of legislation
in the field of intellectual property and innova-
tion — 300; provision of basic recommendations
for the development of innovation, creation of
innovative projects, commercialization of intel-
lectual property rights, technology transfer — 238;
providing information and consulting support
to innovation entities on commercialization of in-
tellectual property rights and promotion of in-
novations — 143.

In 2023, the Head Office of TISC UANIPIO
continued to deepen cooperation with the WIPO
TISC through joint events, participation of re-

In 2023, the Head Office of TISC UANIPIO,
carrying out information acceleration, analyzed
the needs of innovation actors, organized train-
ings to improve technical knowledge and skills,
analyzed and disseminated information on new
technologies and innovative projects, promoted
the development of partnerships between educa-
tional institutions, research institutions and
enterprises for the commercialization of scientific
developments, and assisted in transforming
developments into commercial products through
training, mentoring, expert support and advice.
In addition, the involvement of entrepreneurs
and start-ups in TISC network events in Ukraine
was organized to develop entrepreneurial education
and form a start-up culture in higher education
institutions and research institutions on the basis
of which TISCs were opened, with further infor-
mation and advisory support for participants of
the events.

Constant monitoring of educational and in-
novative projects, competitions, grants announc-
ed by ministries and departments, state and
international organizations, foundations was car-
ried out in order to maximize the involvement of
regional TISCs in Ukraine. The information
resources of the TISC network provided sys-
tematic information about useful opportuni-
ties for representatives of the TISC network
in Ukraine.

8.4. Information and Consultation
Services in the Field of Intellectual
Property and Innovations

At the end of 2023, UANIPIO initiated
new activities aimed at assisting stakeholders
in commercializing their intellectual property
rights. These new activities include: providing in-
formation support for technology transfer; offer-
ing consultations on the valuation of intellectual
property rights; analyzing innovation metrics
and patent information; and supporting grant ac-
tivities.

The development of the information support
for technology transfer was particularly motivat-
ed by the recognition of how crucial it is today
not only to possess one's own technologies
and technical solutions but also to facilitate the

Technology transfer (of intellectual property
rights, know-how), as a primary form of promot-
ing innovations and their commercialization,
ensures the economic development of business
entities by opening up new opportunities for small
and medium-sized enterprises to develop and expand
their business, and transforming scientific achieve-
ments of higher education institutions, scientific
institutions, and other participants in innovation
activities into commercially successful products
or services.

As part of the information support for tech-
nology transfer, UANIPIO effectively carried out
informational and advisory support, and assis-
tance to interested parties in implementing
measures related to technology transfer. Based on
requests from stakeholders (business entities,
including research institutions and educational
institutions), consultations were given on a range
of issues that arose during the process of tech-
nology transfer. These included matters related to
the payment to authors of technologies and/or in-
tellectual property objects, and the distribution
of property rights to copyrighted works (copyright
in a work) etc.

To ensure compliance with legal require-
ments, reduce or avoid risks of intellectual prop-
erty rights violations, and strengthen their further
protection, UANIPIO analyzed contracts concluded
during technology transfer, specifically, licensing
agreements for the use of patents and know-how,
non-disclosure agreement (NDA), and equipment
lease agreements (comprehensive technological
complex for processing bast crops). This activity
was carried out by UANIPIO to facilitate the tran-
sition of technologies from scientific research
to practical application and interaction between
higher education institutions, research organiza-
tions, business, and society, as well as to stimulate
the country's innovative development.

An important component of such a transition
is usually the valuation of intellectual property
rights, which plays a crucial role in determining
the value of innovative developments and their

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effective utilization. In 2023, UANIPIO obtain-
ed a certification as a valuation entity specializing
in the field of valuation: 2.2 "Assessment of intel-
lectual property rights."

This allowed UANIPIO to provide all interest-
ed parties with services for information support
and consulting on the valuation of intellectual
property rights and the possibility of segregating
and recording intellectual property rights for the
purpose of commercialization.

