nJanuary, 2000, the State Patent Office

of Ukraine (the SPOU) will celebrate
the 8th anniversary of its creation. It is
worth while to recollect how the young
independent Ukraine formed one of the
obligatory attributes of its nationhood.

Right after declaration of the independen-
cy of Ukraine, the immediate actions were
taken to form the structure of the state sys-
tem of industrial property protection and

of its main elements. In 1992,
in accordance with the basic
provisions of the Paris Conven-
tion on industrial property pro-
tection, by the order of the Ca-
binet of Ministers of Ukraine,
the State Patent Office of
Ukraine was established as an
independent body that imple-
ments the state policy in the
industrial property protection sphere.

For the elapsed time, the foundation was
laid to the legislative-normative basis con-
cerning the industrial property rights pro-
tection. Eleven legislative and sixty nor-
mative acts are today in force in Ukraine.
Several more draft legislative acts are
being prepared. The technology for
examination of applications was devel-
oped by the Scientific and Research
Center for Patent Examination ((.he
SRCPE), as well as of state registration,
publication and issue of the documents of
title. For the years of its activities the
SPOU granted the legal ploiggion tu

goods and services. After the SRCPE was
subordinated to the SPOU in December
1997 (till that time the SRCPE had been
subordinated to the Ministry for Science
and Technologies) the SRCPE was pro-
vided with the premises with the total area
of 5000 m2. The number of examiners
was increased from 184 to 355 persons;
the SRCPE is completely financed from
the fees obtained for the services rendered
in accordance with the legislation of
Ukraine in effect. This provided the possi-
bility to ensure the adequate examination
of Lhe applications for legal protection of
the industrial property objects.

The effective system of the administrative
protection of the applicants’ rights as well
as those of the owners of the documents
of title was developed. For this period the
Board of Appeal of the SPOU has exam-
ined more than 200 cases concerning the
examination decisions on the grant of the
documents of title.

In order to ensure the effective state sci-
entific and technical patent examination,
the Official Patent Information Fund and
reference-search engine was created using
the up-to-date information technologies,
including the automated translation from
foreign languages. The automated sys-
tems «Invention», «Marks for goods and
services» and «Office procedures» were
put into operation. The corporate network

and built, and now via radio-bridge it
unites almost 200 automated working
places (more than 300 automated working
places were purchased). The automated
system «Industrial Designs» is now almost
completed. The total volume of the search
file of the patent documentation of the
SRCPE is 7 000 CD-ROMS. To provide
for the needs of inventors and business-
men the Patent Information Fund for pub-
lic use was created.

Two state standards «Patent Research.
Main provisions and procedure for carry-
ing out thereof» and «Patent Pattern. Main
provisions. Procedure for its drawing up
and completion» to be complied with by
economic agents financed from the State
budget in the phases of creation and
exploitation of the results of scientific and
technical activities have been developed
and are in lorce in Ukraine.

The Patent Office timely and objectively
analyzes the current situation, rapidly
reacts to the changes, introduces adequate
legal adjustments concerning regulation
of the industrial properly market. The
institution, new for Ukraine, was created
and introduced - the institute of patent
attorneys for intellectual property protec
tion. The SPOU prepared and registered
164 patent attorneys. The SPOU actively
participates in preparation of qualified
experts for intellectual property protec-
tion. Eighty experts with higher education
in patent protection for the SPOU and
SRCPE were prepared. There was pro-
vided advanced training in English for 80
experts of the SRCPE. In order to prepare
the specialists in intellectual property pro-
tection the Institute for intellectual prop-
erty- protection and law of the SPOU
admitted the first students in 1999.

The official bulletin «Promyslova Vlasnist»
(«Industrial Property») and scientific and
practical journal «Intelektual’'na Vlasnist»
(«Intellectual Property») are being pub-
lished. The considerable number of scientif-
ic and practical editions in the area of intel
lectual property protection were published.

The SPOU creates the possibilities of
access to the patent information for the
broad layers of citizens. The fund of
patent information for public use was cre-
ated, this was the beginning of the patent
library for public use. It embraces the
unique sources of information on industri-
al property objects, patent - law and ref-
erence literature. The library is the only
one in Ukraine, that contains almost 10
000 official bulletins of the patent offices
of 54 countries and 3 international organ-
izations, as well as more than 3000 CD-
ROMs with patent information.

