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FOREWORD

The State Patent Office of Ukraine presents
its first official report on activities in 1992-1994.

After the declaration of independence of
Ukraine in August 1991 the task to create a
national system for industrial property legal

protection arose.

It was in 1992 when formation of the national
patent system was initiated and the State Patent
Office of Ukraine (the SPOU) was founded in
accordance with the Resolution of the Cabinet of
Ministers of Ukraine dated January 27, 1992.
On July 21, 1992 the Regulation on the SPOU
was approved and its main tasks were defined as
follows: realization of the state policy strategy in
the field of industrial property legal protection ,
formation and implementation of a system of
measures aimed at functioning of the single
industrial property system in Ukraine.

An organization structure ofthe Patent Office
was formed and measures on creation of its material
and technical basis and staff completing were
taken. Moreover, special attention was paid to
the selection of the experts for Scientific and
Research Center for Patent Examination. Today
the staff of the SPOU is completed with highly-
skilled specialists in the field ofindustrial property
protection.

When familiarizing with this report, one should
take into account that after disintegration of the
USSR when legislative basis and the state patent
service had not yet been created, there was
vacuum as to providing industrial property
protection in Ukraine. A powerful information and
examination base of the Patent Office of the
USSR remained in Russia.

“Provisional Regulation Concerning the Legal
Protection of Industrial Property and Rationali-
zation Proposals in Ukraine” approved by the
President’s Decree dated September 18, 1992 was
the first step on the way leading to creation of
legislative basis for realization of the state policy
in the field ofindustrial property legal protection.
This “Regulation”, in complex with regulatory
documents worked out by the SPOU, allowed
within relatively short term to accomplish a number

of tasks of transitional period, in particular re-
registration of industrial property titles ofthe former
USSR. Just in December 1992 first patents of
Ukraine for inventions were granted. Granting

of industrial design patents, trademark and
service mark certificates was initiated in June
1994,

As from 1993 the Official Bulletin of the SPOU
“Promyslova Vlasnist” (“Industrial Property”) has
been issued.

A great work has been done with the
participation of the SPOU specialists on
preparation of a permanent legislative base in the
field of industrial property protection. The adoption
by the Supreme Rada of the Ukraine of the laws
on the protection of rights in inventions, utility
models, industrial designs, trademarks and service
marks as well as the Law on the protection of rights



in varieties of plants, was the result of this work.

A normative basis for the deposit of
microorganisms has being developed in Ukraine
for the first time.

A new for our country institution - intellectual
property representatives (Patent Attorneys), started
its functioning in 1992.

The SPOU permanently devotes particular
attention to the development of international
cooperation in the field of industrial property
protection, to determining the role of Ukraine
and strengthening of its prestige in appropriate
international organizations. In 1992 Ukraine was
the first among the states-subjects of the former
USSR who has declared that the most important
international agreements in the field of
industrial property protection such as the Paris
Convention for the Protection of Industrial
Property, the Patent Cooperation Treaty (PCT)
and the Madrid Agreement Concerning the
International Registration of Marks continue to be
applicable to its territory.

Within the framework of bilateral relations
agreements on cooperation in the field of industrial
property protection between the Government of
Ukraine and those of Russia and Belarus have
been concluded. Business relations with the Patent
Offices of Germany, Austria, Great Britain and
other countries have been established. The
problems of industrial property protection have
found their reflection in international agreements
of Ukraine concluded with the USA, Switzerland
and European Community.

In 1993 with the purpose of coordinating the
efforts aimed at settling mutual problems
concerning industrial property protection that
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arose on disintegration of the USSR, the Heads of
Governments of 10 states-subjects of the former
USSR signed an agreement on measures for the
protection of industrial property as well as on
foundation of Interstate Council on the problems
of the CIS industrial property protection.

One of the main tasks of the Interstate
Council was creation of a regional system for
protection of industrial property, particularly

inventions, that could enable simplifying the
procedure of obtaining legal protection in each
member-state, provided conservation of inde-
pendence of national patent systems. The
functioning of such a system should be ensured
by the Eurasian Patent Convention, signed in
September 1994 by the Heads of Governments
of Azerbaijan, Armenia, Belarus, Georgia,
Kazakhstan, Moldova, Russia, Tajikistan and
Ukraine.

The system of industrial property protection in
Ukraine is still on the initial stage of its
development. There is a number of difficult
problems that are to be settled, namely, a lack of
appropriate patent and information collections that
are necessary for effective functioning ofthe system,
insufficient material and technical support, shortage
of skilled specialists in patent science etc.

The SPOU takes proper measures for
overcoming the said difficulties with the aim to
provide reliable legal protection of industrial
property in the territory of Ukraine for both
domestic and foreign applicants that would
promote the development of scientific and
technical progress in the state and foreign
investments incoming, particularly as the latest
advanced technologies.

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Tasks and functions of
structural subdivisions

Law and Patent Policy Department

Law and Patent Policy Department is one
of the  main functional subdivisions of the
SPOU. The Department’s activity is aimed at
working out effective forms and methods of state

regulation of legal relations in the field of
industrial property  protection, working out
proposals concerning elaboration and adoption

of legislative acts and international agreements on
protection of industrial property rights.

To fulfil the tasks prescribed, the Department
organizes and participates in drafting of legislative
acts on industrial property rights protection,
generalizes the practice of applying the legislation
currently in force, submits proposals on its
improving, studies, summarizes and analyses the
other countries’ experience on industrial property
legal protection.

Industrial Property Economics Department

The guidelines for activity of the Department
are following: settling of economic problems
connected with protection of industrial property
rights and their use, analysing of the status and
tendencies of activity in the field of industrial
property protection. The Department, within its
competence, takes part in elaborating of legislative
acts, studies and summarizes the experience of
industrial countries as to economic problems in
the field of industrial property protection, carries
out the analysis of statistic and economic
information.

