The activity of the State Patent Office of
Ukraine in 1998 was aimed at the imple-
mentation of the state policy in the industrial
property protection sphere, further develop-
ment and strengthening of the national
patent system, improvement of forms and
methods of the state regulation of relations
in the industrial property rights protection,
international cooperation and participation
in the drafting and concluding of internation-
al treaties.

During the last year the State Patent
Office of Ukraine (the SPOU) prepared and
submitted for consideration to the Cabinet of
Ministers of Ukraine the draft laws of Ukraine
"On introduction of changes and supple-
ments to the Law of Ukraine "On the patent
protection of rights in inventions and utility
models" and "On the patent protection of
rights in tradenames"”; prepared the dreft
laws of Ukraine "On the changes and supple-
ments to the Law of Ukraine < On the
Protection of Rights in Industrial Designs»
and "On the protection of rights in marks for
goods and services"

There was prepared the draft Law of
Ukraine "On the changes and supplements
to some legislative acts of Ukraine dealing
with strengthening of liability for infringe-
ment of the intellectual property rights" in
accordance with which the correspondent
provisions dealing with the intellectual prop-
erty rights protection are to be introduced
into the administrative, civil, criminal and
customs codes.

The Patent Office paid considerable
attention to the creation of the national infor-
mation environment in order to provide the
experts dealing with the industrial property
protection issues and persons concerned
with the necessary documents and materi-
als. In 1998 the State Patent Office Fund of

use that contains the patent documentation
from 54 countries and three international
organizations was established and prepared
for operation. The SPOU actively participated
in the development of the joint patent infor-
mation product on the CD-ROM of the CIS
countries and the Eurasian Patent Office.
“The Collection of the normative acts on the
industrial property issues" was published
and the prototype of the website of the SPOU
in the INTERNET was developed.

The scientific and practical journal
"Intellectual Property" was established, it is
intended for the broad circle of readers - sci-
entists, inventors, businessmen, experts
dealing with intellectual property protection.

In 1998 the work was continued to
ensure the fulfillment by Ukraine of the inter-
national agreements on the industrial prop-
erty protection and development of the inter-
national cooperation. In particular, the inter-
governmental agreements on cooperation in
the intellectual property protection were
signed with Uzbekistan and Georgia, and the
correspondent draft agreement with
Moldova is being agreed. The documents for
ratification of the intergovernmental agree-
ment on cooperation aimed at suppresion of
infringements in the intellectual property
sphere, signed on March 6, 1998, by all
heads of the governments of the CIS coun-
tries were prepared and agreed with the cor-
respondent ministries and departments. The
SPOU actively participated in the events
aimed at the realization of the Agreement on
Partnership and Cooperation with the
European Community and at the fulfillment
of the requirements of the Agreement on the
Trade Related Aspects of the Intellectual
Property Rights (TRIPS) in order to facilitate
Ukrainejoining the World Trade Organization.

In the reported year the works on
improvement of infrastructure of the state
system of industrial property protection were
continued. In particular, the new statute of
the Scientific and Research Center for
Patent Examination (SRCPE) more precisely
defined the main goals, functions and
responsibilities of the Center. The staff of the
patent examiners was improved as well as
the working conditions both due to the new
premises and automation of the technologi-
cal processes and procedures connected
with the examination process.

The SPOU pays constant attention to the
training, preparation and qualification
improvement of its experts. The experts were
prepared by the Interindustrial Institute of

the Personnel Qualification Enhancement in
new trends of the engineering and technolo-
gy development at the Kharkov State
Polytechnic University. In Kyiv, the Institute of
the Intellectual Property and Law continued
its work.

For the reported 1998 the SPOU
received almost 19400 applications for
industrial property objects, that is approxi-
mately 10% more as compared with 1997.
There were filed 5560 applications for inven-
tions under the national procedure (112% as
compared with 1997) that included 5319
applications from the national applicants
being 96% of the total number.

As to the marks for goods and services
filed under the national procedure in 1998,
5070 applications were filed (123% as com-
pared with 1997), that included 2029 (40%)
from the foreign applicants. On the whole,
there is a clear upward tendency of the filing
activity as compared with 1997.

In 1998 the SPOU registered 4336
patents for inventions, 161 patents for utility
models, 725 patents for industrial designs.
There were registered 6648 marks for goods
and services, including 4703 - under the
Madrid Agreement. On the whole, the legal
protection was granted to 11870 objects of
the industrial property.

