T his year annual report is a very special one. 
In the year 2000, at the edge of millenni­
um, the radical change took place in the 

state administration of the whole system of 
intellectual property in Ukraine: those institutions 
that operated separately in the field of industrial 
property and also in the field of copyright and 
related rights had been consolidated into the 
integral infrastructure of the national system of 
the legal protection of intellectual property.

In accordance with the Decree of the Cabinet 
of Ministers of Ukraine dated April 4, 2000, 
within the structure of the Ministry of Education 
and Science of Ukraine the State Department of 
Intellectual Property (SDIP) had been established 
as the state administrative body. Following to its 
Statute, the SDIP, within the scope of its respon­
sibility, is encharged for providing with the real­
ization of the governmental policy in the sphere 
of intellectual property. That is administration of 
the copyright and related rights, which is being 
an important field of activity for any state, is 
putting into practice by the one and indivisible 
governmental body as well as the rights protec­
tion for the industrial property objects.

The most important task imposed before the 
newly established SDIP is the forming of and 
development of the integral national system of 
the legal protection of intellectual property. The 
main directions of its development laid the 
foundation of the Program of Development of 
the National System of the Protection of 
Intellectual Property in Ukraine for the Years 
2001-2004 prepared by the SDIP. That is what 
the draft Decree of the President of Ukraine On 
the Additional Measures for the Protection of 
Intellectual Property in Ukraine is about.

The important fact is that the above 
Program that determines prospects of the 
intellectual property protection as the substan­
tive sphere of activities for economic and social 
progress of society, will be adopted at the gov­
ernmental level for the first time since indepen­
dent Ukraine had been established. It is the evi­
dence of the firm steps of our state for main­
tenance and development of intellectual 
resources of the nation, and of the intention to 
become a full member of the world communi­
ty, to join the World Trade Organization and 
the European Union in particular.

Despite the SDIP is functioning a half of a year 
only and its staff was of nine people in the year 2000, 
its progress is reasonably impressive. First of all it is 
the retaining potential of knowledge and experience 
of experts that had been working for the State Patent 
Office of Ukraine and State Agency of Ukraine for 
Copyright and Related Rights both liquidated in 
August 2000. At present the most experienced spe­
cialists are working for the two state enterprises 
supervised by the SDIP, namely Ukrainian Institute of 
Industrial Property and Ukrainian Agency of 
Copyright and Related Rights. The decision was made 
about rising up the SDIP staff strength for the 35 
people more as from January 1,2001.

Exactly because of selfless work of the spe­
cialists of the national system of the legal pro­
tection of intellectual property we succeeded in 
short term to resume under new conditions the 
registration of intellectual property titles and

also to make positive steps for resolving the 
problem of cutting down terms of applications 
processing and intellectual property titles issu­
ing. The patent of Ukraine number 30.000 had 
been inserted into the State Register on 
November 15, 2000. It is a peculiar landmark on 
the way of the development of the national 
system of the legal protection of intellectual 
property in Ukraine.

For the first time in a number of years the 
effic ien t solutions were discovered that 
enabled us for considerable hastening of the 
examination procedure for industrial property 
objects applications. The following figure is the 
significant one: on January 1, 2001, after eight 
years of the national industrial property rights 
protection system functioning, there were 
55,544 protective titles registered and granted 
for the industrial property objects such as 
inventions, utility models, industrial designs, 
marks for goods and services. 15 %  of this total 
amount was registered by the SDIP during the 
second half of the last year.

Considerable attention was given to the 
forming of the legislative basis in the sphere of 
intellectual property. The very active position of 
our experts and their immediate participation 
in the legislation developments contributed to 
the fact that in the course of the year 2000 the 
Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine has adopted seven 
laws in the sphere of intellectual property. 
During the last year the SDIP specialists have 
developed three draft laws, a few  dozens of 
normative legal acts and also a new version of 
the Part IV "Intellectual Property" of the draft 
Civil Code of Ukraine.

The international cooperation in the sphere 
of intellectual property becomes wider too. In 
the year 2000 Ukraine has signed two more 
agreements administrated by the World 
Intellectual Property Organization (W IPO ). 
Draft Program of Cooperation between the 
WIPO and Ukraine was developed. The 
Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine had adopted two

Laws of Ukraine on ratification of the C.I.S. 
Agreements on cooperation in the field of 
intellectual property rights enforcement. An 
intergovernmental agreement on cooperation 
in the field of industrial property between the 
Ukraine and Moldova has been concluded. 
Some actions have been taken for accession of 
Ukraine to the International Confederation of 
Societies of Authors and Composers (CISAC).

Positive changes took place in the important 
direction of specialists' training and improving 
qualification. The SDIP has approached to the 
final stage of accreditation of its educational 
entity, namely Institute of Intellectual Property 
and Law. Specialized sub-faculties were estab­
lished and completed with the high-qualified 
sta ff. A first group of final-year students is 
working out their graduated thesis works.

We look ahead with confidence. The tasks 
to be done are defined clearly in the document 
named Actions Plan for the Year 2001. I believe 
that during the last year a reliable basis laid for 
the further development of the integrated 
national system of the legal protection of intel­
lectual property in Ukraine that gives reasons 
for an optimistic approach.

T he national system of the legal protection of 
intellectual property includes appropriate ele­
ments of the legislative, executive and court 

powers, functioning of which is ensuring for each 
citizen rights for protection of his intellectual prop­
erty, author's right, moral and material interests 
arose in connection with the intellectual activities as 
it is declared by the Constitution of Ukraine.

Reliable guarantees of granting, exercise and 
enforcement of rights for the intellectual property 
objects are an inalienable attribute of the state 
power in each civilized country. Availability of a 
modern internationally recognized system of intel­
lectual property rights protection is promoting the 
development of the national economy, mainte­
nance and enrichment of the scientific and techno­
logical potential of a state, stimulates progress of 
international trade, brings foreign investments into 
the national economy, in particular, in the form of 
the most modern technologies, and also con­
tributes to the entering Ukraine, as a partner equal 
in rights, into the worldwide intellectual property 
market.

