At present the nati-
onal system of intellectual property rights pro-
tection in Ukraine is functioning successfully
and makes a good progress embracing a lot of
new itineraries.

I consider conclusion of a certain stage in a
vast and complicated mission associated to
bringing national intellectual property legislati-
on into compliance with the international
norms and standards as one of the main our
achievements made during the year passed. It
is because of the fact that availability of the
harmonized legislation as it is has been deter-
mined as the principal requirement for the
membership of Ukraine in the World Trade Or-
ganization and its integration into the Europe-
an Community.

Approval of the Law of Ukraine On Amen-
dments to Certain Legislative Acts of Ukraine
Concerning the Legal Protection of Intellectual
Property Rights adopted by the Verkhovna Ra-
da of Ukraine on May 22, 2003 have had ex-
ceptional importance from this point of view.

This Law implements amendments to the Civil
Code of Practice, Economic Code of Practice,
Criminal Code and Criminal Code of Practice
of Ukraine as well as to the specialized Laws of
Ukraine in the intellectual property area in or-
der to bring the national legislation into the to-
tal compliance with the TRIPs Agreement pro-
visions.

New Civil Code, Economic Code and Cus-
toms Code of Ukraine are entering into force as
from January 1, 2004. Our experts have contri-
buted actively into the development of the app-
ropriate chapters of them. The Civil Code of
Ukraine that includes the separate The Law of
Intellectual Property volume is of ultimate im-
portance for us. In this volume the substantive
principles of the civil legislation concerning
grant, exercise and enforcement of intellectual
property rights are determined. In particular,
original norms related to the material and moral
intellectual property rights are entered, and le-
gal relationships arising from creation of intel-
lectual property subject matters within the fra-
mework of an employment contract or under
the order are regulated as well.

In order to bring the current legislation into
conformity with the Civil Code provisions our
experts in 2003 develop five pieces of draft law
intended for amendment of the specific laws
operating in the field of intellectual property.
This important work directed on the further
improvement of national normative and legal
basis, will be completed in 2004.

As in the previous years a lot of attention
was given to a matter of providing of effective
intellectual property rights enforcement. For
accomplishment of the governmental Com-
plex program of preventive measures for res-
train of criminality for 2001—2005 in May,
2003 the Program of the coordinated actions
of law-enforcement and supervising bodies on
struggle against illegal manufacture, distribu-
tion and sale of audio and video production,
compact discs and other intellectual property
subject matters was approved. With the purpo-
se of performance of this Program the Coordi-
native Council that is headed by Chairman of
the SDIP was formed. The basic directions of
its activity are improvement of legal provisions
and standards related to enforcement of intel-
lectual property rights, introduction of the or-
ganizational actions intended on legalization of
manufacture and distribution of production to
which intellectual property rights are applied.

Within the frame-
work of performance of the
abovementioned Program the
revisions concerning obser-
vance of the legislation in the fi-
eld of intellectual property are
carried out by the state inspec-
tors together with representati-
ves of law-enforcement and
supervising bodies. It has allo-
wed to provide an effective control over ma-
nufacture of disks for laser systems of reading
and to proceed to new important function, na-
mely struggle against a piracy in atrading net-
work. In 2003 legislative norms were introdu-
ced according to which the state inspectors
are authorized to withdraw counterfeit copies
by themselves.

With the purpose of implementation of pro-
visions of Laws of Ukraine On Copyright and
Related Rights and On Distribution of Copies
of Audiovisual Works, Phonograms, Video Re-
cords, Computer Programs and Databases,
amendments to which have been adopted by
the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine in 2003, the
state enterprise “Intelzakhyst” that providing
delivery of holographic control stamps and
conducting the Uniform register of their add-
ressees worked actively. According to amen-
ded law, in 2003 computer programs and da-
tabases were marked with control stamps.

The work intended to implementation of
measures provided for The Conception of Le-
galization of Software and Struggle with Its Il-
legal Use is continued. In order to fulfil of the
measures of this Conception the Decision No.
1433 of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine
dated September 10, 2003 On Approval of the
Procedure of Use of Computer Programs in
Executive Bodies was adopted that would per-
mit to arrange an effective system of the con-
trol over use of computer programs that are
being copyright subject matters in executive
bodies. The SDIP established the Register of
manufacturers and distributors of the softwa-
re and informational directory system on mat-
ters concerning distribution and use of the
software.

Gradually the problem is solved of accom-
plishment of the effective mechanisms of fulfil-
ment of legislative norms concerning enforce-
ment of intellectual property rights in the judi-
cial order that were offered by the SDIP. The
first important step in this direction can be co-

unted creation in 2002 in system of economic
courts of Ukraine of boards of judges for the
proceeding of cases related to intellectual pro-
perty rights enforcement. In March, 2003 one
more step on away of improvement of system
of judicial protection of intellectual property
rights is carried out: in the Higher Economic
Court of Ukraine and in appeal economic co-
urts the specialized court chambers on dispo-
sal of legal proceeding in the economic dispu-
tes connected with enforcement of the rights
to intellectual property subject matters have
started to operate. It is important that the jud-
ges being members of such chambers enhan-
ce their qualification at a special course in our
own educational institution, namely Institute of
Intellectual Property and Law.

Initiation of the specified actions promoted
essential decrease in a level of production and
distribution in Ukraine of illegal productions,
and supported formatin of the modern intel-
lectual property marketplace. This positive
tendency was marked by such influential orga-
nizations as the International Federation of the
Phonographic Industry (IFPI), Microsoft Cor-
poration and also the Embassy of the USA in
Ukraine and Mission of the European Commis-
sion in Ukraine.

It is a pleasure to denote a stable growth
from year to year in number of applications
for granting of industrial property titles and to
increase in number of the state registrations
of copyrighted works. It is necessary to state
satisfaction of the considerable progress as-
sociated to use of the advanced techniques
and technologies in procedure of granting
the rights in industrial property subject mat-
ters. In the year under review the experimen-
tal works directed on introduction of the sys-
tem of electronic submission of applications
were carried out.

Iwould like to note in particular an active po-
sition and the significant contribution to imple-
mentation of provisions of the Conception of
Development of the National System of Intel-
lectual Property Rights Protection of experts of
the state enterprises, namely the Ukrainian In-
dustrial Property Institute, the Ukrainian Cop-
yright and Related Rights Agency, «Intel-
zakhyst» enterprise, educational Institute of In-
tellectual Property and Law, and also repre-
sentatives of public organizations which acti-
vity is related to the field of intellectual pro-
perty. In this connection it is necessary to

Legal
provisions concerning collection of compen-
sation for commercial use of phonograms and
video records and also collection of compen-
sation from manufacturers and importers of
the equipment and material carriers used for
their reproduction are introduced.

Efficiency of the legal protection of intellectual
property rights depends on a lot of issues; ava-
ilability of a perfect legislative basis is being
one of which. Therefore the development of
new legislation as well as making improve-
ments into the current one is
an important course of action
in the State Department of In-
tellectual Property (SDIP) ac-
tivities.
The basic achievement in
this sphere was adoption on
January 16, 2003 the Civil co-
de of Ukraine and the Econo-
mic code of Ukraine, entering
into force of January 1, 2004
and with which, as a whole,
basic relations in sphere of in-
tellectual property are set-
tled. The Civil code forms a
consolidating basis for all normative and legal
acts on protection of intellectual property in
Ukraine.