During the defined period, research institu-
tions, higher education institutions, and indivi-
duals were provided consultations on recording
intellectual property rights for the purpose of their
commercialization.

On December 6, 2023, UANIPIO signed
a Memorandum of Cooperation with the Public
Organization "Ukrainian Society of Appraisers",
which opens new opportunities for the develop-
ment of intellectual property valuation, profes-
sional development of specialists and promotion
of more efficient integration of innovations into
the country's economy.

For the implementation of an innovative
project in the early stages of its functioning,
further successful implementation and develop-
ment, with a minimum supply of material assets,
innovators and inventors need a full range of
information regarding the relevance of the deci-
sion, market and competitor analysis. Also, it is
important to provide information on develop-
ments in the field of technology or creative
industries in which the project operates and
develops.

Due to the increase of requests from stake-
holders, in particular scientists, innovators and
inventors, UANIPIO launched a new direction of
activity related to informational and consulting
support for innovative projects and startups,
aimed at analyzing innovation indicators and
patent information.

The activities of UANIPIO are aimed at promo-
ting the development of innovations by providing
information products, in particular analytical
reports and marketing studies, to all stakeholders
regarding the creation of their innovative projects
and startups, as well as monitoring technolog-
ical and creative aspects of innovative activities
in Ukraine.

In view of the growing needs of stakeholders
in informational and consulting support for
innovative projects and startups, UANIPIO on
a systematic basis provides support for grant
activities, the processes of preparing project
applications by stakeholders, implementation
of grant projects, implementation of project
analysis for the formation of requests for grant
funding, as well as assistance and implementa-
tion of joint national and international projects
within the framework of international coopera-
tion in the field of intellectual property and in-
novations with the WIPO and other international
organizations, national departments of foreign
countries.

On September 8, 2023 UANIPIO and the
National Research Foundation of Ukraine signed
a Memorandum of Cooperation within which
informative, consultative and effective assistance
is provided to NRFU grantees in granting intel-
lectual property protection to research results
and support of the transfer of scientific research
results to the real sector of the economy, etc.

UANIPIO participated in the opening ceremony
of the "Horizon Europe Office in Ukraine" in order
to strengthen science and technology, adapt to
the European scientific and innovative space,
interact in scientific and expert and scientific
advisory activities by increasing and attracting
investments to promote the development of the
innovative ecosystem.

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The IP Office also focused on establishing
communication with rights holders, businesses,
interested public, national and international
institutions, and relevant state institutions to
strengthen the fight against intellectual property
rights infringement.

In particular, with the aim of actively involv-

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9.1. Popularisation of knowledge on
intellectual and creative pursuits

In 2023, in order to popularize knowledge on
intellectual property, fostering a culture and re-
spect for intellectual property, raise awareness in
the intellectual property field IP Academy — Na-
tional Training Center on Intellectual Property in
Ukraine, operating under UKRNOIVA, has been
implemented through the following projects.

The all-Ukrainian educational cam-
paign dedicated to the International Day
of Intellectual Property 2023 was intended
to raise the younger generation with a brand new
outlook on the culture of behavior regarding the
results of intellectual and creative pursuits and
respect for the rights of creators.

This has ensured
a professional approach to educational activities
and helped to embrace a wide audience:

— A joint educational event was held within
the framework of the Educational Campaign for
the students of the Superheroes of the NCSH
Okhmatdyt (with M. Prymachenko Family Foun-

In total, 550 participants took part in the
campaign, actively contributing to the organization
and conduct of educational events and obtained
certificates.

The all-Ukrainian educational campaign dedicat-
ed to the International Day of Intellectual Property
started on April 26, 2023, and lasted until August
31, 2023. Due to this campaign, it was managed not
only to raise awareness of intellectual property but
also to engage a large number of teachers, lecturers
and activists who, with their work, contributed to
the fostering of a new generation that respects and
protects intellectual property rights.