The SPOU established international rela-
tions in the industrial property protection
area in order to facilitate the protection of
industrial property rights in Ukraine and
abroad. The documentation
exchange arrangements were established
with almost 60 countries. This enables
Ukraine to enter the world market of
goods and services, in particular the high
technologies markets, as well as to devel-
op the foreign economic relations.

patent

Ukraine is a member of the WIPC) (World
Intellectual Property Organization), and is
party to nine main international agreements
and treaties, as well as to a number of bilat-
eral agreements that contain provisions on
intellectual property rights protection, in par-
ticular with the European Union and the USA.

The above enables us to say that despite
the existing difficulties, the state system for
industrial property protection in Ukraine is
mostly created, it is active and it develops
successfully. This development is provid
ed without the considerable expenditures
from the state budget, mainly at the
expense of fees for services rendered in
accordance with the legislation in effect.

Within the administrative reform that
takes place in Ukraine, the SPOU is cur-
rently being reorganized, and we hope
this will enable it, after acquiring the new
status, to resolve the issues on the indus-
trial property protection in Ukraine. O

Taking into
account the acquired experience, the pro-
posals were prepared concerning the intro-
duction of changes and supplements to the
corresponding legislative acts.

PROPERTY PROTECTION

The Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine on IGIh
June, 1999, in the first reading adopted
the draft Law of Ukraine «On changes
and supplements to the Law of Ukraine
«On the patent protection of inventions
and utility’ models», that was developed
by the SPOU. At the same time the Law
of Ukraine «On changes and supplements
to the Law of Ukraine «On the patent pro-
tection of marks for goods and services»
was adopted, that was proposed for con-
sideration at the initiative of the Peoples’
Deputies of Ukraine.

An introduction of changes and supple-
ments to the Law of Ukraine «On the
patent protection of inventions and utility
models» is stipulated, first of all, by the
necessity of harmonization of the national
legislation provisions with the requirements
of international agreements, by creation
of the favorable conditions for applicants
and patent holders for inventions, in con
nection with the acquirement and realiza-
tion of the property rights to inventions,
utility models, and resolving at the legislative
level of the problem appeared due to the
discontinuance of issue of the patents with

the validity term of 5 years without the
application of substantive examination.

A serious attention was paid to the activi-
ties for the development of new normative
acts concerning the regulation of legal
relations that appear between the employ-
ee and employer when creating and use
of the rationalization proposals.

An important stage in the activities on the
creation of die legal basis for regulation of
relations in intellectual property sphere in
Ukraine is the adoption by the Verkhovna
Rada of Ukraine on 16thJune, 1999, of the
Law of Ukraine «On patent protection of
rights for indication of goods origin».

The necessity to introduce in Ukraine the
protection for the rights to indication of
goods origin was stipulated, first of all, by
the needs of the domestic developing
market. Prior to the adoption of this Law
the indication of goods origin was pro-
tected by the prohibition to use false or
those that can deceive indications. But
such a protection did not guarantee the
effective protection and popularization of
goods and services, which reputation and
guality is the exclusive result of the
national art, traditions of fabrication and
natural resources of Ukraine.

Besides this fact, the protection of rights to
this intellectual property objects is provid-
ed for by the international obligations of
Ukraine, proceeding from the signed

bilateral agreements, requirements of
international agreements to which
Ukraine is a party or intends to accede to.
For example, the Agreement on partner-
ship and cooperation between Ukraine
and European Community (hereinafter -
APC) dated 16thJune, 1994, obliges Uk-
raine to ensure the adequate level of pro-
tection for all intellectual property objects
rights, including the effective means inten-
ded to ensure the observation of such
rights, that are similar to those existing in
the EC. The accession of Ukraine to the
General Agreement on Trade and Tariffs
(GATT) also requires the solution of
issues concerning the protection of the
mentioned intellectual property objects.

In 1999, the SPOU also ensured the ful-
fillment of the other international obliga-
tions of Ukraine. In accordance with the
para. 2, Article 50, and Appendix Ill of
the APC, Ukraine is obliged to accede to
the international conventions on intellec-
tual property protection, in particular to
the Protocol to the Madrid Agreement on
International Registration of Marks (Mad-
rid, 1989) and to the Nice Agreement on
International Classification of goods and
services for marks registration (Geneva,
1957, new edition 28th September, 1979).