Patenting and Licensing Department

The Department’s activity is aimed at solving
problems related to obtaining protection for
inventions and other subject matter of industrial
property in foreign countries as well as to
assignment of the industrial property rights.
According to the tasks prescribed, the Department
prepares proposals as to registration of licence
agreements and agreements on the assignment
of the industrial property rights, considers petitions
of natural persons and legal entities as to their
intentions to obtain legal protection for inventions
and other subject matter of industrial property in
foreign countries, works out systematic materials
concerning the problems within its competence.

Patent Documentation and Information
Department

The activity of the Department is directed to
provide an effective functioning of patent
information and documentation system.
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The main tasks ofthe Department are following:

elaboration of the unified forms of titles of
protection for inventions, industrial designs,
trademarks and service marks as well as of

documents for attesting Patent Attorneys’ activity,
creation of information collections on the basis of
national and foreign sources, creation of patent-
and-information systems.

The Department, within its competence,
elaborates the structure of unified forms of
documents at the stage of obtaining industrial
property rights, organizes completing, handling
and using of patent collections, provides exchange
of information with foreign countries.

Automation and Computerization of
Information Activity Department

The Department’s activity is mainly directed
to development and implementation of
automation means for information and procedure
ensuring of industrial property protection, to
defining the main directions of automation and
computerization of the SPOU.

The Department according to the tasks
prescribed, provides creation and functioning of
automated databases on inventions, industrial
designs, trademarks and service marks, automation
and computerization of information and functional
activity of the structural subdivisions of the SPOU.
It also elaborates plans for automation means
implementation for providing industrial property
legal protection.

State Registers Department

The activity of the Department is aimed at
carrying out state registration of inventions, utility
models,

industrial designs, trade and service marks,
varieties of plants and issuing of respective titles of
protection. The functions of the Department
include registration of the Patent Attorneys of
Ukraine as well as registration of licence
agreements and agreements on assignment of
industrial property rights.

The Department carries out registration of
inventions and other subject matter of industrial
property in respective State Registers, checks
completeness and quality of documents filed for
registration, controls the terms of validity
of the industrial property titles in the territory of
Ukraine, issues industrial property titles, records
in the State Registers the data on publications in
the Official Bulletin of the SPOU and data
concerning the change of the legal status of the
industrial property titles etc.



Editorial and Publishing Department

The main tasks of the Department are:
preparation of the official publications ofthe SPOU
for publishing and its handing over to the
publishing house for printing, controlling over the
terms of publishing and production processes with
the purpose of ensuring timely reaching a reader of
the aforesaid publications.

According to the tasks prescribed, the
Department works out long-term and subject
plans for the Patent Office’s publications,
estimates materials of the proposed publications
as to their correspondence to standards and
technical requirements, checks their comple-
teness, arranges artistic designing, styling, artistic
and technical editing ofpublications, prepares
materials for conclusion, prolongation and
cancellation of agreements on publishing with
the authors, translators, organizations-customers,
artists and free-lance editors.

External Relations and International
Cooperation Department

The guidelines for activity of the Department
are as follows: coordination of the activity of the
subdivisions of the SPOU on the matters
concerning international cooperation in the field
of industrial property protection, preparation
of proposals regarding Ukraine’s membership
in international organizations on industrial
property protection,participation in elaboration
of interstate agreements on protection of
industrial property.

In accordance with the tasks prescribed, the
Department carries out analysis and systematization
of the materials on the matters of industrial
property protection, received by the SPOU
from foreign patent offices, institutions and
organizations with the purpose to define the
prospects for cooperation, participates in
preparation of bilateral agreements to be
concluded with the Patent Offices of foreign
countries, foreign organizations and firms on
industrial property protection and also takes part
in arranging of international seminars, meetings,
symposiums on the problems of industrial
property protection in Ukraine and abroad.

Department of Appeal

The Department’s activity is aimed at
organization of the work of the Board of Appeal
of the SPOU and controlling its decisions
execution.

According to the tasks prescribed, the
Department prepares appeals and protests to be
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considered by the Board of Appeal and executes
the decisions, settles disputes concerning legal
protection of industrial property (without involving
the Board of Appeal), elaborates regulatory basis
for the activity of the Board of Appeal, studies
and summarizes the experience of the appeal
services of the world’s countries, prepares
publications regarding examination and appeal

activity, carries out control examination.
Inspection for Protection of Industrial Property
Rights
The Inspection is a structural subdivision

of the SPOU acting as independent Department.

The main tasks of the Inspection are:

control of observance of the legislation on
protection of rights in inventions, utility models,
industrial designs, trademarks and service marks
by natural persons and legal entities;

cooperation with the departments of the
State Tax Inspection, the  Antimonopoly
Committee, the State Customs Committee,
judicial and arbitration bodies, institutions of the
Republic of Crimea, other state bodies,
local state administrations, local self-
administrating authorities and structure
subdivisions of the SPOU on implementation
of the legislation in the field of industrial
property protection, including that related to
repression of unfair competition;

assistance to  natural persons and legal
entities in stopping infringements of industrial
property rights;

elaboration and carrying out of measures for
the prevention of infringements of the legislation
of Ukraine on industrial property rights protection.

Education, Personnel Training and
Patent Attorneys Examination
Department

The Department’s activity is aimed at
organizing and general systematic managing the
system of training and retraining specialists in the
field of industrial property protection, organizing
and carrying out examination of Patent Attorneys.

The Department in accordance with the
tasks prescribed, organizes training specialists in
the field of industrial property protection and
participates in elaboration of training plans,
programmes, systematic manuals, organizes
training and probation of specialists of the SPOU,
experts of the Scientific and Research Center for
Patent Examination, Patent Attorneys of Ukraine
at foreign Patent Offices, organizations and firms,
takes part in arranging and carrying out
seminars, meetings, conferences, exhibitions on
the problems concerning industrial property
protection in Ukraine and abroad.