In the next 1999 the Patent Office plans
to guide its efforts at the further develop-
ment of the state system of industrial prop-
erty protection. The major attention will be
paid to the development and improvement of
the legal basis of the industrial property pro-
tection, enhancement of the information
support as well as the improvement of the
examination procedure, in particular, liquida-
tion of the backlog of the non-examined
applications for the protective titles.

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With an introduction of laws on industrial
property rights protection in Ukraine the
process of national patent system formation
is taking place, which can be considered as
an element of the market economy.

Together with the solution of the other
main tasks, the SPOU pays much attention to
the analysis of the activities in the intellectu-
al property rights protection, tendencies and
dynamics of its development, elaborates and
submits to the government the proposals
intended to increase the influence of these
activities on the economic development of
this country.

Traditionally, the intellectual property
was considered as the valuable component
of the business on the commodities markets.
The objects of the intellectual property
formed a specific market segment in Ukraine
that began to develop in 1993. In 1998, as
compared with 1997, the activity of the
license agreement registration increased by
1.2 and property rights transfer agreements
by 2.4.

So far, this new for Ukraine market seg-
ment is inconsiderable, but the foundation
was laid for its development and expansion,
and in the nearest future it will occupy an
important place on the national market of
goods and services. To this end, it is impor-
tant to determine the structure of the intel-
lectual property market, demand and propo-
sition, kinds of services, infrastructure,
determine the area that needs the state
monopoly in regulation, partial regulation, as
well as the issues that need no interference
of the state. This will ensure the equal oppor-
tunities and conditions for market partici-
pants and create the competitive environ-
ment.

introduce the adequate legal corrections in
respect of the issues of intellectual property
market regulation, foresee and prevent pos-
sible negative tendencies.

In order to estimate the patent situation
regarding the objects of the economic activi-
ty for their use on the intellectual property
market, two state standards were introduced
in 1998. The initiator of these standards
development and its direct developer was
the SPOU.

The proposals of the SPOU regarding
stimulation of the process of creation and
use of industrial property objects were taken
into consideration in the new edition of the
Law of Ukraine "On company's profit taxa-
tion". This Law contains a number of provi-
sions that directly or by implication influence
the amount of the taxable profit, including
that obtained from the use of the intellectual
property objects. In order to enable the
direct privilege of this Law, the Law of
Ukraine "On Innovation" should be adopted.
The draft of this Law was developed with the
participation of the SPOU and than submit-
ted to the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine.

Due to the fact that the intellectual prop-
erty rights are determined by the Ukrainian
legislation as a part of the intangible assets,
the problem appeared - how to estimate
these rights in term of money, especially
when estimating the whole scientific and
technical potential of companies and organi-
zations during privatization.

Taking into account that the issues of
appraisal of rights to the intellectual property
objects are directly connected with the prob-
lem of economic conditions providing for
effective use of the intellectual property
objects, the SPOU started to work in this
direction. The position paper dealing with the
state of the appraisal system of the intellec-
tual property rights as well as the Procedure
for appraisal of rights to the intellectual
property objects were prepared. Together
with the Fund of the State Property of
Ukraine the work was carried out over the
draft decree of the Cabinet of Ministers "On
improvement of the procedure of account-
ing, appraisal, and determination of the
intangible assets property rights that are
represented and not represented in the
accounting of the economic activity sub-
jects". This work will be continued after the
appraisal activity law being adopted.

Practically, in all leading countries of the
world a rather strict government control

exists over the scientific and technological
achievements obtained at the expense of the
state, and the law ensures their use for
national interests. In Ukraine, in December
1998, the Law of Ukraine "On scientific and
scientific-technological activities" was put
into effect that to some extent regulates the
said issues. The Law contains proposals
made by the SPOU.

With the direct participation of the SPOU
the system of state statistical reporting on
industrial property was developed. The state
statistical reporting of the economic activi-
ties subjects on acquiring and exploitation of
intellectual property objects, on use of
licenses purchased abroad and sale of
licenses for intellectual property objects,
registering of license agreements and agree-
ments on the transfer of rights to the objects
of the intellectual property in the SPOU, all
this creates a system of the feed-back con-
trol over the economic processes in this
sphere and allows to introduce prompt pro-
posals concerning the improvement of the
correspondent normative acts.