One of the prior tasks in the field of foreign 
economic relations of Ukraine is its competent 
accession to the GATT/WTO as well as providing 
with provisions of the Agreement on Partnership 
and Cooperation between the European Union and 
Ukraine (APC) concluded on June 16,1994.

The legal basis in the sphere of intellectual 
property currently in force has in a whole ensuring 
granting, exercising and enforcement of rights for 
objects created by intellectual activities and it is also 
in accordance with provisions of international legal 
acts.

Legislation of Ukraine in the sphere of intellec­
tual property is under development taking into 
account the tasks that are defined as of priority by 
the Government of Ukraine.

On December 21, 2000 the Verkhovna Rada of 
Ukraine has adopted the Law of Ukraine On 
Amendments to the Several Laws of Ukraine 
Concerning Intellectual Property Matters. This Law

most efficient organizational structure for granting 
rights for industrial property objects, bring the 
administrative procedure of disputes resolution 
concerning intellectual property objects into accor­
dance with the provisions of the Constitution of 
Ukraine, and also to establish regulations of gath­
ering and use of fees, that is directed to ensure 
efficient functioning of the national system of the 
legal protection of intellectual property at the same 
level as the analogous systems of the economically 
developed countries.

On March 23, 2000 the Law of Ukraine On 
Distribution of Audiovisual Works and Phonograms 
Copies has been adopted. This law is directed onto 
the development of legislation of Ukraine in the 
field of copyright and related rights as well as for 
the fulfillment of international commitments of 
Ukraine concerning protection of interests of the 
said rights owners, rights and interests protection 
of those who are distributing copies of audiovisual 
works and phonograms and consumers rights pro­
tection as well. The Decree # 1555 On Approval of 
Provisions Concerning Distribution of Audiovisual 
Works and Phonograms Copies dated October 13, 
2000 has been adopted by the Cabinet of Ministers 
of Ukraine to implement this Law provisions.

Draft Law of Ukraine On Amendments to the 
Several Legislative Acts Concerning Strengthening 
of Responsibility for Infringement Rights for 
Intellectual Property Objects is prepared for the 
second round of hearings before the Verkhovna 
Rada.

The above said draft Law provides for new ver­
sion of Article 136 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine 
that at the time being is not ensuring appropriate 
criminal penalties for the intellectual property 
rights infringement. New version of the Article 136 
Infringement of Rights for an Intellectual Property 
Object is directed towards recognizing as criminal 
those deeds which are associated with illegal repro­
duction, distribution and use of scientific, literature 
and artistic works, computer software and data 
bases, related rights objects as well as inventions, 
utility models, industrial designs, company names,

For 
that criminal sanctions should be imposed in the 
forms of imprisonment, penalties and confiscation 
of counterfeiting copies of works, related rights 
objects, goods produced illegally and equipment 
used for such a production.

Proposed amendments to the Code of Criminal 
Procedure is providing for authorization of investi­
gating body of the Ministry of Interior to fulfill pre­
liminary investigation in cases of crimes that fol­
lowed by responsibility under the draft Article 136 
of the Criminal Code.

The forthcoming adoption of the draft Law 
of Ukraine On Amendments to the Several 
Legislative Acts Concerning Strengthening of 
Responsibility for Infringement Rights for 
Intellectual Property Objects is in full accordance 
with TRIPS provisions and will promote ensuring 
of proper protection of rights for intellectual 
property objects as well as contribute to the inte­
gration of Ukraine into the European Union, its 
accession to the World Trade organization and 
other worldwide and European economical struc­
tures and organizations.

In the near future the Verkhovna Rada of 
Ukraine is to consider draft Custom Code of 
Ukraine within the second round of hearings. 
The draft contains a separate part on the con­
trol over transfer of goods containing intellec­
tual property objects through custom border of 
Ukraine. This part is in compliance with the 
European Communities requirements concern­
ing custom procedures directed towards intel­
lectual property rights protection. It is time to 
develop an effic ient mechanism to ensure 
intellectual property rights protection in trans­
fer of goods containing intellectual property 
objects through the custom border of Ukraine.

Ukraine is a State party to a lot of international 
treaties and conventions in the sphere of intellectu­
al property that are currently in force and it intends

On September 21,2000 the Verkhovna Rada of 
Ukraine has adopted the Laws of Ukraine On 
Ratification of the Agreement on Measures for the 
Prevention and the Discontinuance of Use of False 
or Deceptive Trademarks and Geographical 
Indications and On Ratification of the Agreement 
on Cooperation for Stopping of Offences in the 
Field of Intellectual Property. The said Agreements 
signed by Ukraine together with other C IS . coun­
tries and both of them contain provisions relevant 
to the rights protection for intellectual property 
objects that are similar to the appropriate provi­
sions of the TRIPS Agreement.

On December 29, 2000 the Protocol Relating to 
the Madrid Agreement Concerning the Inte­
rnational Registration of Marks (Madrid, 1989) 
and the Nice Agreement Concerning the 
International Classification of Goods and Services 
for the Purposes of the Registration of Marks 
(revised at Geneva in 1977 and amended in 1979) 
entered into force on the territory of Ukraine in 
accordance with the relevant Laws of Ukraine on 
their ratification, adopted by the Verkhovna Rada 
of Ukraine on July 17, 2000.

Draft Laws of Ukraine On Accession to the 
International Convention for the Protection of 
Performers, Producers of Phonograms and 
Broadcasting Organizations and On Accession of 
Ukraine to the WIPO Copyright Treaty and the 
WIPO Performances and Phonograms Treaty were 
developed. Both drafts are providing for amend­
ment of the national legislation by modern interna­
tional regulations and also for more clear interpre­
tation of some regulations currently in force to 
ensure finding adequate solutions for the rights 
protection of authors, performers and producers 
of phonograms.

Draft Law of Ukraine On Amendments to the 
Law of Ukraine on the Rights Protection for Plants 
Varieties is under preparation for the second round 
of hearings.

Another draft Law On Peculiarities of the State 
Regulations of the Business Undertakings in the 
Field of Production, Export and Import of Discs for 
the Laser Reading Systems has developed and 
appropriately filed before the Verkhovna Rada of 
Ukraine for its consideration.