The Civil code has defined new approaches
to protection of intellectual property rights. In
particular, it establishes new provisions con-
cerning the meaning of economic and perso-
nal non-property intellectual property rights,
new validities of these rights are determined,
the basic conditions of use of intellectual pro-
perty subject matters and transfer of the rights
to them are established, are in a new mode ad-
justed attitudes concerning the objects crea-
ted under the order and in connection with
performance of ajob contract. The Civil code
brings changes in a mode of a right protection
of some subject matters of law, consequences
of infringement and ways of protection of this
right by court are determined, in particular,
application of urgent measures on prevention

The majority of norms of the Civil code con-
cerning intellectual property, contains in its In-
tellectual Property Rights volume of the fourth
which development was carried out with parti-
cipation of experts of the national system of
protection of intellectual property. In it general
provisions on intellectual property rights, the
basic norms of the copyright, the related
rights, intellectual property right in a disco-
very, an invention, utility model, industrial de-
sign, topography of an integrated microcircuit,
an efficiency proposal, a plant variety, an ani-
mal breed, and also intellectual property rights
in a commercial (firm) name, trade mark (a
mark for goods and services), geographical in-
dication and a trade secret are concentrated.
The Civil code became the first legislative act
of Ukraine that has established a mode of a
right protection on a commercial (firm) name.

The Economic code has settled the relations
concerning use of intellectual property rights
in economic activities.

As a whole provisions concerning intellectu-
al property stipulated by the Civil code and the
Economic code are in conformity with current
international treaties of Ukraine and other in-
ternational treaties in the field of intellectual
property to which our state has intention to jo-
in in connection with the forthcoming member-
ship in the World Trade Organization and pros-
pective integration into the European Union.

With the purpose of bringing the legislation
in the field of intellectual property into confor-
mity with requirements of the Agreement on
Trade Aspects of Intellectual Property Rights
(TRIPS Agreement) on May 22, 2003 the Ver-
khovna Rada of Ukraine has passed the Law of
Ukraine On the Amendments to Certain Legis-
lative Acts of Ukraine Concerning the Legal
Protection of Intellectual Property Rights. This
Law has taken effect on June 25, 2003.

The said Law has amended the Civil Code of
Practice, Economic Code of Practice, Criminal
Code, and Criminal Code of Practice of Ukrai-

The Law is the progressive document and,
first of all, is directed on maintenance of app-
ropriate protection of intellectual property
rights, amplification of the responsibility for

their infringement.
Amendments to the
Criminal code of Ukraine
are related to amplificati-
on of the responsibility
for infringement of intel-
lectual property rights. A
measure of punishment
raised for illegal use of
the invention, utility mo-
del, an industrial design,
topography of an integra-
ted microcircuit, a plant
variety, a mark for the goods and services, the
company name, the geographical indication of
an origin of the goods.

Civil Code of Practice and Economic Code
of Practice of Ukraine have been supplemen-
ted with the provisions allowing to apply fast
and effective precautionary measures with
the purpose of the prevention of infringe-
ment of intellectual property rights or preser-
vations of proofs concerning the declared
infringement.

The person having the reasons to suppose
that his rights are broken or there is a real thre-
at of their infringement has the right to make a
request to the court for application of precau-
tionary measures before submission of the
statement of claim. Precautionary measures
under the decision of court include survey of
premises in which the actions connected to
infringement of the rights are carried out, im-
posing of seizure on the property belonging to
the person concerning which precautionary
measures are used, and are at him or at other
persons. Norms of Articles 30 and 31 of the
TRIPS Agreements concerning actions which
do not admit as infringement of the rights of
the owner of the patent, and authorization of
exploitation of the patented invention without
the consent of the owner of the patent are in-
corporated into the Law of Ukraine On the Pro-
tection of Rights in Inventions and Utility Mo-
dels. The provisions concerning a situation

Also obligatory condi-
tions of such exploitation are determined.

The Law of Ukraine On the Protection of
Rights in Trade and Service Marks included, in
particular, provisions concerning granting in
Ukraine protection to well known marks for the
goods and services. Competent bodies for re-
cognition of a mark as being well known one in
Ukraine are determined. It is Appeal Chamber
and Appeal Court. Reasons that can be taken
into account for recognition of a mark for the
goods and services to be well known one are
established. These reasons complied with the
Joint Recommendation approved by the WIPO
General Assembly and Paris Union Assembly
in September 1999.

Besides the Law has considerably improved
procedure of obtain of the rights in industrial
property subject matters. By development of
the draft modern trends and experience rela-
ted to the examination of applications and
granting of titles have been taken into account.
The Law stipulates an opportunity of prolonga-
tion for applicants of terms related to the exa-
mination procedure and the appeal of decisi-
ons on the application. These changes are di-
rected on creation of favourable conditions for
applicants and owners of titles.

In July 2003 the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine
has adopted also the Law of Ukraine On Amen-
dments to the Law of Ukraine On Distribution
of Copies of Audiovisual Works and Phonog-
rams. According to the said Law distribution of
copies of audiovisual works and phonograms,
video records, computer programs, databa-
ses, and also their rental in Ukraine is carried
out only at presence of control stamps on the-
se copies. For improvement of system of mar-
king of the said copies the control disposable
stamp as a holographic protective element is
entered.

In connection with approval of the Civil Code
in 2003 the SDIP accomplished the complex of
actions directed on bringing of the special le-
gislation in the field of intellectual property
rights into the compliance with requirements
of the Civil Code of Ukraine. Draft laws on mo-
dification in all laws in force in this sphere are
under development.

Efforts related to bringing of norms of the le-
gislation of Ukraine in the filed of intellectual
property into conformity with requirements of
EU legal framework are carried out. With this
purpose the SDIP has accomplish a number of
corresponding actions, in particular:

— it has developed the draft of the Matrix of
parameters of efficiency of approach of the le-
gislation of Ukraine to the legislation of the Eu-
ropean Union in the field of intellectual pro-
perty and has carried out necessary consulta-
tions with the representatives of the Ukrainian-
European Advisory Centre on Problems Rela-
ted to the Legislative Matters;

— it has taken part in development of the
Schedule of adaptation of the legislation of Uk-
raine to the legislation of EU in the field of intel-
lectual property for 2004.

The SDIP continues to make efforts for the
further improvement of the legislation and
mechanisms of its implementation.

2.1. Examination and Registration
of Industrial Property Rights

Inventions

The total number of applications for inventi-
ons filed in 2003 was 12,605 (including inter-
national applications), that is 24% more than
in 2002. There was continued growth in fi-
lings under the national procedure owing to
high activity of domestic applicants (table
2.1, fig. 2.1).

The number of applications filed by foreign
applicants decreased by 6%, at the same time
the number of foreign applications filed under
the national procedure increased by 9%. The
share of applications from abroad in 2003
amounted to 12% of total filings (as against
15% in 2002).

Industrial designs

The number of applications for industrial de-
signs increased significantly in 2003, 2,310
applications were filed, including 2,156 those
filed by domestic applicants (table 2.4, fig.

The number of foreign filings increased
more than twice, and share of those has incre-
ased from 3.5% in 2002 to 6.7% in 2003.

Atotal of 13,772 applications for marks for go-
ods and services were filed in 2003 (22% more
than in 2002). The upward trend in activity of do-
mestic applicants is steady (table 2.5, fig. 2.7).

Activity of foreign applicants in 2003 has
increased by 15%: 2,085 applications were fi-
led that is 16% of the total filings under the na-
tional procedure.

the Protocol Relating to the Madrid Agreement.

As in the previous years, applicants from Ger-
many with 1,615 applications (25%) are in the
lead. They followed by applicants from Switzer-
land with 691 applications (11%), from Fran-
ce — 625 (10%) and Italy — 428 (7%). The sha-
re of applications from these countries amoun-
ted to 53% of total filings under the international
procedure in 2003.

Such member states of the Madrid Protocol
began to file applications with extension to the
territory of Ukraine more actively: Turkey —
254, the United Kingdom — 120 applications,
Japan — 65 applications, Denmark — 53 appli-
cations and Finland — 49 applications.

In 2003 legal protection was granted to
5,103 international marks.