The project "Creativity for the Victory"
is aimed at telling about children's creativity, the
formation of a creative children's home front, new
meanings and insights that have been discovered
since the full-scale invasion began. Children's crea-
tivity can find its expression and play an essential
role even under difficult circumstances. Reproducing
their own emotions and experiences in art, children
use all possible tools, including digital technologies
and NFT, to tell the world their own stories about
what hurts. Children's creativity is extremely
important, necessary and valuable because crea-
tive children nowadays will be creative adults
in the years to come.

The creative process can to some extent be
an emotional escape and a source of resilience
and hope during war, giving children the opportuni-
ty to express their stories, emotions and expe-
riences. The project is implemented through the
creation of information digests about children's
creativity and invention for the sake of victory.
Three parts of the project were published:

Part 1. Inventions from a stolen childhood;

Part 2. NFT AND CREATIVITY: insights from a
wartime childhood;

Part 3. Literary war chronicles: stories reflected
in works.

The project "IP Across Borders" is aimed
at providing up-to-date data on learning plat-
forms, courses, master's programs, etc. in order to
implement the concept of lifelong learning. Life-
long learning is becoming increasingly critical in
times of rapidly changing technologies and labor
markets, and the project "IP Across Borders" aims
to help people find information and resources for
continuous self-improvement in the intellectual
property field.

The project "IP TIPS: a checklist for
the representatives of the creative and
innovation sectors" is aimed at raising aware-
ness for public of Ukrainian intellectual property
regulations for various economic sectors, especially
those related to creative industries. The main goal
of the project is to provide access to structured
and up-to-date information that will help repre-
sentatives of these sectors protect their intellec-
tual property rights more effectively, avoid legal
errors and infringements, and navigate complex legal
issues that arise in the course of their activities.

The project "IP Academy Library" is
aimed at the formation of an up-to-date catalogue
of scientific literature for intellectual property
professionals to improve their qualifications and
develop their professional skills. The project
implementation envisages the creation of the-
matic collections of books that will become a valua-
ble source of knowledge and information for special-
ists in this field. Each of these selections contains
carefully chosen books covering various aspects of
intellectual property and providing professionals
in the field with the necessary information to develop
their professional competencies.

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9.2. Preparation, retraining and
raising of personnel capacity in
the field of intellectual property

The two-day training on copyright within
the framework of the Capacity-Building
Project for Women in the Creative Indus-
tries Sector in Ukraine "Women and Intel-
lectual Property: A Catalyst for Innova-
tion and Creativity" implemented with support
of WIPO took place on April 27-28, 2023 The event
was organized by UANIPIO with support of the WIPO
with the aim of highlighting topical issues and rais-
ing awareness of intellectual property issues for
women in the visual arts sector, in particular, fine
arts and photography.

During the training, participants had a unique
opportunity to familiarize themselves with current
copyright trends and practical aspects of enforc-
ing their rights. The training program included
lectures and interactive sessions on various aspects
of intellectual property, such as copyright protec-
tion, work registration, licensing, and combating
copyright infringement.

The training course "IP and emerging
technologies" was organized by UANIPIO with sup-
port of the WIPO Academy. This course was aimed
at students of the Master's degree in Law and was
designed to provide participants with the necessary
knowledge and skills in the field of new technolo-
gies and related issues of intellectual property rights
protection:

— "IP and Artificial Intelligence", 28.08.2023;

— "IP and Internet of Things (IoT) ", 29.08.2023;

—"IP and the Metaverse", 30.08.2023.

During the training, the students had a chance
to get acquainted with the latest trends in this field,
learn about modern innovative technologies and
their impact on legal regulation in the intellectual
property field. They could also study the legal as-
pects of intellectual property rights protection in
the context of using the latest technologies, which
is very significant in the modern world.

During the course, the participants had the
opportunity to learn about the key aspects of work-
ing with trademarks in the virtual environment,
to learn about the most effective strategies and practic-
es for successful protection of trademark rights in
the online space. 81 participants took part in this
training course, 66 of them received a certificate
of successful completion.