The SPOU developed and agreed with the
other central bodies of the executive power
a package of normative acts concerning the
ratification by Ukraine of these internation-
al legal acts, that have a great importance
for the development of economic relations
of Ukraine with the other countries.

In accordance with the provisions of the
Protocol to the Madrid Agreement, the
national applicants that wish to protect
their trademark abroad will have a number
of advantages, namely: simplification of the
registration procedure, reduction of regis-
tration period and reduction of expenses.

The participation in the Nice Agreement
will enable Ukraine to initiate an intro-
duction of changes and supplements to
the International Classification of goods
and services in order to provide the more

goods, that will considerably lacilitate the
preparation, search and examination of
applications for the mark for goods and
services, provide the universal character
and common methodological approach to
the systematization of goods and services.

The timely and due fulfillment of obliga-
tions under the APC by Ukrainian will
facilitate the adaptation of the national
legislation to the EC legislation in the
intellectual property' protection, that, in its
turn, will help Ukraine to become an asso-
ciative member of the EC. The perform-
ance of these works is provided for by the
Decree of the Cabinet of Ministers of
Ukraine dated 12.06.98 No. 852. «On
implementation of the mechanism of
adaptation of Ukrainian legislation to the
European Community legislation».

In 1999, the SPOU also carried out other
works on the development of the national
legislation basis regarding its harmoniza-
tion with the requirements of internation-
al legal acts in industrial property protec-
tion. First of all, this includes the ensuring
of internal state procedures realization
concerning entering in force of the multi-
lateral agreements made by the CIS mem-
ber states and development of projects in
which the SPOU participated directly.

Taking into consideration that on (jlhJuly,

becomes actual. The personnel of the
SPOU having considered the text of the
international act came to conclusion that
the simplification of the procedure to
obtain the industrial design rights protec-
tion and reduction of expenses when
obtaining the patent protection abroad,

Ukraine. The domestic manufacturers will
be interested to obtain the industrial
design patent protection in member states
of this Agreement, because the export of
their production will have guarantee of
protection against counterfeits. The possi-
bility to use the international registration
of industrial designs by the national man-
ufacturers will stimulate the penetration of
domestic products in international mar-
kets, and the formation of new industrial
and commercial relations will facilitate the
economic development of Ukraine.

The future accession of Ukraine to the
Geneva Act of the Hague Agreement on inter-
national deposit of industrial designs puts
forward a task concerning the adaptation
of some norms of Ukraine Law «On the
patent protection of industrial designs» to
this up-to-date international legal act.

The state system of industrial property
objects rights protection is in the process
of administrative reforming. In the year
2000, the main task of the experts who will
serve this state administration system will
be to continue works on implementation
of legal and other normative acts adopted
in 1999. One of the patent legislation effi-
ciency indicators is die availability of the
guaranteed protection of rights and legal
interests of those who creates in scientific
and technical sphere. So, one of the im-
portant tasks that we face today is the
development of proposals concerning:

m  introduction of changes into the legisla-
tion in effect regarding the increasing of
responsibility for owners’ rights infringe-
ment, in particular, an implementation
of the enforcement measures that will
allow to restore the infringed right and
effectively protect the interests of indus-
trial property objects creators;

m  resolution at the legislative level of the
issue concerning determination of the
intellectual property objects owner of
the results of scientific and technical
development carried out at the ex-
pense of the state budget;

For the reported period, more than 50
services were rendered to the individuals
and legal entities, mainly in the issues of
inventors remuneration, payment of roy-
alties, fees, and taxation of individuals'
and legal entities’ income obtained from
the use of the intellectual property objects.

The methodical assistance was given to
the state legislative and executive bodies, as
well as to the public organizations in the
economic and legal issues concerning the
use of industrial property objects. In par-
ticular, in the issues of legal relations reg-
ulation in the intellectual property sphere at
the enterprises with different kinds of
ownership; in the issues concerning the
right to investments on the territory of Uk-
raine in form of rights to the intellectual
property objects; in the issues concerning
the stipulation of intangible assets cost
when including them into the balance sheet
and authorized capital during privatization.

The experts of the Department partici-
pated in the work of the Appeal Board of
the SPOU, in holding of 6 seminars on
economic and legal issues in the industri-
al property object protection and use,
including the IPO appraisal. There were
prepared and published 4 articles and 2
columns «Questions and answers» in the
scientific and practical journal «Intellec-
tual property», as well as some articles in
the newspaper «SVIT».