[I. LEGISLATION
IN THE FIELD

OF INDUSTRIAL
PROPERTY RIGHTS
PROTECTION

After disintegration of the USSR and
liquidation of the single patent system there was
vacuum in the field of legal protection of
industrial property in Ukraine. Therefore, working
out of the national industrial property legislation
became a priority task for the SPOU.

On September 18, 1992 “Provisional
Regulation Concerning the Legal Protection of
Industrial Property and Rationalization Proposals
in Ukraine”(“Regulation”) has entered into force.
This “Regulation” provided for granting
protection for inventions, industrial designs,
trademarks and service marks and also included
norms governing relations connected with
rationalization activity. According to this legal act
the patentisa only form of protection of inventions
and industrial designs.

As to industrial property titles of the former
USSR and applications filed with the Patent
Office of the USSR, the “Regulation” provided
for granting Ukrainian patents on applications
in respect of which decision on grant had been
taken already, further processing of applications
filed with the Patent Office of the USSR, re-
registration of the invention patents ofthe USSR,
industrial design patents and trademark certificates.
The term of filing requests for performance the
aforesaid actions has expired on November 1, 1993.

The enactment of the “Regulation” was a
provisional measure that enable the SPOU to start
receiving applications and granting industrial
property titles.

On December 15, 1993 the Supreme Rada of
Ukraine adopted the Laws “On the Protection of
Rights in Inventions and Utility Models” “On
the Protection of Rights in Industrial Designs”,
“On the Protection of Rights in Trademarks and
Service Marks”.

As to the structure and procedure of
regulation  of relations, said laws correspond in
general to the models of the laws of the World
Intellectual Property Organization and are
harmonized with the main principles the present-
day international agreements on industrial property
are based on. This facilitates the cooperation of
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Ukraine with other countries of the world.
According to the internationally acknowledged
norms, the aforesaid laws determine conditions
of granting protection for inventions, utility
models, industrial designs, trademarks and service
marks as well as determine the subjects that have
the right to industrial property titles. The
requirements for maintaning the application filing
date have been simplified substantially, the
additional possibilities for  correcting the
application have been given to applicants, the
rights and duties of the owners of the industrial
property titles have been specified.

According to the Law “On the Protection
of Rights in Inventions and Utility Models” the
right to an invention or a utility model shall be
attested by a patent. Novelty, inventive step and
industrial applicability —are the criteria of
patentability of an invention. The criteria of
patentability of a utility model are novelty and
industrial applicability. The patent for invention or
utility model shall be granted to the inventor or
his heir. The patent shall be granted to the employer
if the invention or the utility model has been
created by an employee in the course of his
official duties or a specific task entrusted to him by
his employer. The right to a patent shall belong,
where appropriate, to the inventor’s or the
employer’s successor in title.

The Law of Ukraine “On the Protection of
Rights in Inventions and Utility Models” provides
for deffered examination of applications for
inventions. Having accorded the application filing
date the Patent Office carries out application
examination as to form. At the request of the
applicant or other person, received by the Patent
Office within three years from the application
filing date, the Patent Office carries out
substantive examination of the patent application.
On expiry of a period of 18 months as from the
application filing date or from the priority date, if
the priority has been claimed, the Patent Office
shall publish the available data on the application.
The Law provides for granting provisional
protection for the invention, within the limit of



the claims published, effective from the date of
publication of the data on the patent application
up to the date of publication of the data on the
grant of the patent. The term of a patent for
invention shall be 20 years from the filing date.
The term of a patent for a utility model shall be 5
years from the application filing date and shall be
prolonged by the Patent Office at the request of
the patentee by a maximum of 3 years.

Owing to the lack of necessary patent and
information basis the SPOU for the present has
no possibility to carry out substantive
examination of the applications for inventions.

Therefore, applicants shall annex to the request
for examination a search report carried out by
the competent international authority or

organization, registered by the SPOU as a searching
authority, or shall annex a decision on grant a
patent issued by the Patent Office of the state
with examination system ofgranting patents. For
lack of a search report or a decision on grant in
other country, patent may be granted without

carrying out substantive examination, respective
request provided, for 5-year term from the
application filing date within the patentee’s

responsibility and without any guarantee of validity.
Such an order is provided by the Resolution of the
Supreme Rada of Ukraine no.3769-XIl “On the
Implementation of the Law of Ukraine on the
Protection of Rights in Inventions and Utility
Models” dated December 23, 1993.

According to the aforesaid Resolution USSR
inventor’s certificates are effective in the territory
of Ukraine. At joint request of the inventors and
the applicants the USSR inventor’s certificates
may be exchanged for Ukrainian patents for
inventions, therewith the effect of respective USSR
inventor’s certificates shail be terminated in the
territory of Ukraine.

The Law “On the Protection of Rights in
Industrial Designs” provides for granting protection
for an industrial design if it fulfills the criteria of
novelty and industrial applicability. The right to
an industrial design shall be attested by a patent.
The industrial design patent shall be granted to the
creator or his heir. The patent shall be granted to
the  employer if the industrial design has been
created by employee in the course of official duties
or a specific task entrusted to him by his
employer. The right to a patent shall belong, where
appropriate, to the creator’s or the employer’s
successor in title. The term ofa patent for industrial
design shall be 10 years from the date of application
filing. At the request of the patentee it shall be
prolonged by the Patent Office by maximum of 5
years.

The Resolution of the Supreme Rada of
Ukraine 0.3770-XI1 “On the Implementation of
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the Law of Ukraine “On the Protection of Rights
in Industrial Designs”, dated December 23,
1993, provides for the validity of USSR industrial
design certificates in the territory of Ukraine. At
joint request of the creators and the applicants
the USSR certificates may be exchanged for
Ukrainian patents for industrial designs, therewith
the effect of respective USSR certificates shall be
terminated in the territory of Ukraine.