So, the analysis of the report for 1996-
1997 on export-import licensing of the sci-
entific and technical activities results, includ-
ing those containing intellectual property
objects, confirms that the development of
the additional mechanism of state control
over this kind of foreign economic activity is
needed, in order to create the optimum con-
ditions for realization of scientific and techni-
cal potential in this country and abroad. The
SPOU developed and proposed a complex of
measures to resolve the said problem.

Today when forming the market relations
in Ukraine the main task of the SPOU con-
sists in the constant improvement of the
industrial property rights protection system,
in particular the legislation in the industrial
property protection sphere, taking in account
the economic situation and acute problems
of the society.

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Improvement and development of the
legislation is a constant process. The legis-
lation should reflect those changes that
take place in the society, react to the
changes in the economic situation in the
country, provide the possibility to its citizens
to realize their rights in full.

One of the trends of the SPOU activities
is to develop new legislative acts and pre-
pare changes and amendments to the
existing laws, as well as to develop bylaws.

Since adoption on June 28,1996, of the
Constitution of Ukraine, that guarantees to
the citizens of Ukraine the freedom of the
literary, artistic, scientific and technical cre-
ativity, protection of intellectual property,
copyright, moral and material interests,
that appear in connection with the different
kinds of intellectual activities, the SPOU has
been carrying out a considerable work to
analyze the normative acts in force in order
to harmonize them with the legal norms of
the Constitution.

The practice of application of the leg-
islative acts in effect in the sphere of the
industrial property rights protection has
revealed its weak points, namely: imprecise
wording, drawbacks in determination of the
procedure issues, absence of necessary
provisions.

The necessity to make changes and
supplements to the legislative acts in effect
was also caused by the fact that Ukraine
has to comply with the requirements of the
TRIPS Agreement that will allow joining the
World Trade Organization.

Moreover, after signing of a number of
international agreements, in particular the
Agreement on Partnership and Cooperation
with the European Community, agreements
on Acts on Trade Marks, Convention on new
varieties of plants, Ukraine assumed the
responsibilities to reach the level of indus-
trial property rights protection similar to
that existing in the industrially developed

countries of the world, and therefore, its
legislative basis should meet the require-
ments necessary to provide such level of
protection.

In 1998, the SPOU prepared and sub-
mitted for consideration to the Cabinet of
Ministers of Ukraine the draft laws of
Ukraine "On changes and supplements to
the Law of Ukraine "On the patent protec-
tion of inventions and utility models" and
"On the patent protection of trade names",
prepared draft laws of Ukraine "On changes
and supplements to the Law of Ukraine "On
the patent protection of industrial designs"
and "On changes and supplements to the
Law "On protection of marks for goods and
services".

Taking into consideration that on
November 5, 1997, the Verhovna Rada of
Ukraine adopted the Law of Ukraine "On the
protection of rights in integrated circuits
topographies” the SPOU in 1998 developed
and registered in the Ministry of Justice of
Ukraine a number of bylaws that provide
the realization of this Law.

The SPOU carried out a considerable
work to ensure the fulfillment of provisions
of the Law of Ukraine "On the patent protec-
tion of the plant varieties". In accordance
with the Decree of the Cabinet of Ministers
of Ukraine from September 28, 1993,
No0.806, 5 classes and varieties of plants
were patent protected in Ukraine. To per-

During 1998 the proposals were devel-
oped to introduce changes and amend-
ments to the administrative, civil, criminal,
customs legislation, that provide for the
provisions on protection of intellectual
property rights as well as punishment for
their violation. It should be noted that the
special laws of Ukraine in force contain only
cross-references to the responsibilities for
infringement of rights in accordance with
civil, administrative and criminal legislation
that does not meet in full the requirements
of the TRIPS Agreement.

For today the legislation in effect does
not provide for the criminal punishment for
the violation of the intellectual property
rights, and the Customs Code contains only
one article No. 74, according to which the
goods cannot be transferred across the
border of Ukraine if this is done with
infringement of intellectual property rights.
At the same time, today there are no nor-
mative-legislative rights in respect of the
mechanism of this article, thus preventing
Ukraine from meeting the TRIPS Agreement
requirements regarding special measures
on its border.

To implement the TRIPS Agreement pro-
visions, the draft Law of Ukraine "On
changes and amendments to some legisla-
tive acts of Ukraine regarding the increase
of responsibility for infrigement in the intel-
lectual property sphere " was developed.
The draft of this Law is now being agreed
with the corresponding ministries and
departments.