To fulfill the Decree # 928/2000 of the 
President of Ukraine On the Measures Relating to 
the Development of the National Component of 
the Internet Global Informational Network and 
Providing of the Extensive Access to this Network 
in Ukraine dated July 31, 2000, the SDIP has devel­
oped and filed before the Cabinet of Ministers of 
Ukraine the draft Law of Ukraine On Amendments 
to the Several Laws of Ukraine Concerning 
Intellectual Property Issues Relevant to the Internet 
Global Network.

Draft Laws of Ukraine aimed to the amending 
of the Laws of Ukraine On the Rights Protection for 
Industrial Designs and On the Rights Protection for 
Marks for goods and Services are under develop­
ment both purposed to embodiment of the APC 
requirements and the TRIPS Agreement provisions.

In the aim of further harmonization of the 
national legislation in the sphere of intellectual 
property with the appropriate provisions of the 
international law it is planned to consider an 
expediency of the accession of Ukraine to the 
Geneva Act (1999) of the Hague Agreement 
Concerning the International Deposit of 
Industrial Designs and to the WIPO Patent Law 
Treaty (PLT) as well.

The national system of the legal protection of 
intellectual property should develop continually. 
For this purpose the Program of Development of 
the National System of the Protection of 
Intellectual Property in Ukraine for the Years 2001- 
2004 has been developed and then approved at the 
session of the Board of the Ministry of Education 
and Science of Ukraine on December 22, 2000.

F ulfillment of commitments of Ukraine 
that is being a State party to international 
organizations in the field of intellectual 

property rights protection was in particular 
provided in the year 2000 by its participation in 
the session of the WIPO General Assembly and 
the 35th series of meetings of the members of 
the WIPO Assemblies and also in the 45th ses­
sion of the WIPO Coordination Committee and 
in the Diplomatic Conference on the Protection 
of Audiovisual Performances as well.

Ukraine took part in the WIPO Standing 
Committees activities: Standing Committee on 
Information Technology, Standing Committee 
on the Law of Patents, Standing Committee on 
the Law of Trademarks, Industrial Designs and 
Geographical Indications, and participated in 
the sessions of the WIPO Consultative 
Committee on Enforcement of Intellectual 
Property Rights, Committee on Cooperation as 
well as at the specialized Working Groups 
meetings for the development in the sphere of 
intellectual property. Ten experts of the SDIP, 
Ukrainian Institute of Industrial Property and 
Ukrainian Agency of Copyright and Related 
Rights (UACRR) attended the events listed 
above that gave us an opportunity to influence 
on the decisions making and to uphold of the 
national applicants' interests.

In the year 2000 the SDIP Chairman Mr. 
Mykola Paladiy was elected the Vice-Chair of 
the Paris Union Executive Committee that 
enabled Ukraine to proceed with its member­
ship in the WIPO Coordination Committee 
which is the structure preparing decisions of 
the common interest for the all the member 
States of the Organization.

There was a meeting of the delegation of 
Ukraine with the WIPO Director General Dr. K.

Idris in the course of the 35th series of meet­
ings of the members of the WIPO Assemblies. 
Prospects of cooperation between Ukraine and 
the WIPO and necessity of its intensifying were 
discussed there. In particular, it is connected 
with the improvements in the national legisla­
tion as well as training of Ukrainian experts in 
the sphere of intellectual property. The instru­
ments of accession of Ukraine to the Protocol 
Relating to the Madrid Agreement Concerning 
the International Registration of Marks and the 
Nice Agreement Concerning the International 
Classification of Goods and Services for the 
Purposes of the Registration of Marks had 
been handed over to the WIPO Director 
General. Both agreements entered into force in 
Ukraine as from December 29, 2000.

On behalf of the Government of Ukraine 
the WIPO Director General was invited to visit 
our country officially during the second half of 
May 2001. The invitation was accepted with 
gratitude. The draft Program of cooperation 
between Ukraine and the WIPO is under devel­
opment so that it will be signed in the course of 
the visit.

In the year 2000 the international seminar on 
use of the Madrid system of international regis­
trations and the Hague system of industrial 
designs deposit was organized and held in Kyiv 
jointly with the WIPO International Bureau. 150 
specialists in all, namely local patent attorneys, 
experts of the SDIP and the Ukrainian Institute of 
Industrial Property, representatives of the 
regional Centers of Scientific, Technical and 
Economic Information; specialists of the National 
Academy of Sciences of Ukraine, ministries, gov­
ernmental offices and committees, regional 
state administrative power bodies, large enter­
prises and other institutions attended this event. 
The SDIP jointly with the Ukrainian Institute of 
Industrial Property and "Euromarkpat" company 
office in Ukraine has organized an INTA round­
table meeting On the Problems of Today in the 
Field of Legal Protection of Industrial Property for

Participation in such international events 
enables the SDIP experts together with special­
ists of the other governmental administration 
authorities and taking into account practical 
experience of other countries to develop a 
common approach to the national legislative 
and normative basis improvement.

2. Bilateral and regional 
cooperation
Regional cooperation is traditionally impor­

tant part of the system of development of the 
international cooperation in the sphere of 
intellectual property. The SDIP Chairman par­
ticipated in the Conference On Role of the 
Regional Patent Offices in the Establishment of 
the W orldwide Industrial Property Rights 
Protection System and in the Moscow 
Intellectual Property Rights Forum, both events 
jointly organized by the WIPO, the EAPO and 
the Rospatent. The SDIP and the Ukrainian 
Institute of Industrial Property staff members 
took part in two specialized EPO seminars and 
in the seminars devoted to the matters of 
today in the development of the national sys­
tem of the legal protection of intellectual prop­
erty held in Moscow, Russian Federation.

The SDIP provides for the commitments that 
imposed by the bilateral and regional treaties in 
that connection which is relating to the legal 

regulations in the sphere of intel­
lectual property. Those are agree­
ments on cooperation in the 
sphere of science and technology 
and also agreements on trade 

and economic cooperation, 27 in 
all. The SDIP experts are engaged in 

the development and preliminary 
arrangement of the regional and interna­

tional treaties, take part in the working 
groups and commissions activities related

to the intellectual property rights protection. 
Seven intergovernmental and seven regional 
agreements on cooperation in the field of intel­
lectual property rights protection are currently 
in force. The Agreement on Cooperation in the 
sphere of Industrial Property Protection 
Between the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine 
and the Government of the Republic of 
Moldova was signed in 2000. Interoffice agree­
ments on cooperation and working plans pro­
viding specific joint actions are carrying out 
together with the Patent O ffices of 
Kazakhstan, Poland, Hungary, Bulgaria, 
Germany, and Czech Republic. Conclusion of 
the interoffice agreement on the patent infor­
mation exchange with the Estonian Patent 
Office is in progress.