2.2. Registration of Author’s
Right in Scientific, Literary
and Artistic Works

In 2003 the State Department of Intellectual
Property carried out registration of author’'s
right in a work in accordance with Decision of
the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine No. 1,756
dated December 27, 2001 On the State Regis-
tration of Author’s Right and Contracts Relating
to Author’s Right in a Work.

In the year under review 2,355 applications for
registration of author’s right in a work were filed,
2,251 decisions to register were taken. There we-
re taken 3 decisions to refuse, 6 applications we-
re sent back and 4 applications were withdrawn.

The total number of registrations of the aut-
hor’s right in a work in 2003 amounted to 2,271

Enforcement of intellectual property rights is
carried out according to norms of the civil, ad-
ministrative, criminal, customs and the antit-
rust law.

3.1. Enforcement
of Industrial Property Rights
in the Judicial Order

In 2003 in legal proceedings were 164 cases re-
lated to enforcement of industrial property
rights, in which as one of participants the Mi-
nistry of Education and Science of Ukraine
and/or the State Department of Intellectual Pro-
perty acted (fig. 3.1).

The disputes related to
protection of industrial
property rights were con-
sidered by regular courts
(some 52 cases were pro-
ceeded by local courts
and another 112 ones by
economic courts).

In comparison
2002
cases relating to industri-
al property subject mat-
ters has increased more
than twice in 2003 (some
47 cases were procee-
ded in 2002, and 101 ones in 2003).

Inthe year under review courts have conside-
red 117 cases with participation the Ministry of
Education and Science of Ukraine and the State
Department of Intellectual Property, amongst
them 75 cases were proceeded in courts of the
first instance, some 29 cases were brought to

During this period 11 cases turned up to the
High economic court and 2 cases were decided
in the Highest Court of Ukraine.

The cases proceeded in courts of the first
instance show the following breakdown on their
subject matters as:

* Invalidation of the decisions:

— of the Chamber of Appeals - 5;

— on registration of marks for goods and
services - 71;

— on registration of industrial designs - 21;

— on granting patents for inventions - 3;

— on granting patents for utility models - 1,

» Premature termination in Ukraine of validity:

— of an international trademark registrations — 12;

— of atrade and service mark certificate — 3.

The breakdown of court cases by the subject
matters of a dispute shows that mainly they con-
cern marks for goods and services. In turn, this
category of cases may be divided as follows:

— on invalidation of trademark certificate, in-
ternational trademark registration as well;

—on premature termination of trademark
certificate validity and international trademark
registration validity.

The majority of court cases concern invalida-
tion of a certificate on the basis of inconsistency
of the registered mark to requirements of gran-
ting right protection.

Naturals and legal persons of Ukraine and fo-
reign countries were subjects of dispute in the
court proceedings.

3.2. Enforcement of Industrial Property
Rights in the Chamber of Appeals

Legislation provides for lodging an opposition
against the decision on granting the rights to in-
dustrial property subject matters before the
Chamber of Appeals of the SDIP.

During the year under review a total of 104
oppositions were examined in the Chamber of
Appeals, some 60 of which have been lodged in
2003 and other 44 ones had been accepted for
proceeding in 2002 (fig. 3.2).

Atotal of 96 sessions of boards of the Cham-
ber of Appeals were held. Substantive exami-
nation made on 76 cases of opposition,
amongst them 4 cases lodged against the deci-
sions of the SDIP on applications for patents for
inventions, and another 72 ones lodged against
the decisions of the SDIP on applications for re-
gistration of marks for goods and services.

Appellants have withdrawn 2 objections aga-
inst applications for marks.

In the year of 2003 some 85 decisions of the
Chamber of Appeals were sent to the plaintiffs,
including 76 decisions on substantive examinati-
on of the opposition, amongst them 32 ones were
affirmative, and 9 ones on refuse in consideration.

Examination procedure in 88 cases was fi-
nally completed.

Oppositions lodged is broken up by industrial
property subject matters as follows: 11 cases
for inventions, 1case for industrial design, 1ca-
se for utility model and 47 ones for marks for
goods and services (fig. 3.3.).

3.3. Enforcement of Copyright
and Related Rights

In 2003 the legal division of the Ukrainian
Agency for Copyright and Related Rights
(UACRR state enterprise) had 77 cases under
consideration in judicial and petition order,
amongst them 48 cases were brought into co-
urt and other 29 ones was deci-
ded in pre-judicial order. Some 34
cases proceeded in relation with
non-payment of the remuneration
for public performance of aut-
hors’ works and exploitation of
that works by the theaters, state
circus and philharmonics without
contracts for a total sum of more
than 602 thousands of hryvnya. In
some 8 cases decisions on satis-
faction of claims in full were
made, 15 cases are still under
carrying out in the state executive services, 2
cases are under consideration within the Hig-
hest Court of Ukraine, 2 cases were refused,
on another 1the cassation complaint was lod-
ged, the others are under consideration within
regional and economic courts.

In the judicial order 8 cases on cancellation
of the state registration of copyright for the
work were considered. Three ones were re-
fused and the others are still under conside-
ration.

Complaints and claims for exploitation of
authors’ works by means of public communi-
cation without contracts for a total sum of al-
most 770 thousands hryvnya were advanced
to 18 television and radio broadcasting com-
panies in Ukraine. In one case a settlenent
was reached during the court proceedings
and one more case was settled in pre-judicial
order.

Complaints and claims for exploitation of
translations and authors’ works without con-
tracts and non-payment of remuneration for a
total sum of almost 400 thousands hryvnya
were advanced to 7 publishing houses.

Another 10 cases were also under conside-
ration injudicial and petition order on the basis
of complaints and claims against other users
of copyright for exploitation of authors’ works
without contracts and non-payment of remu-

neration for a total sum of more than 25 thou-
sands hryvnya.

The majority of cases that carried on by the
legal division of the UACRR state enterprise
are decided in the pre-judicial order by sen-
ding of complaints to infringers of authors’
economic rights with the proposal to pay off
the remuneration without bringing a case to
the court. By results of correspondence the
majority of infringers recognizes the sums of
complaints and gradually transfers the remu-
neration to the UACRR state enterprise acco-
unt. The others pay the sums of the remunera-
tion on the basis of the court orders.

3.4. Development of Mechanisms
of Accomplishment of Legislative
Provisions and Control over
Observance of the Legislation

The SDIP systematically carries out the actions
directed on accomplishment of provisions of
the current legislation that are leading to for-
mation in Ukraine afavourable environment for
protection of intellectual property rights and
struggle against manufacture and distribution
of counterfeit products.

In 2003 the SDIP continually supervised ob-
servance of copyright and/or related rights
during manufacture and import of disks for la-
ser systems of reading by a recognition and
assignment of special identification codes
(SID codes).

The SDIP assigns SID codes to the Ukraini-
an factories that are manufacturers of disks
according to the agreement concluded with
the International Federation of Phonographic
Industry (IFPI) and Philips Company in April,
2002. SID codes are put down on each disk
produced. For today licenses for manufacture
of disks are given and SID codes assigned to
four enterprises, namely Rostock-CD private
enterprise (Kyiv), Noiprox Joint-Stock Com-
pany (Lviv), Amitron Ltd. (Kherson) and CD
Master state enterprise (Kyiv).

The SDIP carried out recognition of the SID
codes put on imported disks. In 2003 some
765 importers have addressed the SDIP for
such a service.

In order to provide more effective protection
of intellectual property rights in copyright and
related rights area according to new edition of
the Law of Ukraine On Distribution of Copies of
Audiovisual Works and Phonograms adopted
in July, 2003 audiovisual products, computer
programs, databases and visual records in Uk-
raine are marked with the control stamps as a
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Puc. 3.4

holographic protective element. The law provi-
des for marking of copies not only at distributi-
on, but also when renting.