The training course "Maximizing Com-
mercialization Opportunities: Technology
Transfer in Universities and Research In-
stitutions" organized with the support of the WIPO
Academy was aimed at providing knowledge and
practical skills necessary for effective management
of technology transfer processes and was targeted at
was aimed at technology transfer managers, employees
of technology transfer offices, employees of TISCs
employees of patent and licensing departments and
scientific research institutions.

55 participants took part in this training
course, 47 of them received a certificate of successful

The project "Case Law of the Court of
Justice of the EU" is aimed at conveying to the
professional community the content of certain
judgments of the EU Court of Justice that are of
utmost importance to the national regulation of
intellectual property law. The aim of the project is
to raise awareness among lawyers, solicitors, judges
and other professionals about the practice of apply-
ing the EU in the field of intellectual property law.

The project is being implemented by translating
into Ukrainian and detailed commenting on certain
judgments of the EU Court of Justice relating to
recent changes in intellectual property legisla-
tion. This provides a deeper understanding of the
essence of certain provisions of the judgments of
the EU Court of Justice, as well as the relevant EU
Directives that affect national legislation and law
enforcement practice in Ukraine.

In 2023, 3 categories of cases were processed:
The resale right, Originality, the notion of work, Bring-
ing to the public's attention and 16 judgments of the
Court of Justice of the European Union were trans-
lated and 16 summaries of these judgments were
written.

and law enforcement. This contributes to the
establishment of a common understanding and
approach to the application of EU intellectual
property law among Ukrainian specialists.

9.3. Promoting the development of
the creative sectors of the economy

Creative industries are based on the genera-
tion and utilization of intellectual property rights.
In global practice, there is no unified list of crea-
tive industries, so over time, this phenomenon be-
gan to encompass activities of vastly different di-
rections — such as museum management and com-
puter games, architecture and traditional folk arts
and crafts. Considering Ukrainian business invol-
vement in the development of creative sectors, sup-
porting representatives of creative industries has
become one of the strategic directions for UANTPIO.
Primarily, this involves clarifying to stakeholders
the advantages that legal tools in intellectual property
law offer to businesses.

The first step of UANIPIO in this direction
was the launch of the programme "34 Poles of
Creativity", driven by the newly created Unit for
the Development of the Creative Sectors of the
Economy and the Department "Academy of Intel-
lectual Property". The aim of the programme is to
work with each particular sector of the creative in-
dustries through seminars, lectures, and work-
shops to provide detailed information on copy-
right and industrial property rights to the repre-
sentatives of the private or public sector working
in the relevant industries, with adaptation to the
specifics and needs of each sector.

The first events within the framework of the
programme were meetings with representatives
of Ukrainian museums, archives, and libraries,
where the audience was presented extensive
explanations of the provisions of the new Law of
Ukraine "On Copyright and Related Rights", include-
ing provisions related to new opportunities for the
digitization of museum and archival items n com-
pliance with the rights of the author, provisions of the
Law regarding orphan works, non-original photo-
graphs, special rights to databases, etc. The issue
of digitization of museum and archival items
during the war, when each museum and archive
is constantly at risk of losing a physical copy of a

a strategic one for UANIPIO. Therefore, throughout
the year, Ukrainian museums were provided with
detailed consultations on compliance with the law
when digitizing museum items and ways to intensify
the digitization process — on the mentioned basis,
the cooperation with the Ministry of Culture and In-
formation Policy of Ukraine was established, and
the latter actively participated in organizing events
within the "34 Poles of Creativity" programme.

Other programme events held in 2023 were
meetings with representatives of sports manage-
ment, jewelry manufacturers, designers and ma-
nufacturers of clothing and footwear, as well as
representatives of the theatre community and
cultural institutions.

It is worth mentioning a seminar organized
for Ukrainian libraries on the implementation of
the Marrakesh Treaty provisions to facilitate ac-
cess to published works for the blind, visually im-
paired or other persons with disabilities to printed
information.