For the reported period, the orders of the
Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine, adminis-
tration of the Ministry of Ukraine for
Science and Technologies, and of SPOU
were fulfilled.

A great attention was paid to the creation
of new automated systems.

The automated system «Procedure» for
registration and control of the document
circulation was put into operation. This
system provides the complete automation
of registration of all incoming and outgo-
ing correspondence of the SPOU, ensures
an effective control over the ministerial
duties, provides the confidential exchange
of the internal documents via E-mail
between the managers of all levels. In
future the automated system «Procedure»
will become the basis for creation of the
«electronic archive» of the SPOU.

The main trend of the activities in the
computerization sphere in this year has
become the technical re-equipment of the
SPOU and SRCPE. The experts of the
automation department of the SPOU toge-
ther with their colleges from the correspon-
dent department of the SRCPE carried
out the profound reconstruction of the
local computer network of the SRCPE in
order to finally separate the parts of the
network that serve the automated system
«Inventions» and the automated system
«Marks for goods and services». The pow-
erful computer DEC-ALPHA was transfer
red to the SRCPE from the SPOU that is
used as the data server for the automated
system «Marks for goods and services».

The profound modernization of the serv-
er part of the local computer network of
the SPOU was carried out. Five powerful
servers with up-to-date architecture were
installed and put into operation.

The modernized local networks of the
SPOU and SRCPE were put together into
the corporative computer network via
radio-bridge that provides 10 Mb/sec data
traffic.

The works were carried out to connect the
SPOU to the global computer network
INTERNET and E-mail, the trial opera-
tion of new sources of information is tak-
ing place. The Web page of the SPOU is
created and the E-mail is organized.

According
to the results of this testing the out-of-date
computers produced in 1992-1994 that
were in the balance sheet of the SPOU
and SRCPE (42 computers) were mod-
ernized. The modernized equipment is
put into operation.

The use of computers in new spheres of
the technological process of the industrial
property protection, enhancement of the
automation level of information processes
requires the further development of the
correspondent technical means. On the
basis of the analysis of requirements of the
SPOU and SRCPE departments the cur-
rent needs were determined in expansion
and modernization of computer pool with
the up-to-date equipment, introduction of
the new software for the information tech-
nologies. The complex of the research
works was carried out to determine the
hardware and software that could most
fully meet the demands of the SPOU and
its available possibilities. The correspon-
dent proposals were submitted for the
consideration of the management of the
SPOU.

I'he pilot sample of the information
search engine for foreign optical CD-
ROM disks was created to be installed in
the Public Fund of Patent Documentation
of the SPOI , to this end four workstations
on the basis of the up-to-date computers
were connected via electronic multiplex-
er. The specialized software for search of
necessary data on the CD-ROM disks
with foreign patent information, that the
Fund obtained from the SPOU, was
installed and put into operation.

The annual reports on information activi-
ties of the SPOU for 1998 in the sphere of
patents, marks for goods and services as
well as industrial designs were prepared
and submitted to the WIPO.

One of the main functions of the Patent
Documentation and Information Depart-
ment is the organization and coordination
of works on documentary' supply of all the
technological cycle stages of the industrial
property' objects legal protection observ-
ing the requirements of the Ukrainian leg-
islation in effect and international norms.
The principles and forms of patent docu-
ments presentation are being developed.
The experts of the Department actively
participated in the work of the WIPO
Standing Committee for information tech-
nologies, in particular, of the Working
Group for standardization and documen-
tation. The comments and proposals on
new standards developed by the WIPO
International Bureau were prepared, as
well as on the changes and additions to
those in effect. The draft provision con-
cerning the harmonization of codes use
for republications and procedure for
announcement of corrections and changes
in the patent documents on various carri-
ers was prepared. The proposals on the
presentation of the bibliographic data ele-
ments concerning the references included
in the patent documents were also being
prepared, as well as those on the physical
characteristics of the patent documents.

The legislation basis was being agreed
and the part was taken in the develop-
ment of the normative acts that directly
influence the documentary supply' of the
technological processes of industrial prop-
erty objects legal protection.