According to the Law “On the Protection
of Rights in Trademarks and Service Marks” the
right to a mark shall be attested by a certificate.
Any natural person or legal entity or their legal
successors have the right to obtain a certificate.
The term of a certificate shall be 10 years from the
application filing date. The validity of the certificate
may, on the request filed by the owner in the
course of the last year of the current term, be
extended for successive 10-year term.

Foreign and other persons having their place of
residence or their place ofbusiness outside Ukraine
shall exercise their rights before the Patent Office
through intellectual property representatives
(Patent Attorneys).

The aforesaid Laws have entered into force on

July 1, 1994.
On the implementation of the laws on the
protection of industrial property rights there

emerged the necessity of drafting a number of
regulations and rules for the interpretation of their
provisions.

On October 10, 1994 “Regulation on the Order
of Payment of Fees for Activities Related to
the Protection of Rights in Inventions, Utility
Models, Industrial Designs and Trademarks and
Service Marks” were enacted by the Resolution
no.701 of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine.
Resources obtained from the fees are devoted to
the development of the State system of
intellectual property protection. It should be pointed
out that before the enactment of the aforesaid
Regulation, the resources obtained from the fees
used to be transferred completely to the state
budget.

Whereas inventor’s certificates and industrial
design certificates of the USSR are effective in
the territory of Ukraine, there emerged the
necessity of regulation of relations connected with
using of inventions and industrial designs,
protected respectively by author’s certificates and
certificates of the USSR. On July 11, 1994 the
Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine adopted a
Resolution “On the Order of Payment of the Award
to the Authors of Inventions and Industrial
Designs Protected by Certificates of the USSR
Effective in the Territory of Ukraine”.

"Regulation on Intellectual Property Represen-
tatives (Patent Attorneys)” was approved by the



Resolution no.545 of the Cabinet of Ministers on
August 10, 1994. <

Provisional procedure of granting Ukrainian
patents for inventions without carrying out
substantive examination is regulated by the
Resolution no0.593 of the Cabinet of Ministers
dated August 29, 1994,

For the first time in Ukraine a normative
basis for the deposit of microorganisms is being
worked out. The Resolution no.705 of the Cabinet
of Ministers of Ukraine dated October 12, 1994
“On State System of the Deposit of Microorga-
nisms” provides for a complex of measures aimed
at organizing of the deposit and creating conditions
for wide application of microorganisms in
biotechnological industry and for scientific
purposes.

On December 27, 1994 new “Rules on Drawing
Up and Filing Application for Invention and
Utility Model” were implemented.

In addition to the above-mentioned laws on
industrial property protection, the Supreme Rada
of Ukraine adopted in April 1993 the Law of
Ukraine “On Protection of Rights in Varieties of
Plants”. This Law entered into force on December
1, 1993. The Law regulates relations that arise as
a result of obtaining, exercising, transfering and
terminating the effect of the rights in plant varieties
in Ukraine. The right to plant variety is protected
by the state and shall be attested by a patent.
The term ofa patent shall be 20 years from the
date of the application receipt.For grape,wood
and fruit species this term shall be 30 years. At the
request of the patentee the term of a patent may
be extended by maximum of 10 years.



1. EXAMINATION
AND REGISTRATION
OF INDUSTRIAL
PROPERTY

Carrying out of the state examination of
industrial property applications is conferred on
the Scientific and Research Center for Patent
Examination (SRCPE ) of the SPOU.

SRCPE carries out formal examination of
applications for patents for inventions filed by
domestic and foreign applicants, processing of
applications filed wunder PCT, substantive
examination of applications for inventions,
examination of applications for trademark and
service mark registration filed by domestic and
foreign applicants, applications filed under Madrid
Agreement included, examination of applications
for industrial design patents.

Social and economic transformations in the
territory of the former USSR, creation of the
national patent systems caused some peculiarities
of the processes of applications’ examination and
registration of the patents for inventions,
industrial design patents as well as trademark
certificates.

Firstly, the SPOU carries out the exchange
ofauthor’s certificates for inventions and industrial
design certificates of the USSR for the patents of
Ukraine.

Secondly, up to November 1, 1993 the
SPOU carried out re-registration of USSR patents
for inventions and industrial design patents and
re-registration of USSR trademark certificates.

Besides, up to June 18, 1993 the SPOU
accepted requests for further processing of
applications for granting USSR industrial design
certificates and trademark certificates that had
been filed with the State Patent Office of the
USSR, and up to November 1, 1993 accepted
requests for further processing of applications
for granting USSR author’s certificates for
inventions.

All this brought about a great amount of
work as to examination and registration of
industrial property and, as a result, there emerged
the appreciable delay in processing of new
applications. Besides, one should take into
account the objective difficulties, provoked by
the lack of sufficient number of specialists
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and patent-and-information base for carrying
out substantive examination of applications
for inventions, by the necessity of automation
of application processing, timely registration,
publication and granting titles of protection in
default of corresponding technology and
publishing base.

Inventions

During 1992-1994 the SPOU received 19291
applications for inventions, including 1875
international applications filed under the PCT
that entered the national phase. Table 1 gives
breakdown of applications filed according to years.

To have a complete idea of the volume of
work as to examining applications and
registration of patents for inventions one should
take into account additional 5924 requests for grant
of Ukrainian patents on USSR applications, in
respect of which decision on grant had been
taken already, and 12718 requests more for
exchange of patents and author’s certificates of the
USSR for Ukrainian patents, received by the SPOU
during 1992-1993.

The total number of applications filed in 1994
fell by 44% compared to 1993, and the number of
applications filed under the PCT fell by 29% (See
Fig. 1).

The decrease in activity of foreign applicants
is quiet characteristic. 25.6% of the total number

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of applications were filed by foreign applicants in
1993, PCT applications included. In 1994 this index
was 19.9%.