The proposals were also developed on
introduction of the corresponding legal
norms into the Customs Code of Ukraine.
The development of this draft legislation
and correspondent normative act on intro-
duction of the mechanism of special mea
sures on frontiers will be finished in the 1
quarter of 1999.

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One of the important conditions for
innovation processes intensification is an
access of the broad circules of the popula-
tion to the scientific and technical informa-
tion, in particular to the patent information.
To this end, the SPOU has carried out orga-
nizational works to set up the fund of the
patent documentation for public use, as the
background for patent and information ser-
vices. In order to establish this fund, the
patent documentation from 54 countries,
and 3 international and regional organiza-
tions in total amount of 5501 bulletins,
3776 optical disks, about 30.5 thousand of
inventions descriptions on hard copies, 54
copies of literature, were prepared and
contributed to the collection. There were
also contributed the sets of International
Classifications of industrial property
objects, and User Manuals for the users of
the patent information products. In addi-
tion, the set of documents concerning the
conditions of use of patent and information
products on the CD-ROM was prepared and
contributed. The staff of the fund was
trained to use computers and work with the
patent information products on the CD
ROM.

The updating of the patent collection of
the State Scientific and Technical library
and Centers for Scientific-Technical and
Economic information with descriptions to
the patents of Ukraine, and supplying with
the official bulletin of the SPOU, was contin-
ued free of charge.

To provide the fulfillment of one of the
main tasks of the patent office - examina-
tion of applications for inventions as to the
substance - the process of formation of the
patent information database that includes
the national patent documentation, patent
documentation of foreign patent offices on
the CD-ROM (description of inventions to
the international applications, description
of inventions to the European applications
and patents, descriptions of inventions to
the patents of the USA and Russia) and on
the paper carrier (official bulletins of the
Eurasian Patent Office), was continued.

Besides, to satisfy the additional needs
of the SRCPE experts, the following patent

and information products on the CD-ROM
were provided: the abstracts of the
Japanese applications for inventions in
English (starting from 1976) and their full
descriptions (starting form 1994) and
Globalpat, that includes abstracts of the
patent documentation of the EPO, PCT, the
United Kingdom, Germany, France,
Switzerland, USA (starting from 1971). For
today the total volume of the collection on
the CD-ROM is about 6500 disks.

To update the reference and search
engine for the patent information database,
the authentic text of the 4th edition of the
International Classification of the figurative
elements of marks, valid since 1998, was
translated from English into Ukrainian.

In order to receive free the foreign
patent documentation under the interna-
tional exchange program as well as to fully
provide Ukraine with patent documentation
of the CIS countries, the SPOU continued to
participate in works commenced in 1997,
aimed at the creation of the joint patent
information product of the CIS countries on
the CD-ROM, in accordance with the project
proposed by the European Patent Office.
The bibliographic data and abstracts to 150
patents of Ukraine in Ukrainian, Russian
and English were prepared and submitted
to the EPO for the pilot optical disk. The
experts of the SPOU took part in the First
joint meeting of the Project Coordinating
Council for creation of the regional patent

In accordance with the decision of the
meeting, the proposals on contents, struc-
ture and periodicity of information submis-
sion for the join optical disk of the CIS coun-
tries were prepared and submitted to the
Special Working Group.

In order to use the Ukrainian scientific
terminology, when creating the normative,
legislative and methodological basis for
legal protection of the industrial property
objects, as well as when drafting abstracts
of description of the patents of Ukraine to
provide the publication of the national
patent documentation on the CD-ROM, the
SPOU purchased the terminological data-
base from the Ukrainian Scientific and
Research Institute for Standardization,
Certification and Informatics, that includes
500 terminological standards containing
50 000 terms with their definitions, the
unique collection of the Ukrainian scientific
terminology. This database is installed for
use in the SPOU and in the SRCPE.

One of the most important trends of the
patent and information activities is to pro-
vide a documentary support for industrial
property objects legal protection stages in
accordance with the international stan-
dards and legislation of Ukraine in the
industrial property rights protection sphere.
In connection with the introduction of
patent protection of the integrated circuit
topography, the form of the title document
was developed, and the contents and form
of publications concerning information on
this object as well as varieties of plants in
the official bulletin were defined.