The SDIP takes part actively in the C.I.S. Interstate 
Council for Protection of Industrial Property (ICPIP) 
activities, accomplishment of the Conception of 
Establishing of the C.I.S. Information Space and the 
Interstate Program on the Implementation of the 
Conception of the C.I.S. Countries Integrated Economic 
Development for the Years 1998-2001 are included. 
The SDIP Chairman has been appointed the plenipo­
tentiary representative of Ukraine to the Interstate 
Council for Protection of Industrial Property.

In the sphere of copyright and related rights 
the cooperation established with the international 
societies essentially concerned with the authors' 
rights and with the publishing institutions as well. 
At the end of the year 2000 UACRR was admitted 
into the International Confederation of Societies 
of Authors and Composers (CISAC) that is the 
most numerous worldwide union of the authors' 
societies. It gives us the possibility to conclude 
bilateral agreements on mutual representation 
with the authors' societies of foreign countries. 
Such kind of agreements with the GEMA 
(Germany), SASEM (France), RAT (Russia), NAAP 
(Russia) are currently in force. It is planned to sign 
agreements with the authors' societies of foreign 
countries, to begin with that ones in which works 
of Ukrainian authors are performed (USA,

Canada, Poland, Australia, United Kingdom) and 
also with those societies which keep revenues to 
the UACRR on their accounts (Israel, Hungary, the 
Netherlands, Japan, Czech, Sweden, Switzerland). 
About 30 agreements with the foreign publishing 
houses such as Alerton Press, Plenum, Motorola, 
Begel House Inc. Publishes (USA), Rickansky 
Science Publishing (United Kingdom), Qiushu 
University Press (Japan) exist too.

Intensive work of the SDIP in the field of 
international cooperation was enabled because 
of the close collaboration with the Ministry of 
Education and Science, the Ministry of Foreign 
A ffa irs, the Ministry of Economic, the Ministry 
of Justice of Ukraine.

Further development of the cooperation 
and establishing of new partnerships promote 
the increase of efficiency of the SDIP function­
ing and the progress of the whole national sys­
tem of intellectual property rights protection.

1. Inventions
I n 2000, there was continued growth in filings 

under the national procedure owing to increase in 
activity of domestic applicants (fig. 1.1).
In the year under review, 7239 applications 

for inventions were filed (including interna­
tional applications entering the national 
phase), i.e. as compared with 1999 the number 
of applications increased by 3% . 5620 applica­
tions were filed by domestic applicants, 4%  
more than in 1999.

The number of applications for inventions 
filed by foreign applicants both under the PCT 

and under the national procedure 
don't changed in the last three 

years. The share of applications 
from foreign applicants 

remained low and 
amounted to 22% of 

total filings.
Foreign applicants filed 

241 applications, 6 % less than in
1999. As in the previous year, 1378 

applications were filed under the PCT.
As in the previous years, the most 

active under the national procedure in 2000 
were applicants from Germany -  61 applica­
tions (2 5 % ), Russian Federation -  53 applica­
tions (22% ), USA -  28 applications (12% ), 
Switzerland -  20 applications ( 8 % ). The share 
of applications from applicants of these coun­
tries amounted to 67% of total number of 
applications filed by foreign applicants under 
the national procedure (table 1.1).

As to the PCT procedure, the most active 
were applicants from USA -  438 applications 
(3 2 % ), Germany -  277 applications (2 0 % ), 
France -  177 applications (8 % ) (table 1.1).

In 2000, 40 applications were filed with the 
SDIP as the receiving office.

The data on breakdown of applications for

Most of applications from domestic appli­
cants were filed in such classes: A61 (Medical or 
veterinary science; hygiene) -  1151 applications 
(2 0 % ), 334 of them relating to subclass A61K 
(Preparations for medical, dental or toilet pur­
poses), G01 (Measuring; testing) -  465 appli­
cations (8 % ), A01 (Agriculture; forestry; ani­
mal husbandry; hunting; trapping; fishing) -  
239 applications (4 ,3 % ), E21 (Earth drilling; 
mining) -  227 applications (4 % ) , C12 
(Biochem istry; beer; spirits; w ine; vinegar; 
micro-biology; enzymology; mutation or genet­
ic engineering) -  216 applications (3 ,8 % ).

From the fact that foreign applicants main­
ly file applications under the PCT (8 4 % ) it may 
be concluded that foreign applicants patent 
inventions more actively in such classes: C07 
(Organic chemistry) -  371 applications (27% ), 
A 61 (Medical or veterinary science; hygiene) 
236 applications (17%), 202 of them relating to 
subclass A61K (Preparations for medical, den­
tal or toilet purposes), H04 (Electric communi­
cation technique) -  64 applications (11%), C12 
(Biochem istry; beer; spirits; w ine; vinegar; 
micro-biology; enzymology; mutation or 
genetic engineering) -  58 applications (4 % ).

Thus, foreign applicants are most interested 
in patenting inventions in the field of organic 
chemistry and pharmaceutics.

In 2000, 6603 applications were examined 
as to the form. And 2405 decisions that the 
application may be subjected to substantive 
examination were taken. The total number of 
decisions concerning applications taken in 
2000 amounted to 5917, 3599 of them being 
decisions to grant patents for inventions w ith­
out carrying out substantive examination (25%  
less than in 1999). 1482 decisions to grant a 
patent with 20-year term of validity (9%  more 
than in 1999) and 237 decisions to refuse the 
application were taken. The total number of 
decisions taken in the course of substantive

5676 patents for inventions were granted by 
decisions of the examination board, 4062 of 
them (70% ) being patents granted without car­
rying out substantive examination, 1614 being

2. Utility models
In 2000, the number of applications for 

utility models increased significantly. The total 
number of applications for utility models 
amounted to 376 (84%  more as compared 
with 1999) including 361 applications from 
domestic applicants.