Onto a control stamp that certifies legiti-
macy of distribution of copies, the information
identifying this stamp with the corresponding
copy of product is placed.

On behalf of the SDIP in 2003 the Intel-
zakhyst state enterprise has given out about
38 million of control stamps more than to 300
business units (fig. 3.4).

The number of orders for reception of con-
trol stamps tends to increase that testifies for-
mation the stable legal market of audiovisual
products, phonograms, visual records, com-
puter programs and databases in Ukraine.

3.5. Coordination of Activity
of Law-enforcement and Supervising
Bodies in the Field of Intellectual

Property Rights Enforcement

In 2003 a number of the actions directed on
coordination of efforts of law-enforcement and
supervising governmental bodies were carried
out in order to provide the control of observan-
ce of provisions of the legislation in the field of
intellectual property.

tor, the Ministry of Culture, the State Commit-
tee of Entrepreneurship, the State Customs
Service by the joint order of May 21, 2003 had
approved the Program of coordinated actions
of law-enforcement and supervising bodies.

In the Program the basic directions of coo-
peration of the said establishments on carrying
out of a uniform strategy in struggle against
infringements of intellectual property rights in
Ukraine are determined.

Since June, 2003 the Coordination council
established for the control over implementa-
tion of the Program operates. Mr. Paladiy,
Chairman of the SDIP, heads it and members
of the Council are the representatives of the
establishments that had signed the joint order.

To provide an implementation of the Prog-
ram in regions working groups have been cre-
ated in which representatives of correspon-
ding regional divisions of the specified estab-
lishments also have been included. Deputy he-
ads of the regional state administrations and
city state administrations for Kyivand Sevasto-
pol were appointed as chairmen of the working
groups.

Over 450 revisions of business units that are
exploiting intellectual property subject matters
in their activities were carried out throughout
Ukraine in 2003 with participation of the state
inspectors on intellectual property matters.
Those business units are distributors of audio-
visual productions, cable television operators,
discotheques, nightclubs, restaurants, com-
puter clubs, manufacturers of laser disks. By
results of the revisions 182 reports on adminis-
trative offences were made, 86 criminal cases
were brought, and counterfeit production for
the sum of 2,530,312 hryvnya confiscated. In
accordance with the court orders the counter-
feit products were destroyed.

In 2003 the state inspectors controlled fac-
tories that are manufacturers of disks for laser
systems of reading. By results of the revisions

copyright and/or related rights
infringements have not been
revealed.

With the purpose of pre-
vention, revealing and termi-
nation of non-authorized use
of intellectual property subject
matters the state inspectors
persistently carried out expla-
natory work with business
units, provided consultations

on maters of application of the
legislation in the field of intellectual

3.6. Legalization
of Software

In 2003 the SDIP made efforts for accom-
plishment of the tasks settled on by the Con-
ception of legalization of software and struggle
against its illegal use that was approved by the
order of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine of
May 15, 2002 No. 247-p, directed on develop-
ment of the domestic industry of manufacture
of the software.

In order to achieve of one of the basic tasks
of the Conception, namely formation of the
mechanism of counteraction to illegal use of
the software the SDIP has developed the draft
decision of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine
On Approval of the Procedure of Use of Com-
puter Programs in Executive Bodies that have
been approved by the Cabinet of Ministers of
Ukraine on September 10, 2003 and under the
No. 1433. The decision obliges executive bo-
dies to assign the division responsible for ob-
servance of requirements of the legislation
concerning purchase, installation, use, the ac-
count and inventory of computer programs.
Obligatory rules of use of the software in exe-
cutive bodies are determined, procedures of
the control and the account of software pro-
ducts are stipulated.

In order to provide of rationality and tran-
sparency of use of state budget funds during
legalization of computer programs the SDIP
has prepared and submitted for consideration
to the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine the draft
decision On Approval of the Procedure of Le-
galization of Computer Programs in Executive
Bodies.

According to said decision executive bodi-
es define the list and quantity of copies of
computer programs that it is necessary to le-
galize. With the purpose of coordination of

measures on legalization of
computer programs the in-
terdepartmental working
group formed by the Ministry
of Education and Science of
Ukraine, processes the infor-
mation given by executive
bodies, carries on prelimi-
nary talks with right owners
and concludes agreements
on legalization.

For gathering and systematisation of the
authentic data on the subjects of economic ac-
tivity that are carrying out manufacture and/or
distribution of the software in Ukraine, accor-
ding to the order of the Ministry of Education
and Science of Ukraine of January 8, 2003 No.
8 the SDIP established the Register of manu-
facturers and distributors of the software.

The Register gives an opportunity to each
subject of economic activity to receive trus-
tworthy information about suppliers that on the
lawful bases are engaged in distribution or are
lawful right owners for software products. In
2003 data on 94 subjects of economic activity
working in the sphere of manufacture and dis-
tribution of the software were entered into the
Register.

Since April, 2003 on the website of the SDIP
the directory system on issues of lawful distri-
bution and use of the software functions in an
interactive mode. It is intended for increase of
awareness concerning provisions of the legis-
lation in the copyright area and rendering as-
sistance to users on the matters arising during
use and distribution of the software.

With the purpose of studying and use of
the Microsoft Corporation experience for
the development of the domestic industry of
the software the SDIP has prepared and
submitted to consideration of the Cabinet of
Ministers of Ukraine the draft Agreement On
Strategic Partnership Between the Cabinet
of Ministers of Ukraine and the Microsoft
Corporation.

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4.1. Acquisition of Patent
Documentation Collections

As well as the previous years acquisition of two
major collections of patent documents in Uk-
raine namely Patent information base for the
purpose of examination (PIB) and Public Col-
lection of Patent Documentation (PCPD) was
mainly carried out due to the internatio-
nal cooperation between the SDIP and
foreign Patent Offices, the regional and
international organizations.

During 2003 the patent documentati-
on of 49 foreign countries, 3 internatio-
nal and regional organizations came to
Ukraine including that delivered from
42 Patent Offices and 2 regional organi-
zations within the framework of the in-
ternational exchange. In comparison
with the last years the quantity of the
countries sending to Ukraine the patent

documentation within the framework of an
exchange has decreased slightly that is cau-
sed, first of all, by switch of some Patent Offi-
ces (in particular, Sweden and Finland) to the
publication of their official gazettes on the
websites with the simultaneous termination of
their publication on a paper, and also by the
problems connected with customs registration
of optical disks in Ukraine.

PIB collection contains the patent docu-
mentation (official gazettes of the industrial
property, the specifications or abstracts of pa-
tent documents) of 7 countries and also 3 in-
ternational and regional organizations (WIPO,
EPO and EAPO), and PCPD contains the same
of 61 countries (including 16 countries with
which Ukraine has the signed agreements on
military-technical cooperation) and also 3 in-

With a view of extension of cooperation with
EPO inthe field of an exchange of the patent infor-
mation in 2003 preparations were made for sup-
ply of the data on patents of Ukraine to INPADOC
database of the EPO, formats of the data were
coordinated with EPO experts and in Decem-
ber, 2003 the first data array has been transfer-
red to the EPO (Vienna Branch) by e-mail.

The PIB collection of foreign patent docu-
mentation that intended for carrying out of sub-
stantive examination of applications for patents
for inventions includes descriptions to patent
applications and/or to patents of the EPO (as
from 1978), Russia (as from 1993), the USA (as
from 1974), Japan (as from 1994) and PCT (as
from 1978) on optical CD-ROM and DVD-ROM
discs. Besides it is completed with abstracts of
patent documents of the countries of a mi-
nimum of PCT documentation, namely, joint
WIPO and EPO patent information GlobalPat
product which collection in 2003 has replenis-
hed with the patent documentation of the years
of 2001 and 2002. The total amount of a collec-
tion of optical disks in PIB by the end of 2003
has made 9761 units. The national patent do-
cumentation is represented by descriptions on
the paper carrier, and also publications of the
Ukrainian patent documents in CISPATENT
joint regional CD-ROM of CIS countries (as
from 2002). Due to this patent information pro-
duct PIB contains also descriptions to patents
of the countries participated in the regional
project, including descriptions to the Eurasian
patents, in an electronic form.