In total, during 2023, 11 seminars and work-
shops were arranged for representatives of various
sectors of the creative industries as part of the prog-
ramme, which covered aspects of the creation and
disposal of a wide range of intellectual property rights,
ranging from copyright objects to designs and
trademarks.

In addition, based on the results of the activi-
ties within the framework of the implementation
of the "IP TIPS: Checklist for Representatives
of the spheres of Creativity and Innovation"
project together with the IP Academy, 5 check-
lists (methodical recommendations) were devel-
oped and distributed by UANIPIO for various branches
of creative industries regarding the use of intel-
lectual property rights in one or another branch
of the creative economy. Examples can be the
checklists "Copyright in Librarianship" (covers
the issue of copyright compliance; digital environ-
ment); "Copyright in the Field of Arts and Art
Education" (the issue of education for artists and
the latest technologies; the emergence and dis-
tribution of copyright; certain aspects of imple-
mentation of property copyright); "Copyright in
Museum Studies" (covers the issue of copyright
compliance when using museum exhibits; copy-
rights in academic works, works made for hire and
commissioned works; digital technologies in mu-
seum studies; peculiarities of the use of photo-
graphs and video recordings.

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Besides the activities included in the "34 Poles
of Creativity" project, the tasks of developing the
creative sectors of the economy in Ukraine were
implemented by the UANIPIO in cooperation with
individual stakeholders, for whom the Depart-
ment for the Development of the Creative Sectors
of the Economy organized lectures, extended
consultations and issued educational materials. For
instance, together with the CASES Media platform,
eight podcasts on aspects of copyright in the creative
industries were recorded and released.

In cooperation with the Ukrainian Fashion Ed-
ucation Group project, the issues related to the use of
artificial intelligence in the fashion industry were
covered for young fashion designers — from creating
digital avatars to enjoyment a special kind of sui
generis right to non-original objects generated by a
computer program, as provided for by the Law of
Ukraine "On Copyright and Related Rights".

UANIPIO also joined the Memory Savers
project, which aims to help Ukrainian museums
preserve the country's cultural heritage using the
latest technologies.

Throughout the year, UANIPIO provided
several hundred consultations to representatives
of the creative industries, comprehensive assis-
tance in developing agreements on the transfer of
copyright, and clarification of the specificities of
the phenomenon of creative industries in Ukraine
and worldwide.

10.1. Compliance with Anti-

In 2023, adhering to a zero-tolerance approach
to corruption, UANIPIO ensured the organization
of effective work aimed at preventing corrupt acti-
vities in accordance with anti-corruption legis-
lation and local policies on preventing corruption
and related offenses through the implementation
of a number of measures.

These include:

1. Development and implementation of
Procedure for organizing and ensuring the con-
sideration of reports on possible facts of corruption
or corruption-related offences committed by whis-
tleblowers in UANIPIO.

10.2. Compliance with Financial
Discipline

UANTIPIO focuses on the introduction of risk-
oriented planning and the execution of separate
audit tasks, the main purpose of which is to control
the effective use of funds and assets of UANIPIO,
the legality of procurement procedures.

The funds received by UANIPIO for actions
related to the intellectual property rights protec-
tion are earmarked and used exclusively to en-
sure the development and functioning of the state
system of intellectual property legal protection in
accordance with the estimate of UANIPIO and the
financial plan approved by the Ministry of Economy
of Ukraine. Receipt and use of funds from fees
for actions related to the protection of intellectu-
al property rights are carried out in accordance
with the procedure provided for by the Resolution
of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine dated De-
cember 23, 2004, No. 1716 (as amended), and in
accordance with the Procedure for the Use of
Proceeds from Fees for Actions Related to the
Protection of Intellectual Property Rights, approv-
ed by the Order of the Ministry of Economy of
Ukraine dated November 28, 2022 No. 4850.

property and innovations. The receipt of funds is
carried out on the basis of the Procedure for the
Provision of Paid Services of the State Organiza-
tion "Ukrainian National Office for Intellectual
Property and Innovations", approved by the
Order dated February 17, 2023, and the List of Paid
Services provided by the State Organization
"Ukrainian National Office for Intellectual Property
and Innovations".