Today the issue of industrial property pro-
tection and use plays an important role in
the commercial, business and foreign
activities of the entities and organizations
of various kinds of ownership. Under
these conditions all agents of economic
activities shall fully understand what the

In 1997, the Intellectual Property and Law
Institute was established for preparation
of experts with a unique specialization
7000002 «Intellectual property» in the
sphere of legal protection and commercial
use of the intellectual property objects.
As a part of expert preparation in this
specialty, in 1999, the admission was
announced for the first time for Lhose
graduates who would like to get the high-
er education in intellectual property
sphere in form of correspondent courses.
Ten employees of the SPOU and fifteen
of the SRCPE entered this Institute.

In order to ensure that Intellectual
Property' and Law Institute could prepare
the intellectual property experts, the work
was carried out in 1999 to provide the
Institute with training programs, training
and methodical documentation, software
for tests of the experts’ knowledge in intel-
lectual property sphere as well as of the
candidates in patent attorneys, and for test
results processing, and other necessary lit-
erature. The activities to staff faculty mem-
bers and to provide the Institute with the
up-to-date equipment were completed.

In the Interindustrial Institute of the
Personnel Qualification Enhancement in
new trends of the technique and technol-
ogy development at the Kharkov State
Polytechnic University on the specialized
patent faculty with correspondence form
of study 17 employees obtained diplomas
in specialization «<management, marketing
and intellectual property legal protection»
in 1999, 6 of them were from the SPOU
and 11 of them — from the SRCPE. One
more group of 28 experts of the SPOU
and SRCPE are continuing their studies.

In the Interregional Academy for
Personnel Management 2 experts of the
SPOU obtained qualification of the
«lawyer» in specialty «economic and
labor law».

With the aim of propaganda of knowl-
edge in intellectual property 6 seminars
were organized and held: 3 scientific and
practical as well as training seminars on
the basis of the Ukrainian Institute of sci-
entific-and-technical and economic infor-
mation, 2 seminars — together with the
SRCPE, and international conference

The accession to the new
Act of the Hague Agreement on interna-
tional registration of industrial designs is
of interest of the state on the whole as well
as of national and foreign applicants, in
particular. This will allow to improve the
state system of the industrial property pro-
tection and will make more efficient the
activities on accession of Ukraine to the
World trade Organization as well as its
integration into the EC.

In 1999, the international seminar
«Madrid System of the international regis-
tration of marks» was organized and held
in Kiev together with the WIPO
International Bureau, where about 60
patent attorneys of Ukraine, experts of the
SRCPE and the SPOU took part. The par-
ticipation in such international events
allows the experts of the SPOU to work
out the common positions with the
experts of other bodies of state adminis-
tration, and to use the practical experi-
ence of the other countries for develop-
ment of the national legislation and nor-
mative basis.

Cooperation with the European Community

The SPOU, in accordance with the Plan
of actions aimed at the realization of the
Strategy of integration of Ukraine into the
European Community (EC), and with the
priorities of the Joint Working Program
for implementation of the Agreement on
partnership and cooperation between
Ukraine and EC for the period 1998-1999
in the sphere of industrial property pro-
tection, is constantly carrying out the work
aimed at amending and enhancing of the
legislation basis and body of laws in
general. The Concept of development of
relations with the EC and the program of
integration of Ukraine into the EC in the
sphere of industrial property objects
protection were developed. The program

European Patent Office (EPO). The

experts of the SPOU and of the SRCPE
took part in 2 specialized seminars that
were organized by the International
Academy of the EPO and fully financed
by the EPO wunder the TACIS/ICON
program. In August, the administrator of
the Directorate of the international
cooperation of the EPO arrived in the
SPOU on a working visit, during which
the issues of further cooperation under the
new stage of the TACIS program and the
participation of the SPOU in the regional
CD-ROM project were discussed.

Bilateral and regional cooperation

The SPOU ensures the fulfillment of obli
gations under the bilateral and regional
agreements of Ukraine in the part that reg-
ulates the legal relations in the industrial
property sphere. These are agreements on
cooperation in the sphere of science and
technologies as well as trade and eco-
nomic agreements, in the total it is 22
agreements. The experts of the SPOU are
engaged into the activities of 23 working
groups, commissions and committees in
part concerning the industrial property
protection. There are 7 intergovernmental
and 2 regional agreements on cooperation
in industrial property protection. In 1999,
two more regional agreements were
signed with the CIS countries. The actions
were taken to prepare the signing of the
Intergovernmental Agreement on cooper-
ation with the patent offices of
Kazakhstan, Poland, Hungary, Bulgaria
and Germany that provide for the con-
crete joint measures. In 1999, the
Agreement on cooperation in industrial
property protection was agreed and
signed between the SPOU and Industrial
Property Department of Czech Republic.
In realization of the Memorandum provi-
sions concerning mutual understanding
between the SPOU and German Patent
and Trademark Office the representatives
of the SRCPE visited and familiarized
with the work of the Patent Office of
Germany. The practice of work of such a
big office under the conditions of market
economy is very interesting and useful for
the SPOU. The business trip was finan-
cially supported by the German
Foundation for International Legal
Cooperation IRZ.