The greatest amounts of applications have been
received from Germany, USA, France, Switzerland
(See Fig. 2). Former republics of the USSR had
1.4% of the total amount of the applications
filed by foreign applicants.

The breakdown of applications filed according
to classes of IPC shows the applicant’s highest
activity in classes A 61 (Medical or veterinary;
hygiene), G 01 (Measuring; testing) and A 01
(Agriculture; forestry; animal husbendry; hunting;
trapping; fishing).

During the first three years of the SPOU’s
activity 6819 patents for inventions have been
registered in the State Register and 3828 (56%)
of this amount were re-registered patents and
author’s certificates of the former USSR. Table 2
shows the data concerning the registration of
patents for inventions by years.

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In the total number of registered patents the
re-registered titles of the USSR (author’s
certificates mainly) amounted respectively to
87% in 1992, 65% in 1993 and 51% in 1994. This
explains a little percentage of patents registered
to foreign applicants.The share of the patents
registered to foreign applicants amounted
respectively to 1% in 1992, 3% in 1993 and to
16% in 1994 ofthe number of patents registered.
Moreover, re-registered patents of the USSR
amounted to 96.6% of the total of patents
registered to foreign applicants. The greatest
amounts of applications have been registered to
the applicants from Germany, France, Hungary,
Switzerland (See Fig. 3).

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Industrial designs

In 1992-1994 the SPOU received 818 industrial
design applications and 301 requests for exchange
of USSR certificates for the patents of Ukraine.
Table 3 gives breakdown of applications filed
according to years.

In 1994 the amount of applications filed
fell by 28% compared to 1993 (See Fig. 4). The
share of applications filed by foreign applicants
came respectively to 9% in 1993 and to 10% in
1994. The greatest amounts of applications have
been filed by applicants from the USA, Russia,
Netherlands, Germany (See Fig. 5).

In 1992-1994 728 patents for industrial designs
were registered and 234 (32%) patents of said
amount were the USSR re-registered titles of
protection. Table 4 presents data concerning the
registration of industrial design patents by years.

titles of protection amounted respectively to
83% in 1992, 55% in 1993, 4% in 1994. Thus, in
1994 the SPOU started active registering of
industrial design patents as to new applications.
The share of patents registered to foreign
applicants amounted respectively to 1% in 1993
and to 9% in 1994. The greatest amounts of
patents have been registered to the applicants
from Netherlands and the USA (See Fig. 6).

Trademarks and service
marks

In 1992-1994 the SPOU received 11263
applications for trademarks and service marks and
6702 requests for exchange of USSR certificates
for certificates of Ukraine. Table 5 gives
breakdown of applications filed according to years.

The total amount of applications filed fell by
27% in 1994 compared to 1993 (See Fig. 7). The
share of applications filed by foreign applicants
amounted respectively to 11% in 1992, 34% in 1993
and 44% in 1994.

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In 1992-1994 6406 registrations of trade and
service marks were made and 6320 (98.6%) of them
were re-registered USSR certificates. The data
concerning registration of trademarks and service
marks is shown in Table 6.

The share of the re-registered certificates of
the USSR in the total number of registrations
amounted respectively to 100% in 1992, 100% in
1993 and to 97% in 1994. Thus, in 1992-1994 the
SPOU practically did not carry out registration
of trademarks and service marks as to new
applications.

The share of certificates registered to foreign
applicants amounted respectively to 20% in 1992,
40% in 1993 and to 84% in 1994. The greatest amounts
ofapplications have been registered to applicants from
the USA, Germany, Japan (See Fig.8).

V. PATENT
DOCUMENTATION
AND INFORMATION
ACTIVITIES

An effective functioning of the patent
documentation and information system is an
important prerequisite for providing of the
protection of industrial property rights in Ukraine.
The SPOU has defined the following guidelines
of its activity in this direction:

elaboration of unified forms of documents for
granting legal protection for inventions, utility
models, industrial designs, trademarks and service
marks as well as for attesting patent attorneys
activity;

creation of patent information collections based
on domestic and foreign sources;

creation of patent information systems
rendering information services.

The SPOU builds up its policy in the field
of patent documentation and information taking
into account the social and economic situation in
the country, the needs of specialists that work in
this area and the experience of the industrial
countries.

On the basis of an analysis of the international
experience and normative documents of WIPO
the SPOU elaborated the forms of national
industrial property titles.

Beginning from 1993 the Official Bulletin
“Promyslova Vlasnist” (“Industrial Property”)
has been published. The communiques of the
Cabinet,of Ministers of Ukraine and the SPOU
regarding industrial property protection,
information about inventions, utility models,
industrial designs, trademarks and service marks
and varieties of plants recorded in the respective
Registers, information on the filed applications for
inventions and registered agreements on assignment
of industrial property rights are published in it.
The bulletin is published on paper and magnetic
disk format.

Wi ith the purpose of creating patent information
collections an exchange of patent documentation
is being carried on with 35 foreign patent offices.
On the basis of the said exchange the SPOU
receives the official gazzetes of 33 patent offices
and descriptions of inventions from 9 countries
and 2 international organizations.

and
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To realize the strategy of the SPOU
regarding the implementation of modern
technologies in the sphere of patent
documentation and information, the study of

logical data structure and possible methods of
search of information contained in patent
information products of the patent offices s

being carried out. The experience of foreign patent
offices in the use of CD-ROM technologies is
being studied.

The absence of the necessary patent
information basis for carrying out substantive
examination of applications for inventions led
to the need of creation of centralized searching
bodies to carry out patent information investigation
of technical solutions contained in applications for
inventions filed. Such searching bodies have been
established in Kyiv, Kharkiv, Lviv, Odesa,
Donetsk, Dnipropetrovsk, Zaporizhzhya.
Concurrently the SPOU is resolving the problem
of creating the information search facilities and a
patent information base for carrying out
substantive examination of applications for
inventions in full.