When developing the patent documen-
tation necessary to provide the technologi-
cal cycle of industrial property objects
rights protection, preparing patent informa-
tion publications, and creating patent infor-
mation databases as well as reference and
search systems, the SPOU uses the WIPO
standards. The WIPO standards give the
possibility to harmonize the presentation of
patent information on different carriers.

In 1998 the SPOU carried out works on
gradual introduction of new editions of the
WIPO standards. The official bulletin of the
SPOU contains an information basing upon
the WIPO standard ST.3 "Recommended
standard two-letter codes for countries,
administrative units and intergovernmental

organizations", which laid the foundation for
publication of standards in order to facili-
tate an effective work of users with patent
information.

New editions of the WIPO standards
were considered — ST.9 and ST.50 in order
to harmonize the usage of republication
codes and annuncement procedures of
information about correction of the evident
errors in the patent documents.

The approaching year 2000 has
brought to life the necessity of transition to
a new kind of calendar dates presentation.
To avoid any non-compliance during data-
base formation and publication of informa-
tion concerning the industrial property
objects, the official bulletin of the SPOU
contains ready recommendations as to the
application of the new edition of the WIPO
standard ST.2.

In 1998 the SPOU developed the
"Methodological recommendations.
Procedure of patent investigation" to
explain the provisions of the state standard
LCTY 3575-97 "Patent investigation. Basic
provisions and procedures", that had been
developed earlier and put into effect since
January 1, 1998 by the decree of the
Derzhstandard of Ukraine dated June 6,
1997 No.327.

A new stage of automation of informa-
tion and technological processes connect-
ed with the industrial property object rights
protection commenced in 1998. At this
stage, simultaneously with the creation of
new and development of the existing com-
puterized systems, their integration will
take place on the basis of the corporate
computer network. The said network will
consist of the local computer network of the
SPOU and local computer network of the
SRCPE, connected via radio-bridge that
provides 10 Mb/sec data traffic.

The project was prepared and the works
were begun to perform a profound renova-
tion of the computer networks of the SPOU
and the SRCPE. In accordance with this pro-
ject the computerized system "Inventions"
and the computerized system "Marks for
goods and services" will be provided with
the powerful servers and one dedicated
server to control the correspondent part of
the local network of the SRCPE. The local
network of the SPOU will be also equipped
with new servers and additional worksta-
tions, that will include 5 servers and about
100 workstations.

In 1998 the user nodes of the corporate
network of the SPOU were connected to the
global network INTERNET. Via the INTERNET
the patent offices will be able to provide the
public with the information concerning the
national system of industrial property
objects protection, exchange the informa-
tion with the other offices, grant to the
experts access to the patent documents, in
particular through the expansion of the
search files.

In order to provide information concern-
ing the system of the industrial property
objects protection in Ukraine by means of
the INTERNET, the prototype of the SPOU
website was set up in the INTERNET, that
will become accessible to everybody con-
cerned in the 1st quarter of 1999. It

ment of the patent system of the indepen-
dent Ukraine, information on structure and
functions of the SPOU, basic provisions of
the patent legislation of Ukraine. This and
other information is presented in Ukrainian
and English.

With the access to the Internet, the
SPOU will have the up-to-date means of
communication - electronic mail. The use of
the E-mail will facilitate and speed up the
communication of the SPOU with the state
authorities - Verhovna Rada of Ukraine, the
Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine, ministries
and departments of Ukraine, as well as with
the WIPO, EPO and patent offices of the
other countries.

The specialized computer system for
search of patent information on the optical
disks CD-ROM was created in the SRCPE.
The system was implemented into the
patent search divisions; to this end, the
hardware of the search system was mount-
ed, the software was installed on servers
and workstations, the loading of electronic
carriers and connection of the created
complex into the local computer network
were performed.

The works to improve the existing com-
puterized systems are being continued, in
particular, a complex of measures has been
realized to update the database of the com-
puterized system "Inventions", the initial
requirements for automating of functions of
the State Register and working with license
agreements within the computerized sys-
tem "Inventions" were developed, and the
works to create the corresponding software
were begun.

The SRCPE has begun to use the soft-
ware intended to prepare the data on
inventions of Ukraine for the regional CD-
ROM, and the "Information reference and
search system for examination of applica-
tions for marks for goods and services" has
been developed and put into trial operation.

The works to create the computerized
system "Industrial designs of Ukraine" has
been started. Its peculiarity is in close inter-
action with the already existing computer-
ized system "Marks for goods and services".