One of the reasons caused such sharp 
growth may be the following: the question of 
granting patents with 5-year term of validity

since October 5, 1998 has not been regulated 
by legislation. Having intention to get a patent 
in a shorter term applicants began to file appli­
cations for utility models more actively.

The number of applications for utility mod­
els filed by foreign applicants remains very low 
(0 ,4 %  of the total filings). Applicants from 
Russia are in the lead, the share of applications 
from Russia amounted to 12 (8 0 % ).

The trends in filing applications for utility models 
in 1995-2000 are presented in fig. 2.1.

Most of applications for utility models were 
filed in such classes: A61 (Medical or veterinary 
science; hygiene) -  36 applications (10% ), E21 
(Earth drilling; mining) -  30 applications 
(8 ,3 % ), B65 (Conveying; hacking; storing; han­
dling thin or filamentary material) -  21 applica­
tions (5 ,8 % ).

In 2000, 296 decisions to grant a patent for 
utility model were taken. The total number of 
decisions concerning applications for utility 
models in 2000 is 21% higher than the figure 
for 1999.

222 patents for utility models were grant­
ed in 2000 , 216 of them being granted to 
domestic applicants. 3 patents were granted 
to applicants from Russian Federation, 2 -  
from Germany, 1 -  from Netherlands.

As on December 31, 2000, 561 patents for 
utility models were in force.

3. Industrial designs
In 2000, the number of applications for 

industrial designs increased significantly owing 
to growth in activity of domestic applicants 
(fig . 3.1), 1135 applications were filed (40%  
more than in 1999). The share of applications 
from foreign applicants remained low and 
amounted to 5% of the total number of appli­
cations for industrial designs. 1074 applications 
were filed by domestic applicants (41% more 
than in 1999).

In 2000, the most active were applicants from 
Germany - 12 applications (20% ), USA -  7 appli-

cations (11%), France -  6 applications (10%), 
India -  5 applications (8% ) (table 3.1). An analy­
sis of statistical data over the last five years 
shows that USA, Germany and France remain the 
leaders in industrial designs' filings.

Most of applications from domestic appli­
cants were filed in classes: 19 (Stationary and 
office equipment) -  355 applications (31%), 09 
(Packages and containers) 196 applications 
(17%), 25 (Building blocks and construction ele­
ments) -  75 applications (7% ), 12 (Means of 
transport and hoisting) -  72 applications (6% ) and
02 (Clothing) -  59 applications (5%).

Most of applications from foreign applicants 
relate to class 09 (Packages and containers): 17 appli­
cations (28%).

1337 applications for industrial designs 
(including applications filed) in total were 
being in processing in 2000. 1044 decisions to 
grant a patent were taken (49%  more than in 
1999), 15 applications were refused, 48 were 
withdrawn. As on January 1, 2001, 230 applica­
tions were still pending.

In 2000, 1044 patents for industrial designs 
were granted. 996 patents were granted to 
domestic applicants, 48 were granted to fo r­
eign applicants, that represents 4 ,6%  of the 
total number. Most of patents were granted to 
applicants from Germany -  9 (19%), USA -  8 
(17%) and United Kingdom -  6 (13%) (table 3.1).

4. Marks for goods and service
National procedure
In 2000, 6272 applications for marks for 

goods and services were filed (32% more com­
pared with 1999). After slight decrease in filings 
for marks for goods and services under the 
national procedure (by 7% ) in 1999 owing to 
decline in activity of foreign applicants, in 2000 
there was continued growth in filings both from 
domestic and foreign applicants (pwc. 4.1).

The number of applications from domestic 
applicants has further continued to climb since 
1997. In 2000, 4423 applications were filed by

The activity of foreign applicants remains 
rather high and stable. In 2000, 1849 applica­
tions were filed, 30%  of the total number. The 
share of applications from foreign applicants 
in 1999 amounted to 30% , in 1998 to 40% , in 
1997 to 47% , in 1996 to 55% , i.e. the growth 
rates of applications from foreign applicants 
under the national procedure has slightly 
declined.

The most active under the national proce­
dure in 2000 were applicants from USA -  627 
applications (3 4 % ), Russian Federation -  203 
applications (11% ), United Kingdom -  153 
applications (8 ,3 % ) and Netherlands -  134 
applications (7 % ). The share of applications 
from  applicants of these countries amounted 
to 60%  of the total number of applications 
filed by foreign applicants under the national 
procedure (table 4.1).

Most of the marks for goods and services 
filed under the national procedure were classi­
fied in such classes of the Nice Classification: 
42 (Providing for food and drink...) -  3088 
(1 4 % ), 35 (Advertising; business manage­
ment; business administration; office func­
tions) -  2711 (12% ), 16 (Paper, cardboard, and 
goods made from these materials...) -  1324 
(6 % ), 05 (Pharmaceutical, veterinary and san­
itary preparations; dietetic substances...)

Madrid Agreement
Foreign applicants continued to file applica­

tions for marks for goods and services under 
the Madrid Agreement actively. Thus in 2 0 0 0 ,  
4 9 2 9  applications from International Bureau of 
WIPO were received (1 0 3 %  compared with 
1 9 9 9 ) ,  though in 1 9 9 9  the decline in activity 
under the Madrid Agreement has been 
observed (fig . 4 .1 ).

As in the previous years, such countries as 
Germany (1 6 3 0  applications ( 3 3 % ) ) ,  France 
( 7 4 4  applications ( 1 5 % ) ) ,  Switzerland (5 2 5  
applications (1 1 % ))  and Italy ( 4 2 9  applications 
( 9 % ) )  are in the lead. The share of applications 
from applicants of these countries amounted 
to 6 8 % of the total filings under the Madrid 
Agreement in 2 0 0 0  (table 4 .2 ) .

In 2 0 0 0 ,  4 4 4 6  marks were registered under 
the Madrid Agreement (2 1 %  less compared 
with 1 9 9 9 ) .  6 8 5  registrations were renewed.

As for December 31, 2 0 0 0 ,  2 8 0 5 4  interna­
tional registrations of marks were in force in 
Ukraine.