Acquisition of the PCPD is carried out in view
of patent information needs of the broad audi-
ences of the scientific and technical public of
Ukraine. The significant part of PCPD patent
documentation is made with official gazettes
of Patent Offices (as by the end of 2003 them
it was totalled over 13 thousand copies). Until
recently the Offices of the most advanced co-
untries published official gazettes only on the
paper carrier. Last years this situation begins

to change for the benefit of
electronic carriers. In 2003
official gazettes of Austra-
lia (patents), the United
Kingdom (trade marks)
and Romania became ava-
ilable on optical disks. Now
in PCPD collection on CD-
ROM there are official bul-

In the fourth quarter of 2003 Pa-
tents Protected in Republic of Moldova in
1991—2002 CD-ROM has arrived to the
PCPD. Within the framework of an exchange
with Rospatent Trade Marks of Russia in
1991—2003 CD-ROM was received. The total
amount of a collection of optical disks in the
PCPD by the end of the last year has reached
8094 copies. The structure of the collection of
the patent documentation available as well as
information on its quarterly updating are pre-
sented in Information Resources section of the
SDIP website (http://www.sdip.gov.ua).

As in the previous years the PIB and the
PCPD in 2003 were completed by normative,
methodical, reference publications and periodi-
cals, including Intelectual’na Vlasnist (Intellec-
tual Property) scientific and practical monthly.

In 2003 updating by the patent documenta-
tion of Ukraine of collections of national sys-
tem of scientific and technical information
(STI) proceeded: the State scientific and tec-
hnical library, UKrINTEI, and also 22 regional
Centres of the scientific and technical and
economic information (CSTEI).

With the purpose of assistance to access of
bodies of national STI system in regions of
Ukraine to the foreign patent information given
free of charge through the Internet, in the fourth
quarter of 2003 the List of addresses of patent
databases access to which through the Internet
is free of charge has been updated and sent by
e-mail to the all CSTEI interested in that matter.

4.2. Updating of Ukrainian
Information Search Tool
In the national system of the legal protection of
intellectual property rights the information se-
arch tool in Ukrainian consists of the internati-
onal classifications of industrial property sub-
ject matters which first translation from English
on Ukrainian has been accomplished in 1997.

8-th edition is entering into force. In this con-
nection the SDIP has provided performance of
a complex of actions on duly introduction of
ICID 8-th edition in the Ukrainian language,
namely translation from English language on
Ukrainian of revisions and amendments to the
previous edition of classification is done, the
full text copy of ICID 8-th edition is made. Du-
ring preparation of ICID-8 publication the Uk-
rainian terminology used in previous (6-th and
7-th) editions of this classification was subjec-
ted to essential editing. Terms that during
ICID use have not received wide application
and to some extent complicated classification
procedure are replaced with those today ma-
ke active technical lexicon of the Ukrainian
language.

4.3. Inquiry Information Support

of Examination Procedure

Inquiry information collection (lIC) of the exa-
mination body is a structural part of patent in-
formation base for carrying out of substantive
examination of applications for industrial pro-
perty subject matters, a basis for reference
and library service for first of all examiners,
experts of other divisions of the Ukrainian In-
dustrial Property Institute state enterprise
(Ukrpatent), employees of the SDIP and is for-
med according to their information needs.

As of January 1, 2004 IIC totalled over
122.000 copies of specifications to patents of
Ukraine for inventions and utility models, and
also about 10,000 copies of the normative and
methodical items, reference books, scientific
and technical literature, and also periodicals of
Ukraine and Russia. In the year under review
IIC of the examination body has replenished al-
most 32,000 copies of these editions.

Active and qualitative service of experts on
base of IIC depends on quality of the informa-
tion search tool (1ST) which is systematized
according to search needs and consists of the

specialized catalogues, card files, including

electronic ones which allow to reveal

the substance of the collection on

various aspects of reader’s de-

mand. Due to improvement of

service in a reading room, on the

subscription, in an «inquiry-an-

swer» mode the collection of des-

criptions to patents of Ukraine, in

comparison with 2002, was used

much more intensively. Their delivery

has increased by 167 % and made almost
20.000 copies.

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In order to satisfy of examiners’ inquiries on
information sources that are cited in applicati-
ons as prior art, funds of principal libraries of
Kiev were used. Application of new information
technologies when rendering services has led
to growth of a parameter of delivery of all kinds
of editions. In comparison with the last year,
this parameter has increased by 46 % and ma-
de in 2003 almost 37,000 copies.

4.4. Improvement of National Patent
Documentation and Standardization

in the Field of Intellectual Property

In 2003 works on creation of technology for
preparation of information data arrays for a
forthcoming transition to use of electronic car-
riers for publishing of official publications of the
SDIP were started. It will promote performance
of obligations of Ukraine, as partner on an exc-
hange of the patent documentation within the
framework of the international cooperation.

During the year under review the works di-
rected on modernization of the software for
automated processing of applications for
granting of titles of protection were procee-
ded, unified forms of the documents accom-
panying all stages of industrial property rights
protection were improved, in particular with
the purpose of adaptation of the automated
systems to changes in the current legislation
of Ukraine in the field of intellectual property
rights protection. It has allowed optimising
technological process of examination of appli-
cations for industrial property subject matters
and publishing of official editions.

Since seventh issue of 2003 the Promyslova
Vlasnist (Industrial Property) official bulletin
includes Data on Validity in the Territory of Uk-
raine of Marks for Goods and Services Regis-
tered According to the Madrid Agreement
concerning International Registration of Marks
section. It was promoted by development of
the corresponding software providing prepa-
ration of the data for the publication of the spe-
cified section.

In 2003 Ukrainian experts in the field of pa-
tent documentation and standardization have
continued the work carried out within the fra-
mework of activities of Working group on stan-
dards and the documentation of the WIPO
Standing committee on information technolo-
gies and connected with revision or audit of
the WIPO standards, modification and amen-
dments to them. The data concerning pros-
pective modifications to the WIPO Standard
ST.3

Letter Codes for Representation of Countries,
Administrative Units and Intergovernmental
Organizations were processed, analysed and
submitted to the WIPO. The data concerning
numerical system used for representation of
numbers of applications in Ukraine which will
be taken into account by the WIPO at actuali-
sation of the data resulted in the appendix to
the WIPO standard ST. 10/C Representation of
Elements of Bibliographic Data were prepared
and submitted. Experts of Ukraine also partici-
pated immediately in carrying out of the WIPO
project connected with modification of the
ST.80 Recommendations Concerning to Bibli-
ographic Data on Industrial Designs that is ne-
cessary for providing of an implementation of
the bibliographic data concerning the interna-
tional registration of industrial designs accor-
ding to the Geneva Act of the Hague Agree-
ment concerning International Registration of
Industrial Designs of July 2, 1999.

Participation in these works has allowed to
state the position of Ukraine about the WIPO
projects under performance and to give corres-
ponding proposals, promoted increase of a
professional level of Ukrainian experts that posi-
tively affected process of harmonization of a pa-
tent information activities of Ukraine with a mo-

dern strategy of the world community
in the field of the patent documentati-
on.