The use of funds is carried out in compliance
with financial discipline, taking into account the
status of UANIPIO as a state non-profit organiza-
tion. Financial indicators are detailed in the an-
nual cost estimates of UANIPIO and financial
plans. The financial plan for 2023 was approv-
ed by the Ministry of Economy of Ukraine.

Procurement is carried out pursuant to the
current legislation of Ukraine, using the Prozorro
electronic public procurement system. In UANIPIO,
the formation of monthly reports on purchases is
ensured. In 2023, due to the policy of compliance
with financial discipline, introduced in UANIPIO
in the part of procurement, 6.507 million UAH
were saved.

As a result of mandatory audit of the 2023
financial statements, carried out at UANIPIO, an
independent auditor's report was obtained on the
results of the audit of the annual financial state-
ments for 2023.

According to the results of the audit of the
annual financial statements for 2023, no viola-
tions of the financial statements were found.

During relevant tax claim periods, UANIPIO
submitted the financial statements on time.

10.3. Processing of Appeals

In 2023, a total of 45,247 letters were sub-
mitted to UANIPIO for consideration, including
2,519 documents taken under control. The dead-
lines for the execution of control documents were
set pursuant to the current legislation.

In order to ensure timely and proper execu-
tion of control documents, the control thereof is
performed.

During the reporting period, UANIPIO con-
sidered and provided responses to a total of 2,519
control documents, namely: 465 inquiries (orders)
from central, local, and territorial executive bodies;

10.4. Human resources policy
and advanced training of
employees

Taking into account the role of UANIPIO in
the development of the state system of intellectual
property legal protection of Ukraine, ensuring the
enforcement of intellectual property rights and the
development of the innovation ecosystem and
creativity in Ukraine, the staff plays a leading role
in building the resource base of UANIPIO and its
development.

The IP office, taking care of a positive employer
brand, develops its HR policy on the basis of at-
tracting qualified employees and their continuous
development, high involvement and respon-
sibility for the common result, inclusiveness, high
corporate culture and ethical standards, and
integrity.

As of December 31, 2023, the number of em-
ployees at UANIPIO was 614 persons. Throughout
the year, vacancies were filled at a rate of 85%.

The staffing table as of December 31 of the
reporting year consisted of 734 staff units, which
in terms of categories of professions and posi-
tions was as follows: managers - 27%, profes-
sionals - 60%, specialists and technical employees -
10%, employees of working professions - 3%.

In 2023, 48 employees began studying part-
time at institutions of higher education with the
fourth level of accreditation, with 33 of them pur-
suing a second degree in the "Intellectual Property"
educational program.

Employees of the IP Office systematically
participated as listeners and speakers in educa-
tional and training conferences, seminars and
discussions on various intellectual property law
topics, including regional seminars.

Within the framework of harmonization of
practices and European integration, UANIPIO
specialists participated in more than 35 online
events organized by the EPO and EUIPO. In the
context of strengthening cooperation with the EPO
and EUIPO, UANIPIO examiners provided with
free access to the catalog of training courses of
the EPO and EUIPO Academy on examination of
IP rights, legal and procedural aspects of exami-
nation from the moment of filing an application
to the issuance of a security document.

Additionally, the UANIPIO examiners con-
tinued to improve their skills in working with
EPO services and programs, in particular, the
EPOQUE Net patent database, INPADOC data-
base. They also enhanced their competence by
participating in trainings on patenting software
and hardware tools and business methods (OUO1-
2023), seminars on clarity and sufficiency of dis-
closure in the pharmaceutical field (OSo1a-2023)
and in the biotechnology field (OSo1c-2023),
seminars on the clarity and sufficiency of disclo-
sure of inventions in the field of artificial intelli-
gence and learning data (OSo1c-2023). Further-
more, they took part in a series of training pro-
grams with tutors on best practices for aligning
invention claims (0OS03-2023), etc.