One more priority trend of the interna-
tional cooperation of the SPOU is the
activities of the Interstate Council of the
CIS countries for the industrial properh
protection (ISC). Since 1993 the chairman
of the SPOU has been a chairman of the
ISC, and since 1996 the personnel of the
SPOU has been performing the functions
of the Council Secretariat. Actively col-

One of the main tasks of the Department,
when considering the agreements/license
agreements, is to provide the legal char
acter of rights transfer under the above
agreements.

For 9 months of 1999, the SPOU received
for registration and considered 405 agree-
ments on property rights transfer for the
IPO (hereinafter - agreement) and license
agreements for their use, 293 agreements
were registered, including: for inven-
tions — 87, for industrial designs — 45, for
utility models — 3, for marks for goods
and services — 158.

Among the registered agreements — 156
agreements on property rights transfer for
the IPO and 121 license agreements.

During 9 months of 1999, there were reg-
istered 57 license agreements according to
which the rights to use two and more
objects of industrial property were trans-
ferred, and there were registered 42 agree-
ments on rights transfer for several objects
at the same time. Several licenses were
granted for use of 20 objects. The majori-
ty of license agreements on use of inven-
tions are made for the validity term of the
patent. The validity term of the majority
of license agreements on the use of marks
is from 1 to 5 years.

Form the total amount of the registered
agreements (license agreements) on in-
ventions, 17.8% belongs to the priority
trends in the development of science and
technology, among which the important
place is occupied by inventions connected
with the human health protection.

The right to use marks and industrial de-
signs were mainly transferred for the pro-
duction and realization of alcoholic
drinks.

The most active in transfer of the proper-
ty right for inventions are the individuals.
The activity o( the non-government struc
tures in purchase and sale of inventions
and industrial designs remains stable. For
the reported period, the vast majority of
agreements on marks transfer agreements
were made between the foreign compa-
nies. Among the world famous companies
on the Ukrainian market of goods and
services are Proctor and Gamble, Kodak
C.A., Revlon Consumers Products Corpo-
ration, General Motors Corporation.

The license agreements for use of marks
were mostly made between the state and
non-state economic agents.

It is necessary to mention the increased
number of registered license agreements
on use of international marks that became
patent protected in Ukraine in accordance
with the Madrid Agreement on interna-
tional registration of marks.

carried out 3665 consultations on the
mentioned issues and responded to 134
applications and claims from individuals
and legal entities.

In order to facilitate the development of
the inventor’s activity in Ukraine, the
SPOU with the participation of Depart-
ment introduced a new kind of consulta-
tion services, namely: the methodical and
information materials were developed as
well as reference information concerning
protection, use and protection of rights to
the intellectual property objects, for free
distribution among administrations, de-
partments, regional Centers for scientific
and technical information, regional state
administrations, regional councils of the
Partnerships of Inventors and Innovators
of Ukraine, scientific-and-production cen-
ters, and individuals.

To wide-spread the information concern-
ing the state patent system development,
the SPOU participated in organization
and holding of the exhibitions in Ukraine.
In particular, with the participation of the
Service, in April 1999, the X1 Exhibition-
Contesl «Looking into the XXI century»
was held among the young innovators in
the Center for scientific and technical cre-
ativity of the young people (c. Kiev). The
exposition of the SPOU is a part of a per-
manent exhibition «Ukraine - step into
the future century» in the National center
for exhibitions (c. Kiev).

The Service also performed a number of
works connected with the operative
informing of the ministers, departments,
regional, Kiev and Sevastopol city admin-
istrations, on normative and legislative
acts entered into force that deal with the
protection, use and protection of rights for
industrial property objects, as well as
informed of the SPOU activities, in partic-
ular, those of the Service, in mass
media.