With the purpose of standardizing patent
documentation within the framework of the
unified national standardization system of Ukraine,

standards “Patent Research. Regulations and
Procedure of Carrying out”, “Patent Pattern.
Regulations and Procedure of Executing”,
“Industrial  Property. Terms and Meanings”

arc being drafted.

To provide natural persons and legal entities
with information on the theory and practice of
patent activity in Ukraine and abroad, the SPOU
has directed its activity towards creating
information systems that include the results of
analysis and synthesis of information on the relevant
trends. The first stage of elaboration ofthe data
structure for problem-oriented database “Patent
Documentation and Information System” has been
carried out. Automated database “Legal Protection
of Intellectual roperty Rights” has been
implemented in the subdivisions of the SPOU.
This database contains the data concerning



algorithms and programs, biotechnological objects,
inventions, utility models, industrial designs, trade
marks, with legal cycle stages taken into account.
The database may be used by the staffof the Patent
Office, inventors, patent attorneys, specialists
in patent science when drafting legislative acts,

taking administrative decisions, drawing up
documents concerning international cooperation,
for analysis of patent and license situation, making
analytical surveys, statistic reports on modern level
and trends of development of technology, for
training and enhancing skills in the issues of legal
protection of intellectual property.



V. ACTIVITIES
ON CREATION
OF AUTOMATED
SYSTEM

OF THE STATE
PATENT OFFICE
OF UKRAINE

Creation ofunified automated system of patent

information processing in accordance with
the industrial property legislation in force in
Ukraine is the purpose of the work on

computerization of information and technological
processes in the SPOU that is under way.

The SPOU started its activity on automation
with studying the experience gained by the
industrial countries. Having given its possibilities
a proper evaluation and on taking into account
the terms and priorities of implementation, the
SPOU has worked out a Conception of making
use of automation means for ensuring legal
protection of industrial property in Ukraine.

By carrying out, within the framework of
the adopted conception, the realization of the
program of creating automated information
system, the SPOU expects:

to make examination ofapplications less time-
consuming;

to enhance quality and reliability of the results
of patent examination;

to cut down expenses for build-up, storage
and updating of patent documentation collections;

to provide the access to patent information
for specialists in different fields of industry and
science;

to reduce technical staff with simultaneous
increase in the volume of work performed;

to promote patent information exchange
with other countries and international

organizations.

In order to achieve the aforesaid purposes
the SPOU defined the following guidelines for
automation:

creation of the systems of processing of
applications for invention patents, for industrial
design patents and for trademark registration;

creation and improvement of the information
and search systems and of the forms of information
services based on them;

support of editing and publishing activities;

support of administrative and financial activities.
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Under conditions of restricted financing and
extremely short time-limits for the elaboration
and creation of the automated information
system, the SPOU concentrated its major efforts
and means on creating examiner’s workstations
for carrying out patent examination. First ofall
the system of application processing should be
developed .

Within the framework of this direction of
activity, database structures for inventions,
trademark and service marks have been designed.
Systems of application data input into the databases

have been developed and implemented in
the experimental exploitation.
During 1993-1994 the following software

was introduced into practice:
software for computerized updating of State
Registers of Ukraine;

software for composition and printing of
master-copy of the section “Trademarks and
Service Marks” of the Official Bulletin

“Promyslova Vlasnist” (“Industrial Property”);

software for composition and printing of
mark certificates;
software for forming classification indexes

and document number indexes for the Official
Bulletin “Promyslova Vlasnist” (“Industrial
Property”).

Concurrently, a structure of the hard- and
software complex for creating patent data bank
has been developed and evaluation of hardware
for mass storage of data on optical disks,
magneto-optical disks with multiple rewright,
on Winchester disks of large unit capacity,
streaming tape backup was carried out.

Formation of computerized backfiles based
on various sources of patent information for patent
examination system has been started. Works on
elaboration of Software has been carried out as
well as the work on evaluation of soft- and hardware
for forming facsimile analogues of patent
documents by means of scanning a paper document
with subsequent separation of graphic and text



data and conversion of the latter into a text file in
Ukrainian, Russian or English language. These
works are basic ones for designing a unified
system of information exchange with patent offices
of other countries.

To provide the development of software of
the level that corresponds to modern data
processing means, contracts on purchasing new
computers and licensed software have been
concluded.

Further development of the automated system
of the SPOU has been planned. It means, in
particular, that the system ofautomation of the
SPOU must be functioning on a multitude of
workstations and information servers linked in a

global computer network. Just such an approach
ensures distribution of information files and
calculation processes among the nodes of the
network, allows to start the exploitation of the
elements of the system with minimum hardware
configuration, to upgrade hardware configuration
(computer network extension) without alteration
of the existing components, enables ensuring of
gradual growth of the system avoiding heavy
investments at initial stages. Moreover, there is
a possibility of gradual increase in calculating
power of the workstations and servers, increasing
capacity of magnetic and optical storage means,
supplementing the computer network with higher
grade equipment.



VI. TRAINING
OF SPECIALISTS
IN THE FIELD
OF INDUSTRIAL
PROPERTY
PROTECTION

The creation of national industrial property
system in Ukraine brought about the necessity
of improving patent education, personnel training,
re-training and enhancing skills in the field of
industrial property legal protection.

The SPOU had to solve the problem of
organizing training of specialists in patent science
- lawyers, economists, examiners, informators,
researchers, innovation activity managers. There
emerged the necessity of certain re-orientation of
training and re-training of specialists. As a
result, the necessity of changing structure and
content of educational process as well as of
introducing new subjects at educational institutions
appears. So the conception “Development of patent
education in Ukraine” has been worked out.

In May 1992, a special faculty of patent
science was created as a part ofthe Intersectoral
Advanced Qualification Institute on new trends of
technology and production engineering at Khafkiv
State Polytechnical University. This is the only

Ukrainian institution of higher education
that prepares specialists in the field of industrial
property protection. Said faculty has three

departments: “Management and Legal Protection

of Intellectual Property”, “Information and
Examination” and “Applied Computer Systems”.