The computerization of the other activi-
ties of the SPOU and of the SRCPE is on its
way. The computerized system of registra-
tion and control over the document
turnover in the SPOU is being created. This
system will allow to simplify and speed up
the registration of incoming and outgoing

as to computerize the address printing on
the envelopes, and printing out of all
records carried out by the office. The com-
puterized system "Procedure" will be con-
nected with the computerized system
"Inventions", "Marks for goods and ser-
vices", "Industrial designs", that are sources
of the outgoing papers and users of the
incoming documents of the SPOU.

Within the computerized system, the
users of which will be the top managers of
the SPOU, heads of all departments and
their deputies, office employees, there will
be an internal E-mail for confidential
exchange of the documents or drafts, and
the electronic archive of the SPOU docu-
ments will be created.

The computerized system "Procedure”
will include the distributed system of the
computerized control over the ministerial
duties, that will be realized in two options:
control over the fulfillment of the decrees of
the SPOU administration by the depart-
ments, and control over the fulfillment of
orders of the heads of departments by the
employees.

The cooperation with the international
organizations as well as the bilateral coop-
eration is the basis of the international
activities of the SPOU. The development of
cooperation and establishment of new
partner connections facilitate the effec-
tiveness of the patent office operation,
development of the state system of indus-
trial property protection, and expansion of
economic as well as scientific and techni-
cal cooperation with foreign countries.

1. Cooperation with the WIPO

Among the international organizations
with which the SPOU cooperates in the
sphere of intellectual property protection,
the World Intellectual Property
Organization occupies a special place.
Today, Ukraine is party of 8 agreements of
the WIPO in the industrial property protec-
tion sphere. In March 1998, the President
of Ukraine signed a Decree on accession of
this country to the Nairobi Agreement on
the patent protection of the Olympic sym-
bol, and from December 20, the
Agreement entered into force in Ukraine.

The fulfillment by Ukraine of its obliga-
tions, as the member of international orga-
nizations, for the industrial property pro-
tection in 1998, was secured by its partici-
pation in the General Assembly of the WIPO
and 33rd series of meetings of the
Assemblies of the member states of the
WIPO, Coordination Council of the WIPO, in
the activities of the Standing Committees
of the WIPO: for information technologies,
for legislation in the sphere of the patent
law, in the sphere of the trademarks and
geographical indications, in the sessions of
the Consulting Committee and Council of
Union for protection of varieties of plants
(UPOV); meetings of the specialized
Working groups.

In 1998 the representative of Ukraine -
the Chairman of the SPOU - V. Petrov was
elected vice-chairman of the Executive
Committee of the Bern Union, thus,
Ukraine continued its membership in the
Coordinating Committee of the WIPO - the
body that drafts decisions which are of
common interest for all member states of
the Organization.

In order to establish closer and mutual-
ly beneficial cooperation, in October 1998,
B. Greengrass — the vice-General Secreta-
ry of the UPQV Union, visited the SPOU.

In view of accession of Ukraine to the
World Trade Organization and meeting the
requirements of the Agreement on Trade
Related Aspects of Intellectual Property
(TRIPS), the experts of the SPOU participat-
ed in the work of the special session of the
WIPO Academy for accession to the TRIPS,
Symposium of the WIPO/WTO on realization
of the TRIPS Agreement, session of the
TRIPS Council and the WIPO Symposium for
patent offices of countries with the transi-
tional economy.

2. Cooperation with the

European Community

One of the priorities in the trends of
international activities of the SPOU is the
cooperation with the structures of the
European Community. In order to fulfill the
Decree of the President "On realization of
the Agreement on partnership between
Ukraine and the European Community"
from 24.02.98 Ne 148/98 the Working
Group for intellectual property protection
of the Subcommittee "Trade and invest-
ments" and Subcommittee for the legisla-

As a part of the development and deep-
ening of the bilateral cooperation between
the SPOU and foreign patent offices the
experts of the SPOU as well as of the
SRCPE visited national patent offices of
Germany, France, the USA, Poland, the
Czech Republic, Austria, Bulgaria. The
practice of work of these patent offices in
the market economy conditions is very
interesting and useful for the SPOU. Part of
business trips of the experts of the SPOU to
the foreign patent offices were financially
supported by such organizations as the
EPO, German Foundation for International

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1. Inventions

In 1998 was the year of the further increase in number of applications for inventions, though the growth rate was
slower as compared with the previous year (fig. 1.1.)