5. Registration of Contracts on 
Assignment of Industrial 
Property Rights
In 2 0 0 0  the State Department of Intellectual 

Property received and considered 8 5 3  contracts 
on assignment of property and licensing contracts 
on exploitation of industrial property rights.

372 contracts were registered, of them:
233 concerning marks for goods and services;
103 concerning inventions;
33 concerning industrial designs;
3 concerning utility models.
The trends in reception and registration of 

contracts on assignment of industrial property 
rights are presented in fig. 5.1.

The data on registration of contracts on 
assignment of property and licensing contracts 
on exploitation of industrial property rights are 
presented in table 5.1.

The breakdown of licensing contracts on 
exploitation of inventions and marks for goods 
and services registered in 2000 by technological 
fields are shown in table 5.2.

As the data presented in table 5.2 shows, 
the rights on exploitation of inventions were 
mainly assigned in the field of production and 
realization of products in the chemical and 
food industries (alcoholic drinks espessially) as 
well as in the field of instrument making.

An analysis of the technological structure 
of licensing contracts on exploitation of 
marks for goods and services showed that, as 
in 1999, the field of production of alcoholic 
drinks was in the lead. It should be mentioned 
also that the share of licensing contracts rose 
significantly in such fields as medicine (phar­
m aceutics), instrument making, food indus­
try , tobacco production and in services' 
sphere.

As for more full characteristics of regis­
tered contracts, attention should be paid to 
the breakdown of contracts' parties by cate­
gories of subjects of economic activities 
(tables 5.3 and 5 .4 ).

The data presented shows that activity of 
natural persons in assignment of property in 
patented inventions remained unchanged and 
activity in assignment of property in industrial 
designs rose significantly. The indicators 
of activity of non-state institutions « 
have been changed: the share of 
contracts registered in 
2000 in which they were 
the receiving party 
increased much.

The share of contracts the transferring 
parties of which were state institutions 
declined considerably, there were no con­
tracts on assignment of industrial property 
rights to state institutions.

In the year under review, most of contracts 
on assignment of property in marks were con­
cluded between foreign firms.

Licensing contracts on exploitation of 
inventions were mainly concluded between 
natural persons and non-state institutions, 
contracts on exploitation of marks -  between 
state and non-state institutions.

As a positive factor, it should be mentioned 
that number of licensing contracts on exploita­
tion of marks for goods and services concluded 
between Ukrainian parties has increased. It 
shows an intention of national manufacturers 
of goods and services to protect their products, 
to compete with other manufacturers, includ­
ing foreign, that finally will bring to improve­
ment of goods and services.

As for January 1, 2001, 2032 contracts on 
assignment of industrial property rights in total 
were registered in Ukraine, of them:

1063 concerning inventions;
12 concerning utility models;
805 concerning marks for goods and ser­

vices;
152 concerning industrial designs.

6. Registration of authors' rights for  
scientific, literature  and artistic  
w o rks
In 1995 the decision was made on the state 

registration of rights of authors and right hold­
ers to facilitate the copyright protection in 
Ukraine. Such a registration is carrying out in 
accordance with the Law of Ukraine On 
Copyright and Related Rights and also with the 
Decree # 532 of the Cabinet of Ministers of 
Ukraine On the State Registration of Authors' 
Rights for Scientific, Literature and Artistic 
Works dated July 18, 1995. It has to be noted

that the said Decree does not provide for the 
registration of the related rights, namely rights 
of performers, producers of phonograms and 
broadcasting organizations.

State registration recognizes by the court 
as a judicial presumption of authorship, that is 
considers true provided otherwise not proved 
under the court procedure. Materials already 
registered and stored during the copyright 
validity term could be considered evidences of 
the copyright and are presented before the 
court if needed. Audiovisual works kept in the 
State Films Found.

Once the state registration done, the 
appropriate certificate of the specific kind is 
issuing. The computer-based state register is 
formed and keeps updated on the basis of the 
state registrations running out.

A total of 1,151 certificates for the state 
registration of authors' rights for the scientif­
ic, literature and artistic works were legalized 
and issued in the year 2000 (21% more com ­
paring to the 1999, see the Table 6.1) and 215 
certificates for the exclusive right holding for 
scientific, literature and artistic works (24%  
more comparing to the 1999, see the Table 
6 .2 ) are issued too.

State registration of the authors’ rights and 
exclusive rights holding for scientific, litera­
ture and artistic works in Ukraine could be 
considered as a phenomenon because of its 
implementation in the one and only of the 
new independent states that were former 
Soviet Union republics.

In accordance with the relevant agree­
ments the authors who are registered with the 
UACRR should deliberately transmit to the 
Agency for a limited term their exclusive rights 
for use of their works by the public reproduc­
tion, direct demonstration of a work or its 
copy in the television or radio programs etc. At 
present about ten and a half thousands of 
local authors and fifty-tw o and a half thou­
sands of foreign ones are registered with the

Based on the agreements concluded 
with the authors, the Agency makes agree­
ments with the works users on remuneration 
for the use of literature and artistic works.

The Division of the registration of authors 
and authors' honorarium assessments has con­
cluded 2,090 agreements with authors. About 
200 agreements are under consideration. The 
table 6.3 illustrates kinds of actions carrying out 
by the Division of the registration of authors 
and authors' honorarium assessments.

ie Appeal Council has been operated with the 
SDIP to provide for the administrative way of 
intellectual property rights protection.

Guided by the national legislation currently 
in force and international treaties and agree­
ments in the sphere of intellectual property and 
by the departmental normative acts, in the year 
2000 the Appeal Council of the SDIP has carry­
ing out protection of rights of applicants and 

titles owners as well as protection of inter­
ests of other nationals and legal entities 
when considering oppositions on the 
decision made on examination of indus­
trial property application and oppositions 

on the industrial property titles granted.
109 pieces of oppositions in total were 

filed before the SDIP Appeal Council in 2000, 
that is 26 % more comparing 1999, 50 % 
more than in 1998 and 106 % more than in 
1997. 93 oppositions were taken for consid­
eration, 16 others were rejected and 13 ones 
recalled by appellants before the procedure 

had finished.
The dynamics of oppositions flow in 1997- 

2000 can be seen in Table 1. Distribution of 
oppositions in accordance with the subject 
matters is given in the Table 2.