With the purpose of assistance to
the further development of the Uk-
rainian terminological base and
standardization of the regular ter-
minology in the field of industrial

property in 2003 the SDIP has carried
out a preparatory work connected with pros-
pective translation of some WIPO standards on
the Ukrainian language. It was officially agreed
with the WIPO an opportunity of performance
of translation, corresponding recommendati-
ons and electronic versions of the WIPO stan-
dards were received; procedure of translation
of the international standards on the Ukrainian
language was officially agreed with the State
Committee of Standards of Ukraine.

For this period in a database almost one tho-
usand subscribers that have made over
20,000 searches of patent documents was
registered.

The complex of works on creation of inte-
ractive Marks for Goods and Services Regis-
tered in Ukraine database also was carried
out. In the course of these works the special
software including a powerful information ret-
rieval system, subsystems of administration
and calculations, the user interface were de-
veloped. Testing a database in different mo-
des of access was accomplished. In the first
guarter of 2004 this database will be connec-
ted to the Internet for providing collective ac-
cess. It will allow applicants and other per-
sons concerned to receive without delay ex-
haustive data on marks for goods and servi-
ces to which the legal protection in Ukraine
was granted.

4.6. Participation of Ukraine in Release
of Regional CD-ROM Product and
Formation of National Patent Information
Products on CD-ROM Carriers

In 2003 release of a joint regional patent infor-
mation product on CD-ROM (CISPATENT) with
participation of eight CIS countries and the Eu-
rasian Patent Organization proceeded. The
guantity of patents of Ukraine included in regi-
onal CD-ROM CISPATENT issues for 2003 has
essentially increased and reached 10980
ones. The share of documents of Ukraine on
CISPATENT exceeds 30 % of its total extent.
In pursuance of the Conception of Develop-
ment of National System of Intellectual Pro-
perty Rights Protection approved by the order
of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine dated
June 13, 2002 No. 321 -p and the Schedule of
Actions on Fulfiiment of the Program of Deve-

In the year under review the full complex of
the works connected with formation of the elec-
tronic version of the Industrial Property gazette
on CD-ROM carrier was accomplished that is
appropriate for an equal in rights exchange of
patent information resources. Result of these
works was manufacturing control samples of a
disk that currently pass testing. Simultaneously
with it the technology of the automated monthly
formation of edition of the electronic version of
the bulletin on CD-ROM carrier is fulfilled.

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5.1. Joining of Ukraine to the WTO
and Integration into the EU

The joining of Ukraine to the WTO is determined
as one of priority fields of efforts of the Gover-
nment of Ukraine.

Such important events related to promotion
of Ukraine in WTO have taken place in 2003:

— tenth formal session of Working group on
consideration of the application of Ukraine on
the joining the WTO on which the decision on
preparation of the Report of Working group and

the Protocol on the accession of Uk-
raine to the WTO was taken;

— multilateral session of Working
group on current situation with intel-
lectual property rights enforcement
in Ukraine and conformity of the nati-
onal legislation to standards and re-
quirements of TRIPS Agreement;

— informal session of Working
group on which the control list of qu-
estions and answers which arise du-
ring the process of joining of Ukraine

to the WTO was considered; the analysis of the
current legislation, in particular in the field of in-
tellectual property was made;

— eleventh session of Working group on
which a matter of condition of negotiating pro-
cess on access on commodities and services
markets, elements of the draft Report of Wor-
king group on consideration of the application
of Ukraine on the joining the WTO etc. were con-
sidered.

the legislation in the field of intellectual property
rights and implementation of efficient mecha-
nisms for ensuring the legal provisions for ma-
intenance of a level of protection of the rights
which meets the international requirements was
carried out in Ukraine.

On November 13, 2003 the meeting of the
SDIP Chairman and heads of the SDIP structu-
ral divisions with the representative of the Direc-
torate General on Matters of Trade of the Euro-
pean Commission Mr. Jacob Kornides and the
head of a trade and economic division of the
Mission of the European Commission in Ukraine
Mr. Timo Hammaren has taken place. During
the meeting issues concerning mechanisms of
accomplishment of the legislation in the field of
intellectual property rights protection in Ukraine
have been discussed. Representatives of the
European Commission have expressed their sa-
tisfaction on results of long-term fruitful coope-
ration with Ukraine as a whole and the SDIP in
particular. Mr. Hammaren has noted high qua-
lity of fulfilment of arrangements on granting the
information on actions related to accomplis-
hment of the legislation in the field of intellectu-
al property rights protection in Ukraine and
stable development of the legislation of Ukraine
in connection with implementation of the APC
provisions and also requirements of the TRIPS
Agreement.

5.2. Cooperation with World
Intellectual Property Organization

In 2003 the delegation of Ukraine headed by the
SDIP Chairman M. Paladiy has taken part in
proceedings of 38-th and 39-th series of mee-
tings of Assemblies of WIPO Member States.
During the sessions representatives of Ukraine
have supported the decision on election of Dr.
Kamil Idris on WIPO Director General position
for the second six-year term.

Ukrainian experts have taken part in activities
of Coordination Committee and such WIPO
Standing committees as Committee on Infor-
mation Technologies, Program and Budget
Committee, Committee on Trade Marks, Indus-
trial Designs and Geographical Indications; Pa-
tent Law Committee; Committee on Enforce-
ment of Rights; Committee on Copyright and
Related Rights.

Participation of Ukrainian experts in

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Cooperation with Certain Countries in Europe
and Asia. It will allow increasing financial supply
of the system of intellectual property in Ukraine.
During participation in WIPO events representa-
tives of Ukraine have received the necessary in-
formation for development of proposals on
amendments to the normative and legal docu-
ments governing matters connected with regis-
tration of industrial designs, the sanction to
translation and publication of standards and so-
me WIPO publications in the Ukrainian language
and WIPO consent to support and assistance to
introduction of system of electronic submission
of applications for industrial property subject
matters in Ukraine; amendments and recom-
mendations to the Hague agreement have been
investigated with the purpose of their imple-
mentation into the national legislation.

In June 2003 experts of the UACRR state
enterprise have taken part in a seminar on in-
tellectual property matters in Minsk organized
by the World Intellectual Property Organization
and the International Confederation of Societi-
es of Authors and Composers (CISAC).

Participation in the seminars organized by
WIPO World Academy on legal, administrative
and economic aspects of the industrial pro-
perty, legal and practical issues in copyright
area has enabled Ukrainian experts to raise
their professional level.

Visit of Mr. Tsybuliev, pro-rector of the Kiev
Institute of Intellectual Property and Law to the
WIPO World Academy has taken place in No-
vember. During his meeting with director of
Academy Mr. Mpazi Sindjela matters of the fur-
ther cooperation has been discussed, in parti-
cular, consultations on improvement of the Uk-
rainian educational and qualifying program of
professional training of masters in Intellectual
Property profession have been carried out, the
possibility of granting to citizens of Ukraine of
the WIPO certificate of training under the Ukra-
inian version of DL-101 learning course has be-
en considered, and issues concerning possible
cooperation in the area of development of edu-
cational programs, textbooks and control tests
were discussed. During the visit negotiations
with officials of the WIPO Division of Infrastruc-
ture Development and Promotion of Innovati-
ons have taken place. The matter concerning
enforcement in Ukraine of the WIPO Initiative of
Universities program has been discussed, the
arrangement on recognition of Institute of Intel-
lectual Property and Law as the basic establis-
hment in distribution of knowledge in intellectu-
al property area in Ukraine is achieved.

Agreement, directives
and recommendations
of the European Union,
in the fullest volume is
carried out within the
framework of the Ag-

reement on Measures on Protection of Indus-

trial Property and Establishment of Interstate

Council on Protection of Industrial Property.

Representatives of the SDIP took part in
exertion of 13-th session of Interstate Council
on Protection of Industrial Property (ICPIP) on
which Mr. Paladiy, Chairman of the SDIP and
plenipotentiary representative of Ukraine in IC-
PIP have been elected the ICPIP deputy chair-
man. Issues that were discussed during the
said session were extremely important as for
development of national system of legal pro-
tection of intellectual property rights and for
development of the international cooperation.