In  1992-1994 the SPOU held sectoral
conferences and seminars in Kyiv as well as
regional seminars on legal protection and
commercial realization .of industrial property in
16 cities of Ukraine (Lviv, Zhytomyr, Lugansk,
Kirovograd, Odesa, Dnipropetrovsk, Donetsk,

Zaporizhzhya, Kryvyi Rig, Poltava, Tcherkasy,
Ivano-Frankivsk, Mariupol, Yalta, Lutsk,
Kharkiv). Representatives of state administrations,
Heads of Ministries, of government departments
and enterprises, scientists and technical workers,
specialists in patent science, representatives of
commercial structures and inventors took part in
said seminars. Problems related to
implementation of new Ukrainian laws in the
field of industrial property protection, problems
on carrying out examination of applications
for inventions, utility models, industrial designs,
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trademarks and service marks, problems concerning
characteristic mistakes of application drawing up
etc., were discussed.

The SPOU took part in a
international arrangements, such as:

conferences “Unified economic community:
problems  of business relations development”,
“Legal protection and commercial realization of
industrial property at domestic and external
markets”;

international symposium “Actual problems
of industrial property protection in CIS”;

scientific and practical seminar “Principles of
conversion of scientific achievements and
technical “know-how?” into products
corresponding to world standards”;

seminars “Actual problems of industrial
property economy”, “Enterprise economic security:
methods and means of protection”,
“Computerization of inventive, patenting
and licensing activities”, “Problems of industrial
property legal protection”, “Examination of
industrial property applications” etc.

The work on organizing and preparing
examination of patent attorneys has been carried
out by the SPOU.

According to the legislation of Ukraine
concerning legal protection of industrial property
documents regulating the procedure of state
examination and registration of patent attorneys,
namely “Regulation on Intellectual Property
Representatives (Patent Attorneys)”,
“Regulation on the Commission of the State
Patent Office of Ukraine for examination of
Intellectual Property Representatives (Patent
Attorneys)”, “Regulation on the Commission of
Appeal of the State Patent Office of Ukraine”,
“Regulation on the State Register of Intellectual
Property Representatives (Patent Attorneys)”.

Composition of the Examination Commission
and that of the Commission of Appeal have
been approved, the programs of examination
have been worked out.

Examination of Patent Attorneys has been
carried out. 114 persons in total have been

number of



recorded in the State Register of the Patent
Attorneys of Ukraine.

The training of Patent Attorneys has been carried
out by way of probation at foreign firms of Patent
Attorneys and lawyers abroad (Great Britain,
Germany),and also by way of involving the leading
specialists from the USA, Great Britain, France
and Austriainto participation in educational and
practical seminars.

Thus, in February and June 1993 two seminars
“Organization and practice of work of patent
attorneys” were held in Kiev. The first one in
cooperation with the firm “Forrester Ketley &
Co.”(Great Britain), the second one - jointly
with the Chamber of Patent Attorneys of Austria.
In November 1993 the SPOU organized in Kiev,
in cooperation with WIPO, National Training
Course for Ukrainian Patent Attorneys.

In 1993 with the purpose of training of
specialists of the SPOU and the SRCPE the

educational process has been organized at the
special faculty of patent science of the
Intersectoral Advanced Qualification Institute on
new trends of technology and production
engineering at Kharkiv State Polytechnical
University.

The training of the Patent Office staff members
has also been held within the framework of the
“Program on Support to Patent and Trademark
Protection in Ukraine”, worked out by EPO. In
1994 10 officials of the SPOU and exserts of the
SRCPE took part in four seminars held by EPO
in Great Britain, Netherlands, Austria and France.
In their turn the experts of EPO paid seven visits
to the SPOU with the purpose of determining
optimal ways of development of the industrial
property system of Ukraine and holding
consultations on actual problems of the Patent
Office’s activities.



VII.
COOPERATION

From the very first days of its functioning the
SPOU devotes great attention to the matters of
international cooperation and development of
foreign relations. The guidelines for the activity of
the SPOU in these directions are establishing of
Ukraine as an full and equal member of
international organizations in the field of industrial
property protection, establishing of cooperation
with the patent offices of the world’s countries,
maintaining and further developing of relations
with newly created national patent offices of the
states-subjects of the former USSR.

Cooperation with the World Intellectual
Property Organization is an important
component of international cooperation of the
SPOU. Ukraine had already been an independent
member of WIPO since 1970. In September 1992
Ukraine was the first among the states-former
republics of the USSR in declaring that the most
important international agreements in the field of
industrial property such as the Paris Convention
for the Protection of Industrial Property, the Patent
Cooperation Treaty (PCT) and the Madrid
Agreement Concerning the International
Registration of Marks continue to be applicable to
its territory.

In 1993 Ukraine became a member of the
WIPO Permanent Committee on Industrial
Property Information and that of the WIPO
Permanent Committee for Development
Cooperation Related to Industrial Property.
Participation in  the work of the said
Committees enables the SPOU to develop its
information activities, to organize the exchange of
patent information and documentation.

Every year the Ukrainian delegation takes
part in the meetings ofthe WIPO governing bodies.
For the first time Ukraine became a member of
the WIPO Coordination Committee and a member
of the Executive Committee of the Paris Union.
The representative of Ukraine was elected a
Deputy Chairman ofthe WIPO General Assembly.
It is a testimony to the fact that Ukraine has gained
recognition of its role in the world system for
intellectual property protection.

INTERNATIONAL
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The work on accession to  multilateral
international agreements is being under way: the
Government of Ukraine made necessary steps
to join the International Union for the
Protection of New Varieties of Plants (UPOV) and
signed the UPOV Convention. At Diplomatic
conference held in October 1994 the Government
Delegation of Ukraine signed multilateral
international agreement - the Trademark Law
Treaty. The UPOV Convention and the Trademark
Law Treaty will come into force in Ukraine on its
ratification by the Supreme Rada of Ukraine.