For the reported year, the SPOU received 6950 applications for inventions (including the international applications),
i.e. as compared with the year 1997 the number of applications increased by 11%. The national applicants filed 5319
applications or by 13% more than in 1997.

The activity of foreign applicants was practically the same as in the last year. The number of applications for inven-
tions filed by foreign applicants in 1998 (including the international applications) increased only by 3% being 23% of the
total amount of applications. The reduction tendency for foreign applications filed under the national procedure was pre-
served, but the number of applications filed under the PCT increased.

The foreign applicants filed 241 applications under the national procedure that is 17% less as compared with 1997.
According to the PCT procedure 1390 applications were filed, that is 9% more as compared with 1997.

As in the previous years the most active in filing of applications under the national procedure were the applicants
from Germany (32%), the USA (17%), France (8%), Switzerland (8%) (Table 1.1).

As to the PCT procedure, the most active were the USA applicants (30%), Germany (22%), the United Kingdom (9%),
France (8%) (Table 1.1). Applicants from Germany, the USA, France actively use both patent procedures.

In 1998 the SPOU as a receiving office received 22 applications.

In 1998 only 20 applications were received with the request to exchange the author's certificates of the USSR for the
patents of Ukraine (23% to 1997 level).

In 1998, 4336 patents (fig.1.2.) were registered in the State Registry of Patents. From the total number of registered
patens -102 (2%) of them are reregistered documents of title of the USSR.

At the decisions of the SRCPE 4234 patents for inventions were registered, from their number 3755 (87%) - without
substantive examination. In the name of foreign applicants 111 patents were registered. The biggest number of patents
were registered in the name of applicants from Russia (41%), the USA (16%), Germany (9%) (Table 1.1).

In 1998, 3442 patents for invention were terminated. As on January 1,1999,19812 patents for inventions are in
force.

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3. Industrial designs
In 1998, 911 applications for industrial designs were filed (30% more than in 1997). The growth rate of applica-
tions for industrial designs filing was slower as compared to the previous year (fig. 3.1). Ifin 1997 the number of appli-
cations from national applicants increased by 2.4, in 1998 - only by 35% (768 applications). The number of applica-
tions filed by foreign applicants increased by 8% and amounted to 16% of the total number of applications.

In 1998 the SPOU received for registration 667 license agreements and agreements on the transfer of property
rights to the industrial property objects, 452 agreements were registered (70% more than in 1997), from them 221 —
license agreements and 231 agreements on property rights transfer.

From the total number of the registered license agreements 85 — are agreements under which the right was
granted for exploitation of two and more industrial property rights. By 36 agreements the property right to several
objects was transferred at the same time. Several licenses were granted for use of 39 objects.

Totally in Ukraine the rights to exploit 524 industrial property rights were transferred on the license basis, that
amounts to 1.6% of the total number of the effective documents of title for the industrial property objects (in 1997 this
index was 1.3%).

Out of the total number of the registered license agreements for inventions 66.2% belong to the priority trends of
science and technology development, the major part of them deal with the ecologically friendly energetic and resource-
saving technologies (Table 5.2).

The privatization processes in Ukraine are reflected in the processes of industrial property objects commercializa -
tion. The governmental organizations are the most active in transfer of rights to inventions. The activity of non-govern-
mental structures has increased both in purchasing and cession of rights to the industrial property objects (Table 5.3).

The overwhelming majority of the agreements on cession of rights to marks for goods and services (80%) were
made between the foreign companies

6. Appeal investigation

In 1998 the SPOU received 66 appeals, including 28 (42%) dealing with inventions. 12 (18%) dealing with industri-
al design, 26 (39) dealing with marks for goods and services. In addition 17 oppositions were investigated that had not
been finished in 1997.

In 1998 the Board of Appeal held 65 meetings during which the following oppositions were considered: invalidation
of marks registration — 31, invalidation of international registration of marks — 2, decision of the Patent Office on
applications for marks for goods and services — 2, decisions of the Patent Office on international registration of marks
— 2, decisions of the Patent Office on applications for inventions — 4, invalidation of the patents for inventions of
Ukraine — 4, invalidation of the patents for industrial designs of Ukraine — 20. There were 17 positive decisions,
including on 1 application for invention, 2 on patents for invention, 3 on applications for marks for goods and services,
8 on certificates for marks for goods and services, and 3 on patents for industrial designs.