Data given above makes a testimony of an 
increasing trend in number of oppositions filed 
before the SDIP Appeal Council in the course of 
a few  years gone, 2000 is included. Some 
increase in the number of oppositions on marks 
for goods and services is noted too.

A number of decisions communicated to 
the parties after finishing of consideration of 
an opposition are also an indication of the 
Appeal Council activity. A total of 117 sittings 
took part in 2000, and 43 decisions of them 
were sent to the parties. The figures of sittings 
and decisions number in comparison with the 
relevant figures of the recent years are given in 
the Table 3.

To prevent applicants' rights infringement 
and bearing in mind the most efficient protec-

tion to be ensured, a special division attached 
to the SDIP has been set up for consideration 
of complaints and suggestions of applicants 
and other interested persons and legal entities 
because of the fact that the Appeal Council's 
responsibility is limited by consideration of 
oppositions on any decision made on examina­
tion of applications for a patent of Ukraine for 
invention or utility model and industrial 
design, plant variety, a certificate of Ukraine 
for marks for goods and services, integrated 
topography of integrated circuit, appelation 
of origin of goods as well and also by consid­
eration of oppositions on the corresponding 
industrial property titles granted.

More then 110 complaints and other 
addresses of nationals and legal entities have 
been considered in 2000, including

96 pieces concerning applications for inven­
tions,

24 pieces concerning applications for marks 
for goods and services, and

7 pieces concerning industrial designs appli­
cations.

In purpose of ensuring rights protection 
under the court procedure, the SDIP has set up 
a specialized division for litigation issues. In the 
year 2000 a total of 86 cases concerning intel­
lectual property objects were brought in court, 
which the SDIP participated in. 32 ones have 
been finished.

Court cases can be divided by the subject 
matters as the following:

- for marks for goods and services -  22,
- for inventions applications -  6 ,
- industrial design patents -  3.
A request to declare the certificate of 

Ukraine for trade- or service mark invalid on the 
basis of the discrepancy of the registered mark 
with the protectability conditions, namely 
extension of the refusals under the paragraph 3 
of Article 6 of the Law of Ukraine On the Rights 
Protection for Marks for goods and Services to 
the registered marks, was the most widespread

reason for the court suit lodging. Not so often 
were court suit lodgings on the basis of request 
to declare the certificate of Ukraine for marks 
for goods or services invalid because of refusal 
reasons stipulated in paragraphs 2 and 5 of 
Article 6 of the said Law and due to the incor­
rect registration procedure as well.

Matters concerning struggle with the illegal 
use of scientific, literature and artistic works and 
with the piracy production of discs and cassettes 
set an important position within the scope of the 
SDIP activities. This work is carrying out in close 
cooperation with the Ministry of Interior of 
Ukraine, the State Tax Administration and the 
State Custom Service of Ukraine.

To ensure protection of copyright and relat­
ed rights, in 2000 the SDIP has been represent­
ing of authors' interests in the court hearings 
when disputes on illegal use of scientific, liter­
ature and artistic works or phonograms were 
under consideration, as well as in authors' 
remuneration and indemnification for losses 
issues proceedings.

In 2000 a total of 128 disputed cases con­
cerning public performances, use of works in 
television programs and publishing were con­
sidered, 22 court cases including. Almost all the 
court cases, which the SDIP was participated in, 
were related to the use of a work without con­
cluding agreement with its author.

A special technique for the protection of 
rights of producers of phonograms is developed 
and uses successfully. In the year 2000 the fact 
of selling of a counterfeiting goods was proved 
in the court for the first time in Ukraine.

At the same time agreed settlements 
became a widespread form of the dispute res­
olution, that is the defender imposed on him­
self an obligation to conclude trade agreement 
for copies of phonograms which exclusive 
related material rights for their reproduction 
and distribution belongs to plaintiff.

has been set up with the SDIP assistance to pro­
mote establishing in Ukraine the civilized market of 
objects of copyright and related rights by exclu­
sively legal use of any kind of works, perfor­
mances, broadcasting programs, phonograms on 
the basis of appropriate agreements with copy­
right and related rights owners and licensing 
agreements with copyright and related rights users 
as well, by the steadfast accomplishment of the 
current legislation concerning creation and use of 
scientific, literature and artistic works, by the 
development of proposals about forming govern­
mental strategy in the sphere of copyright and 
related rights and also by the development of pro­
posals on streamlining of the national legislation in 
the sphere of copyright and relevant rights.

The SDIP has established a special division for 
licensing and control stamps distribution in purpose 
of implementation of the Law of Ukraine On 
Distribution of Copies of Audiovisual Works and 
Phonograms as well as to meet provisions of the 
Decree # 1555 of the Cabinet of Ministers of 
Ukraine On Adoption Provisions Concerning 
Distribution of Copies of Audiovisual Works and 
Phonograms dated October 13, 2000. A total num­
ber of about 3.5 millions of control stamps was 
released in 2000 to 70 subjects of business under­
takings, about 600,000 hryvnya were come into the 
state budget due to this.

purposes o f patent exam ination  and the search  
tools (both in the reading room  and by booking  
service) and on the basis o f co llections o f the  
other leading libraries placed in Kyiv w ith  an 
inqu iry-based  service and also by the interli­
brary subscription procedure. A g reem en ts on 
th e  p rio rity  se rv ice  fo r  e x a m in e rs  o f th e  
Ukrain ian Institute o f Industrial Property have  
been concluded both w ith  the State Scientific  
and Technical Library and w ith the Ukrainian  
S c ie n tif ic  and R e se a rch  In stitu te  fo r

Improvement of the kinds of reference and 
information service made it possible to increase 
efficiency and quality of getting done the inquiries 
of examiners.

2 ,000 copies of the Official 
Gazettes of the Patent 
Offices of 51 countries of the 
world and of 3 international 
and regional organizations, 
almost 1,000 pieces of CD- 
ROM containing foreign 
patent documentation have 
supplemented the collection 
in the year 2000. On 
December 31, 2000 the total 
volume of the collection 
amounted to about 9 ,000 
copies of Official Gazettes 
and 5,500 CD-ROM discs.