Leading experts of the SDIP actively partici-
pated in activities of the working groups formed
in the frameworks of the ICPIP, namely Perma-
nent Working Group on Streamlining and Har-
monization of National Legislations, Permanent
Working Group on Exchange of Patent Informa-
tion and Automation of Information Activities,
Coordination Council on Project of Release of
Joint CD-ROM Product, Special Working Group
for Technological Upholding of Works Carried
Out in Offices Participated in Project, Ad hoc
Working Group on Discussion of Matters of
Support of Small and Medium Size Business,
Development of Innovative Activities, Account
and Assessment of Value of Intellectual Pro-
perty Subject Matters, Issues of Exercise of
Rights and Awareness of Balance of National
Interests in Intellectual Property Objects Crea-
ted at the Expense of State Budget.

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Property Rights. According to its provisions
the order of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukrai-
ne dated May 5, 2003 No. 258-p has definec
the competent bodies responsible for fulfil-
ment of the Agreement. The responsibilities ol
the ministries and agencies specified atthe or-
der include the prevention, revealing, termina-
tion and investigation of offences in the field ol
intellectual property rights.

Duties are assigned to the SDIP on coordi-
nation of actions of competent bodies of Ukra-
ine on implementation of efficient measures
for the termination of offences in the field of in-
tellectual property rights. Representatives of
the SDIP took part in the ordinary sixth and se-
venth sessions of the said Commission. Mr.
Chebotaryev, Deputy Chairman of the SDIP
and the representative of the Government of
Ukraine in the Commission headed the dele-
gation.

The SDIP within the framework of its compe-
tence makes efforts in development of coope-
ration with Member States of the CIS in econo-
mic sphere. In order to fulfil the decision of he-
ads of the states of Ukraine, Republic of Bela-
rus, Republic of Kazakhstan and the Russian
Federation about completion of the project of
the Complex of the basic actions on formation
of Uniform economic space experts of the
SDIP have given appropriate proposals and
have taken part in consultations of experts of
Republic of Kazakhstan and the Russian Fede-
ration on implementation of actions on Intel-
lectual property law section.

5.4. Bilateral cooperation

In 2003 the SDIP continued its active work on
extension of bilateral cooperation in the field of
intellectual property. On May, 15 the decision
of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine On App-
roval of the Agreement on Cooperation Betwe-
en the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine and the
Government of the Peoples’ Republic of Chi-
na, signed on November 18, 2002 in Beijing
was accepted. The agreement will come into
force from the moment of reception of the no-
tice in writing from the Chinese party about
completion of the internal procedures neces-
sary for validation of the Agreement.

On March, 13 the Agreement on Cooperati-
on in the Field of Intellectual Property Between
the Ministry of Education and Sciences of Uk-
raine and the Russian Agency for Patents and
Trade Marks is signed in Kishinev, Republic of
Moldova (the Agreement has come into force
from the moment of signing).

On July, 17 the decision of the Cabinet of
Ministers of Ukraine On Approval of the Agree-
ment on Cooperation Between the Cabinet of
Ministers of Ukraine and the Government of
the Republic of Bulgaria in the Field of Cop-
yright and Related Rights signed on January
30, 2003 in Kyiv. The agreement will come into
force from the moment of reception of the no-
tice in writing from the Bulgarian party about
completion of the internal procedures neces-
sary for validation of the Agreement.

The SDIP took part in the development of
the draft Protocol on the Protection of Rights in
Intellectual Property Subject Matters that will
make an integral part of the Agreement Betwe-
en the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine and the
Government of Republic of India on Scientific
and Technological Cooperation. Draft Agree-
ment and Protocol Report are under arrange-
ment with the Indian party. Besides the draft
Agreement Between the Cabinet of Ministers
of Ukraine and the Government of Republic of
Macedonia on Cooperation in the Field of In-
tellectual Property is prepared.

The spadework on the conclusion of the Ag-
reement Between the Ukrainian Agency of
Copyright and Related Rights and the Agency
of Copyrights of the Azerbaijan Republic on
Cooperation in the Area of Collective Manage-
ment of Authors’ Property Rights and Granting
of Mutual Assistance is carrying out.

The SDIP actively participated in preparati-
on of intergovernmental agreements on scien-
tific and technological and military-technical
cooperation with the foreign states. Within the
framework of this work proposals and com-
ments of the SDIP regarding intellectual pro-
perty issues have been prepared to:

5.6 Cooperation with the European

Patent Office

Representatives of Ukraine persistently take
part in seminars that are organized by the Eu-
ropean Patent Office (EPO). In 2003 the Ukra-
inian experts have taken part in work of five
educational EPO seminars. Chairman of the
SDIP Mr. Paladiy has taken part in work of the
Patents and XXl Century international confe-
rence organized by the EPO held in September
1, 2003 in Saint Petersburg, the Russian Fede-
ration.

Visit of the SDIP Chairman Mr. Paladiy to
the European Patent Office has taken place in
December, 2003. During the visit he has got
acquainted with organizational structure and
functions of the European Patent Office and
also with activities of its structural divisions,
has met the President of the European Patent
Office Mr. Cober. Matters of fulfilment in Uk-
raine of the TACIS Implementation of Interna-
tional Trade Model and Establishing of the
System of Intellectual Property Rights Protec-
tion project and also an issue of cooperation
between the SDIP and the EPO in 2004 have
been discussed.

In 2003 the State Department of Intellectual
Property continued its activity directed on for-
mation of the civilised intellectual property
market in Ukraine.

The decisions of the Cabinet of Ministers of
Ukraine On Approval of Amount of Author’s Fe-

es (Royalties) for Exploitation
of Phonograms and Videog-
rams Published with Com-
mercial Purpose and the Pro-
cedure of Its Payment (No.
71) and On Approval of Mini-
mal Rates of Author's Fees
(Royalties) for Exploitation of
Copyright and Related Rights
Subject Matters (No. 72)
adopted on January 18, 2003
are an example of economic
levers used by the state to
contribute to formation of ci-
vilised relationships in the copyright area.

The important sector of the intellectual pro-
perty market is activity on assessment of intel-
lectual property rights. The SDIP took an acti-
ve part in actions on development of this sec-
tor of intellectual property market. In particu-
lar, together with executives of the Fund of
State Property of Ukraine experts of the SDIP
drafted the National Standard No. 1The Gene-
ral Bases of Assessment of Assets and Econo-
mic Rights and the National Standard on As-
sessment of Intangible Assets.

6.2 Industrial Property Market

In 2003 provisions of Ukrainian legislation go-
verning transfer of industrial property rights
have been modified.

In line with the Law of Ukraine No. 850-1V of
May 22, 2003 «On Amendments to Certain Le-
gislative Acts of Ukraine Concerning Protec-
tion of Intellectual Property Rights» the provisi-
on according to which assignment of owner-
ship in industrial property subject matters and
granting license for their exploitation were
considered valid for any other person from the
date of publication of data on corresponding
contracts in the Official Bulletin and their ente-
ring in corresponding State Register has been
modified.

Since June 25, 2003 the provision estab-
lishing that the party of the contract has the
right to official public informing of other per-
sons on assignment of ownership in industrial
property subject matter or granting licensing
for its exploitation has been introduced. Such
informing is carried out by publication of the
specified data in the Bulletin with their simulta-
neous entering in corresponding State Regis-
ter. Entering into register data on transfer of
industrial property rights is not obligatory and
can be carried out at the request of one of the
parties of the contract.

The specified provision has been taken into
account in amended Instruction on Submissi-
on, Consideration, Publication and Entering in
the Register Data on Assignment of Ownership
in Industrial Property Subject Matters and on
Granting Licenses for Their Exploitation.