Cooperation with the structures of the
European Union, namely with the European Patent

Organization (EPQO) opens broad prospects.
Agreement on partnership and cooperation
between European Union and Ukraine, one

section of which regulates relations in the field
of industrial property protection, was ratified.

The foundation of cooperation with the EPO
has been laid in course of the visit of the leaders
ofthe SPOU to EPO inJanuary 1993. As a result
of negotiations the protocol on technical assistance
on the side of EPO with the purpose of
promoting formation of modern patent system
in Ukraine was signed.

In 1994 the EPO began realization of the
Program on Support of Patent and Trademark
protection in Ukraine (the Program), aimed at
creating and strengthening of patent system in
Ukraine. This Program was elaborated in 1993. The
Program is financed by the European Union
Commission within the framework of the TACIS
project and provides for technical, methodic,
consultative assistance of the SPOU on the side of
EPO.

The matters of industrial property protection
have been reflected in bilateral international treaties
and agreements such as Agreement on trade
relations between Ukraine and the United States
of America dated May 6, 1992 and Agreement
between the Government of Ukraine and the
Government of the USA on cooperation in the
field of science and technology dated March 4,
1994. The text of the section concerning the



protection of industrial property of the Draft
Agreement on trade and economic cooperation
between Ukraine and Swiss Confederation has
been agreed. In 1993 the SPOU signed Protocols
on cooperation with the German Patent Office and
the Patent Office of Austria.

Work relations have been established with
national patent offices of more than 70 countries
of the world. The main efforts of the SPOU are
directed to broad dissemination of information

concerning the legislative norms of Ukraine in
the field of industrial property protection, in
particular information concerning terms and
conditions of the re-registration of industrial
property titles of the former USSR, fees for
industrial property procedures.

The participation of  the Ukrainian
specialists in international conference on problems

oftrademarks protection in the countries of Central
and East Europe, held in Budapest in November
1993, was an important achievement. The report
presented by the SPOU received a high appraisal
and aroused general interest. The Patent Office
of Hungary invited the Ukrainian trademark
experts to have a probation and offered further
cooperation in the field of industrial property.

Visits to the SPOU of the representatives of
business circles and patent firms of Germany, Great
Britain, Japan, Italy, Finland, the United StatesOf
America, Sweden, Hungary testifies to practical
interest of industrial countries in rapid forming of
modern patent system in Ukraine.

Broad and mutually advantageous cooperation
with all states-subjects of the former USSR is a
priority direction of the state policy of Ukraine in
the field of industrial property rights protection.
In 1993 bilateral agreements on cooperation in the
field of industrial property protection were signed
by the Governments of Ukraine, Russian
Federation and Republic of Belarus. These
agreements allow to simplify and to speed up the
procedure of obtaining the industrial property
titles by the residents of Ukraine in Russia and
Belarus. Agreements on the exchange of
information concerning industrial property
protection were concluded with the Patent Offices
of the Republic of Armenia and the Republic of
Kazakhstan.

Another way of cooperation with former
republics of the USSR consists in establishing of
interstate system for industrial property protection.
A great preparation work has been carried out
during 1992 in course of meetings of the officials
and experts of the patent offices and other
governmental bodies of the states-subjects of the
former USSR. On March 12, 1993 the Agreement
on measures for protection of industrial property
was signed in Moscow by the heads of the
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Interstate

problems of industrial property
was created. Ukraine, Russian
Federation, Republic of Belarus, Republic of
Kazakhstan, Republic of Moldova, Republic of
Armenia, Republic of Kyrgyzstan, Republic of
Tajikistan and Republic of Uzbekistan became the
parties of the Agreement. In April 1994 Republic
of Azerbaijan joined the Agreement. V.Petrov, the
Chairman of the SPOU, was elected the
Chairman of the Interstate Council.

The main tasks of the Interstate Council
consist in coordinating activity on creation of
the interstate system for industrial property
protection and harmonization of national
legislations in this field. The drafting of regional
(Eurasian) patent convention of the open type
was the first stage in creating of the interstate
system for industrial property protection. The
main purpose of its creation consists in providing
normal conditions for the development of inventive
activity and legal protection of industrial property
in the territory of the states-subjects of the former
USSR. The possibility ofjoining the Convention
not only for CIS countries but also for other states,
e.g. those of Baltic, East and Central Europe, that
are interested in maintaining mutual cooperation
in the field of industrial property protection and
maintaining economic relations, is provided for.
The Eurasian Patent Convention was created on
the basis of norms and procedures recognized in
international practice. The Convention has passed
international examination and has been approved
by the WIPO International Bureau, the European
Patent Organization, International Association
of industrial property protection.

The Eurasian Patent Convention was signed on
September 9,1994 by 10 partici pants of the session
of the Council of the Heads ofthe Governments
of the CIS countries.

The Interstate Council on problems of
industrial property protection has established 4
permanent Working Groups  for elaborating
specific problems of multilateral cooperation:
on legal and economic problems and on
automating information activity - at the SPOU;
on problems of removing from secret |list the
inventions protected by the author’s certificates
of the former USSR; on patent information
exchange.

The delegation of Ukraine participated in all
four sessions ofthe Interstate Council held in 1993-
1994 in Moscow (Russian Federation), Uzhgorod
(Ukraine), Geneva (Switzerland) and Kiev
(Ukraine).

Active participation of Ukraine in international
cooperation in the field of industrial property
protection promotes strengthening of its authority

Governments of 9 countries and the
Council on
protection



as an equal member of international community,
creating legal basis for access of Ukrainian
enterprises to foreign market, involving foreign
investments into national economy, obtaining

technical assistance from international organiza-
tions, patent offices, foreign countries for creating
modern patent system in Ukraine,