Collections of the patent -

Efficiency and quality of patent-informa- 
tion activity is tied closely to the process of the 
documentation supply of all the stages of the 
technological cycle of the legal protection of 
industrial property objects, the main compo­
nents of which harmonization of the national 
patent documentation with the international 
standards, revision and amendments to the 
current national legislation and implementa­
tion of a common patent terminology are.

To assist for harmonization of the national 
patent documentation with the international 
standards the WIPO Standards currently in 
force were implemented, including entering 
into force their revisions and amendments and 
also their new editions.

Works on providing administration 
of applications for industrial prop­
erty objects are fulfilled system­
atically. In particular, the 
structure and contents of 
the documents that 
accompanies all the 
stages of the legal protec­
tion of industrial prop­
erty objects are iden­
tifying, their devel­
opment, arrange­
ment and adoption 
carrying out too.

With the aim of complete and effic ient 
implementation of the national standard of 
Ukraine flC Ty  3574-97 "Patent Record. Basic 
Requirements. Order of Its Composing and 
Filing" the handbook Revealing of In fring­
ement of Rights that Belong to Owners of 
the Current Titles and to Applicants for 
Industrial Property Object Rights; Methodical 
Recommendations was prepared and pub­
lished in 2 0 0 0 .

Much attention is given to the efficient 
information supply of all the subjects whose 
operation associated with the intellectual prop­
erty rights protection, as well as to the restor­
ing of the SDIP publishing activity, providing 
for the necessary periodicity and high quality 
of its editions.

Seven issues of the O fficia l Gazette 
"Industrial Property" and the annual index to it 
were published in 2000 .

Use of a new software made it possible to 
improve considerably the quality of photos and 
graphic materials posted in the Official Gazette, 
to advance printing model forms and to increase 
sharply a number of documents published (up to 
500-600 pieces in comparison with 180 ones in 
previous issues), and to cut down expenses for 
paper supply.

In the course of the year 2000 free supply 
of the regional Ukrainian Centers of Scientific, 
Technical and Economic Information and the 
patent collection of the State Scientific and 
Technical Library by the O fficia l Gazette 
"Industrial Property" and also by the descrip­
tions of the patents of Ukraine for inventions 
and utility models was continued.

The technology of preparation of printing 
model forms for electronic publishing of com­
plete descriptions of patents was enforced so 
that in the nearest future it will give a possibili­
ty to publish complete descriptions of patents 
within the three months after the O fficial 
Gazette issue revealing which is in accordance 
with the current legislation.

The periodical will become 
the specialized publication in the sphere of 
intellectual property after the re-registration 
to be done with the Higher Qualification 
Commission in the nearest future.

42 persons 
are proceeding with their training at the second 
year course of study, 23 of them being special­
ists of the Ukrainian Institute of Industrial 
Property. Specific programs are developed by 
the Institute for the courses of improving quali­
fications of specialists in the sphere of intellec­
tual property on the following directions as 
training of the candidates to become the local 
patent attorneys, protection and use of industri­
al property objects, industrial property objects 
examination, training of the teacher staff.

32 persons have finished the IIPL courses of 
improving qualification in 2000 , then 12 of 
them that are employees of the Ukrainian 
Institute of Industrial Property were sent to the 
computer training courses.

Institute of Intellectual Property and Law in 
cooperation with the non-governmental organi­
zation Ukrainian Distance Learning System has 
developed a pilot website (welcome page) and 
the Introduction to Intellectual Property training 
course as well within the system of distance learn­
ing UDL (website address: www.Udl.org.ua).

In September 2000 a group of specialists from 
the UACRR came to Moscow for study visit at the 
Russian Authors' Society (RAT). International 
cooperation experience of RAT was under consid­
eration as well as implementation of control 
stamps issuing and processing of information. On

In accordance with the program 
of the visit Ms. Paula Schepens became acquainted 
with the UACRR specialists and discussed some mat­
ters of UACRR employees training.

Kharkiv Interbranch Institute of Improvement 
Qualification of Personnel in the Newest Fields of 
Technique and Technology Developments that is 
operating under the supervision of the Kharkiv 
National Technical University (IIIQ-KNTU) is one of 
the first educational institutions in Ukraine which 
passed the accreditation tests for the third profes­

sional education level in 2000 and got a right to grant 
state standard diplomas of the higher education of a 
specialist in the sphere of intellectual property and to 
attach a qualification of manager in the sphere of 
intellectual property.

The first output is of 39 graduates, 25 of them 
are employees of the Ukrainian Institute of Industrial 
Property. Other 4 employees of the Ukrainian 
Institute of Industrial Property graduated from the 
IIIQ-KNTU on the speciality of management, mar­
keting and legal protection of intellectual property. 
Moreover, in the year 2000 another 20 employees of 
the Ukrainian Institute of Industrial Property sent by 
the SDIP to the first year course of study by corre-

In 2000 the Ukrainian Institute of Industrial 
Property has provide financial support for the higher 
education of the other ten young employees that are 
students of various higher education institutions of 
Ukraine such as Ukrainian University of Culture and 
Arts, National Technical University "KPI", National 
Economic University, National Agriculture University.

In such a way the SDIP provides higher education

including special education in the field of intellectual 
property for 68 employees.

37 employees of the SDIP were sent to the Higher 
Foreign Language Courses (English and French) of 
the Ministry of Economics of Ukraine in the year
2000. 2 specialists of the Ukrainian Institute of 
Industrial Property have finished basic courses for 
the system administrators TCP/IP on Windows 2000 
and Supporting Microsoft Windows 2000 and the 
training course on systems administration Microsoft 
SQL Server 7.

To resolve the problem of personnel supply in the 
SDIP system, for the first time the SDIP arranged for 
the immediate hand-to-hand training of the stu­
dents of the final year of study and the post gradu­
ated students of the higher education institutions of 
Ukraine in the appropriate divisions of the Ukrainian 
Institute of Industrial Property and the Ukrainian 
Agency of Copyright and Related Rights.

This year the SDIP has proceeded with the popu­
larization of knowledge relevant to intellectual prop-