Despite of the specified modifications the
number of statements for entering into cor-
responding state registers data on transfer of
industrial property rights was not decreased
since the Law of Ukraine No. 850-1V of May
22, 2003 has come into force. A total of 1,676
contracts on assignment of ownership in in-
dustrial property subject matters and license
contracts on its exploitation were received
and considered in 2003, that is 8% more than
in 2002 (fig. 6.1). So the parties of contracts
are interested in entering into registers data
on transfer of industrial property rights as it al-
lows to confirm competency of the person
which transfers rights, and to check up validity
of the protective document, that is to confirm

The total number of registrations in 2003
amounted to 952 (8% more than in 2002)
including 483 registrations concerning as-
signment of ownership in industrial property
subject matters (50.7%), 435 those concer-
ning license contracts on their exploitation
(45.7%), 34 licenses of right on exploitation of
inventions and utility models (3.6%).

As of January 1, 2004 data concerning
4,361 contracts on industrial property rights
transfer have been entered in the state regis-
ters, including 1,711 contracts concerning in-
ventions, 55 contracts concerning utility mo-
dels, 2,328 contracts concerning marks for
goods and services, 267 contracts concerning
industrial designs.

Data on registration of contracts concerning
industrial property rights transfer are presen-
ted in the table 6.1. The number of registrati-
ons concerning contracts on transfer of rights
in inventions and industrial designs has decre-
ased in 2003, and the number of registrations
concerning transfer of rights in marks for
goods and services has increased nearly by
20% as compared with 2002.

Analysis of the structure of license contracts
on exploitation of trademarks and service
marks according to technological fields (table
6.2) shows that over the two last years most of
contracts were concluded in the field of servi-

In 2003 the share of license con-
tracts in food industry, electronics, medicine
and pharmaceutics has increased.

Data presented in table 6.3 demonstrate
development of innovative processes in diffe-
rent technological fields. So, in 2003 the right
to exploitation of inventions was mainly tran-
sferred for manufacturing and realisation of
products in such fields as mining industry,
mechanical engineering, medicine and phar-
maceutics, instrument making. The share of li-
cense contracts on exploitation of inventions in
the field of electronics and food-processing
industry has considerably decreased as com-
pared with the previous years.

Data characterising activity of different ca-
tegories of economical structures and natural
persons in the process of industrial property
rights transfer are presented in table 6.4.

As in the previous years the
firms-owners of trademarks from the USA, the
Russian Federation, Germany and the Great
Britain were most active.

In 2003 there was continued growth in acti-
vity of Ukrainian natural and legal persons in
transfer of rights in marks for goods and servi-
ces. The share of contracts on assignment of
ownership parties to which were Ukrainian per-
sons has increased up to 53.5 %, the share of
license contracts has increased up to 85.2%
(table 6.6).

Such well-known firms as Public Corporati-
on «Tiumen Oil Company», Beiersdorf AG,
ELOPAK SYSTEMS AG, Societe des Produits
Nestle SA, Open joint-stock company «Wimm-
Bill-Dann Produkty Pitanija» are presented on
Ukrainian license market.

The positive factor is the upward trend in ac-
tivity of Ukrainian persons as the party of licen-
se contracts on exploitation of industrial pro-
perty subject matters. Thus, in 2003 the share
of license contracts in which Ukrainian per-
sons were licensors amounted to 90.6% of the
total number of license contracts, and the
share of contracts in which Ukrainian persons

In 1995— 1996 the share of registered licen-
se contracts on exploitation of inventions amo-
unted to more than 80% of their total number,
and since 1997 there has been continued
growth in registrations of licences for exploita-
tion of marks for goods and services (fig. 6.2).
In 2003 the share of such registrations came to
76% of the total number. In comparison with
the previous year the number of license con-
tracts on exploitation of marks for goods and
services has increased by 41%.

In 2003 the number of registrations concer-
ning licences for exploitation of inventions has
decreased by 20% as compared with 2002.

The total number of industrial property sub-
ject matters contained in contracts on transfer
of rights registered in 2003 amounted to 1,847
including 384 inventions, 40 utility models, 57
industrial designs and 1,366 marks for the go-
ods and services.

Data presented intable 6.7 shows that fore-
ign right owners are more interested in con-
clusion of contracts which contain a few tra-
demarks. For Ukrainian right owners the num-
ber of marks for goods and services rights
contained in one contract on average
amounts to 1.9 and for foreigners this figure
amounts to 2.5.

6.3 Copyright Market

A total of 152 applications for registration of
contracts relating to author’s right in a work
were filed in 2003, one application was send
back. 123 decisions on registration were ta-
ken. There were registered 68 author’'s con-
tracts on assignment (alienation) of economic
rights in a work, 49 author’'s contracts on
transfer of the exclusive right for use of a work,
6 author’s contracts on transfer of the non-ex-
clusive right for use of a work.

Most of author’s contracts registered in
2003 concern transfer of rights from authors
of the works to legal persons (91 contract) and
to natural persons (21 contract). And some 11
author’s contracts registered between legal
persons are evidence of the further movement
of the copyright subject matters.

The number of the contracts registered in
2003 which concern author’s right in a work
exceeds by 30% the figure of the previous ye-
ar. It is evidence of growth in activity in the
copyright market (fig. 6.3).

Realizing importance of development of human
resources for effective functioning the national
system of intellectual property protection, the
SDIP pays considerable attention to professio-
nal training of experts in the sphere of intellec-
tual property.

In 2003 in order to fulfil the Decree of the Pre-
sident of Ukraine dated April 27, 2002 No. 285
On Measures Concerning Protection of Intellec-
tual Property in Ukraine and the decision of the
board of the Ministry of Education and Sciences
of Ukraine of June 20, 2002 on introduction in
higher educational institutions of a course on
basics of intellectual property and professional
training of experts for governmental bodies,
educational institutions, establishments of a
science and culture of the state pattern of ow-
nership, the Institute of Intellectual Property and
Law together with the SDIP, Department of hig-
her education and the Scientific and methodical
centre of higher education of the Ministry of
Education and Sciences of Ukraine has develo-
ped the draft of a substantial component of hig-
her education standards in the field of intellec-
tual property and the corresponding rough
program of Intellectual Property educational
subject matter for higher educational instituti-
ons of lll—IV levels of accreditation.

ce of Basics of Intellectual Property course and
the organizations of upgrading of professional
skills of teachers of comprehensive schools,
together with and the Scientific-methodical
centre of secondary education of the Ministry of
Education and Science of Ukraine.

In order to provide ten comprehensive schools
that were determined pilot ones on approbation
of Basics of Intellectual Property course and al-
so the methodical cabinet of the intellectual
property organized at the Kyiv specialized scho-
ol No. 41 with educational and methodical ma-
terials, IIPL has developed the typical schedule
and the textbook on Basics of Intellectual Pro-
perty course to which the signature stamp «Re-
commended by the Ministry of Education and
Science of Ukraine» was granted.

Commission on attestation
of representatives in intellectual property issues
(patent attorneys) of the SDIP held attestation
of 22 persons. As of December 31, 2003 some
258 patent attorneys have been registered in
Ukraine.

issues of acquisition, exercise and enforcement
of the rights in indications of origin of goods in
Ukraine and approaches for their resolution,
matters of regulation of innovative activity in
Ukraine, mechanism of acquisition and protec-
tion of rights in marks for goods and services
and industrial designs.

A roundtable discussion on a theme of per-
fection of the national legislation in the sphere
of intellectual property has taken place in
March, 2003 under the initiative of Mr. Sharov,
head of the Parliament fraction of political parti-
es of Industrialists and Businessmen of Ukraine
and Labouristic Ukraine, during which the prob-
lems demanding the first priority decision have
been discussed.
